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1.2. Approaches of academic integrity management in universities of
the United States Of America

The issue of academic integrity remains urgent in modern society, although the
concept is not new. Modern universities in world scale face various challenges, in
particular, the problem of quality of education management. The issue is closely
connected to or even based on the idea of academic integrity being considered for a
quite long period of time, but demanding new solutions nowadays. This is due to the
technology development introducing various possibilities for shaded cheating and
plagiarism. The experience of universities in the United States of America covers a
wide range of dealing with the processes of academic integrity support, so it can be of
interest for educational system of Ukraine in terms of academic dishonesty prevention
and the development of students’ system of moral values.

The scientific value of such research is based on the need to form the efficient
policy of academic integrity support in Ukrainian educational system as a way of its
efficiency and performance improvement in the current complicated conditions.

The researchers from the United States of America have considered the issues
of academic integrity at different levels, both from the theoretical and practical points
of view. The idea of academic integrity and a range of ideas associated with it have
been the subject matter of studies applying qualitative and quantitative
methodological paradigms resulting in the numerous papers. This allows us to outline
the most relevant results to become the base for the solution of the problem of
academic integrity support in the higher educational institutions in the system of
education in modern Ukraine.

The main fields of research in the sphere of academic integrity can be described
as follows:

- The definition of academic integrity, its structure, values, the vision correct and
incorrect attitude to academic integrity;

- Types of academic integrity violations and their clear definition, including
features and peculiarities;

- Profiles and psychological characteristics, as well as educational background
of students, who can be involved in academic integrity violations;

- The conditions of educational environment that may lead to academic integrity
violations;

- The peculiarities of academic integrity support for different majors and fields
of study as well as levels of education;
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- The requirements to the educational process and its stakeholders to prevent
the cases of academic integrity violations;

- The consequences of different types of academic integrity violations for the
future professional life and reputation of a particular person;

- The volume of information students to be provided with to achieve the clear
understanding of need of academic integrity support;

- The rules and regulation to maintain the principles of academic integrity
support among the stakeholders of educational process;

- The system of punishment needed to prevent academic integrity violations in
future;

- The studies describing the current situation of academic integrity issues at
different universities;

- Description of tools and resources to be used in different educational cases
(e.g.: plagiarism software or software used for proctoring) considering their
advantages and disadvantages;

- Various issues to some extent associated with different sides of academic
integrity or worsening the situation.

The main aim of the research is to describe the approaches of academic integrity
management in universities of the United States of America.

US scholars (International Center for Academic Integrity) have developed the
definition of academic integrity as being supported by the system of moral values
referred as academic integrity values (The Fundamental Values of Academic
Integrity). The approach provides us with the relevant knowledge of the personal
qualities and values to be demonstrated and supported by a person following the
principles of academic integrity.

The development of ICT created a new challenge of academic integrity support
for educators, as cheating, plagiarism, and other manifestations of academic
dishonesty have become more widespread. New and convenient electronic tools of
communication and information processing have also become new means for
cheaters. Thus the problem of clear definition of proper and improper use of these
tools in the educational process has become relevant and important. E. Snow states
that “Educators facing the substantial challenges of the electronic age will face
increasing pressures to ensure that the student writing they receive is free from
plagiarism, whether in the form of misappropriated language or misappropriated
ideas from the Internet. Rather than adopting online technology only to detect
plagiarism, such educators may best employ such technology in a more proactive
fashion to guarantee that their students fully understand what constitutes plagiarism
in their work” [6]. The conclusion is based on the researches before 2006, but it
remains urgent even nowadays, as the problem of students informing is sometimes
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still neglected, which can become the source of problems. Online resources are
extremely useful, as they provide information instantly according to request, and
student may refer to online resources at any time without contacting a teacher or
university officials. It should be noted that most educational institutions are aware of
the advantages of online resources for academic integrity support, so they create
special pages at their websites to keep the stakeholders of educational process
informed about the policy in terms of academic integrity. The typical information
provided at universities websites demonstrates the positions as follows:

- Definitions of terms associated with academic integrity;

- Code of conduct for students;

- Regulations for academic integrity support;

- Recommendations for students concerning different aspects of academic
integrity support;

- Information for educators on their behaviour in case of cheating, plagiarism
etc. is detected.

- Various documents and forms associated with academic integrity issues;

- Practical recommendations for students on time management, educational
activities, planning and so on to help them avoid cases of academic integrity violations;

- Tips for efficient writing and working with literary sources including correct
citation;

- Reports on studies of current situation concerning academic integrity support
reflecting question to be solved;

- Useful references.

The search of the ways of these problems overcoming led American researchers
on the way of studies of psychological background of students who tend to neglect the
principles of academic integrity. The studies enabled scholars to develop the
generalized description of personal profiles of typical cheaters and so on. The
researches in this field are considered as relevant for dishonest behaviour prevention.
Another aspect of such studies relevance is providing educators with ways and ideas
for curriculum and educational activities organization in terms of academic integrity
support. As knowing the most common behaviour patterns, educators can think over
avoiding some problems in advance. Eaton S. E. and Turner K. L. state that “There is
an urgent need to better understand the connections between students’ well-being
and academic integrity, particularly in relation to commercial academic integrity
products and services that are being licensed for use with tens of millions of students
worldwide” [1, p. 39].

Another study distinguishes the four areas where “The current technology,
effective tools, and strategies that can be used in promoting academic integrity and
assuring quality in online education:
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1) Identification and proctoring systems may include, but not limited to,
Secureexam Remote Proctor (SRP), ProctorU, ProctorCam, Webassesor. To identify
individual, biometrics can be physiological such as fingerprint, retina, DNA or
behavioural such as handwriting, gait, speech pattern etc.

2) Plagiarism detection software that popularly use in academic institutions are
SafeAssign and Turnltln.

3) Lockdown browsers from Respondus and KioWare companies restrict users
from accessing the operating system and desktop, and limiting internet access to only
allowed websites

4) Assessment diversity, examples are written assignment and public post
(Discussion Board), test banks, exam block random, timed assessment, different types
of questions/answers” [5, p. 176].

The development of artificial intelligence tools called for new challenges in
terms of academic integrity. This also resulted in the development of new fields of
research dealing with the challenges and search for ways of using the artificial
intelligence tools in the educational process, as well as training students to use them
in legal way with respect to regulations and moral obligations. As based on the study
of ChatGPT as a source of threat to academic integrity D. O. Eke suggests that academic
institutions in modern conditions should take the following measures:

- Embrace ChatGPT as an essential part of pedagogy and research.

- Establish ChatGPT training and capacity building for both staff and students
for optimal maximisation and to ensure responsible use. Providing necessary support
and resources to both staff and students can help to mitigate possible risks to
academic integrity.

- Review their academic integrity policies and make necessary changes to reflect
current Al trends and possibilities.

- Work with relevant bodies (including but not limited to journal editors and
publishers) to co-create effective ways of acknowledging the use of ChatGPT and other
Al tools in academic texts.

- Work towards developing cost effective and trusted tools for identifying
possible dishonest use of Al tools in academia globally [6].

The measures mentioned can help students and educators to rethink the ways
of using ChatGPT and other Al tools in their activities and discover how to use them
properly and avoid academic dishonesty in different ways, as well as achieve better
performance in studies and teaching.

The research activities described above have become the basis for systematic
policy of US educators and management of educational institutions aimed at
prevention of cases of academic dishonesty. The main ways of dishonest behaviour
prevention are supported by the following tips:
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- High level of students’ awareness in the sphere of academic integrity;

- Clear definition of honest and dishonest types of behaviour;

- Zero tolerance to academic dishonesty;

- Active participation of faculty and students in academic dishonesty prevention
activities;

- Consideration of cultural and national peculiarities, which may result in
tolerance to academic dishonesty;

- Providing students with sufficient information to avoid academic integrity
violations.

So, it is recommended to keep the educational stakeholders informed aware of
the importance of the issue for the quality of education and, for example, employment
possibilities in future. The second important condition of maintain the academic
integrity is the well-structured and comprehensive institutional policy.

Erica ]. Morris considering the strategies and interventions in higher education
concerning the issues of academic integrity concludes that “a recommended approach
for institutions involves four different kinds of interventions:

- reviewing and evaluating policy;

- academic integrity education;

- assessment design;

- professional development for staff to deepen understanding of academic
misconduct and to explore good practice for discussions with students about
contemporary academic integrity concerns” [3].

Another important strategy for academic integrity support is the maintaining of
communication between different educators (to share good practices, to discuss
common problems and so on) using official university blogs and other resources.

Conclusions. Educators in the USA managed to develop a sound system for
academic integrity management and support. The main advantage of this system is its
flexibility in terms of ability to overcome new challenges of modern world. Their
experience can be of great interest for Ukrainian educational system being on the way
to improvement and reforms. Although the system as a whole is quite different, it is
possible to consider its strengths and weaknesses, as well practical application of its
fundamentals for the purpose of building resilient educational environment in
Ukraine.

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1.6. Recovery of the national economy of Ukraine in crisis
conditions

The structural imperfection of the national economy, the main features of which
are the expendable nature of production, the raw nature of exports, the monopoly import
of energy carriers, the high level of foreign debt, territorial disproportions, the irrational
use of resource, production, and scientific and technical potential negatively affect the
dynamics of socio-economic development as a country in in general, as well as to ensure
the sustainable development of regions in particular. For many years, structural
transformations in the country's economy took place in the absence of a single strategy
for its structural restructuring.

The sustainability of economic development depends on the degree of
development and efficiency of the economic structure. Changes in the structural
proportions of the economy can affect the economic growth of the country and the
standard of living of the population [1, p. 21]. However, the structure of the economy
of Ukraine's regions will continue to be inefficient. It is based on resource-, energy-,
and material-intensive industries or industries that produce products with a low degree
of processing for export, the loading of capacities of which depends on demand in the
foreign market, and this leads to an overexpenditure of natural and human resources.
Such a structure does not satisfy the needs of the regions in investment resources,
consumer goods and services and, what is especially important, in the creation of new
jobs and reduces the potential opportunities for further economic growth of the regions,
increases the threat of crisis phenomena and makes effective interaction by the vertical
of power impossible.

Slow structural changes in the country's economy are complemented by a
complex of unresolved issues in the field of regional development. Problems of regional
development, such as: loss of production potential, low intensity of structural changes,
insufficient level of entrepreneurial activity, excessive disproportionality and structural
imbalance, redistribution of resources and capital for the benefit of the same territories
increase the imbalance of spatial and economic processes that remain unregulated.

This determines the selection of the main factors of structural changes in the
economy of the regions of Ukraine, among which the following can be named [2, p. 14]:

- artificial movement of capital due to periodic redistribution of spheres of political
and economic influence of elites;
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- significant differentiation of investment activity in various industries;

- reduction of the role of foreign investment in the creation of new enterprises, which
changes the structural proportions of the regional economy;

- situational orientation of consumer demand;

- the threatening state of the labor market and the growth of the unemployment rate,
as well as the availability of cheap labor;

- imperfect situation in the traditional markets of export products of metallurgy,
mining and chemical industry;

- loss of international competitiveness by some industries due to significant
production costs and high cost of production;

- orientation of the business to obtain quick profits under the conditions of minor
capital investments in the modernization of production;

- the presence of barriers in the development of small enterprises, the activities of
which are mostly concentrated in the field of non-financial services;

- limited financial opportunities for the development of innovative types of economic
activity;

- lack of investment resources in enterprises that can be directed to the expansion and
modernization of production;

- the ineffectiveness of the state structural policy regarding carrying out structural
reforms, stimulating entrepreneurship and investment activity, as well as supporting the
national producer;

- low level of support by regional and local authorities for the implementation of
structural policy at these levels.

Shifts in the structure of the regional economic system are processes of changing the
proportions between comparative elements of this system, due to uneven dynamics of their
quantitative characteristics. Uneven growth rates of structural components of the regional
economic system lead to changes in sectoral, territorial and microeconomic proportions,
and then structural changes are the result of economic growth. The need to study the
structural problems of the regional economy is to determine the possibilities of purposeful
restructuring of its structure in order to increase the effectiveness of the implementation of
strategic and current tasks of the socio-economic development of the territory and to ensure
the sustainable development of the regions.

Implementation of structural changes in the regional economy is a complex strategic
task that requires significant resources and cannot be implemented in a short period of time.
The success of such changes requires taking into account certain points, namely:

- a thorough analysis to determine the main internal and external factors that led
to a state of imbalance or deformation of the economy structure;

- a clear definition of the policy and model of structural transformation, which
would be based on a solid scientific base, as well as the definition of the stages of

implementation of structural transformation within the framework of the developed
long-term strategy;

- taking into account deepening processes of globalization and integration, as
modern trends of international development;

- taking into account the positive experience of structural changes in foreign
countries.

Structural shifts in the economy are characterized by both qualitative and
quantitative manifestations. The main qualitative characteristic of structural changes is
an indicator reflecting the direction of socio-economic progress. Interacting with each
other, structural shifts in the economy can both strengthen and weaken the sustainable
development of regions. Other things being equal, the superimposition of unidirectional
structural displacements strengthens the resulting displacement in the structure, and
multidirectional (opposite) ones weakens it. At the same time, the synergistic effect of
the interaction of structural shifts also consists in the fact that not only their quantitative,
but also qualitative characteristics change, and the resulting shift acquires a new
systemic quality, which is not reduced to a simple arithmetic sum of its components |3,
p- 17].

As the experience of developed countries shows, the sustainable development of
regions and their dynamic economic growth should be accompanied by the
accumulation of capital and such structural changes in the economy that would
correspond to world trends. The lack of significant innovative and technological
transformations in Ukraine leads to the fact that only an increase in quantitative
indicators of economic dynamics is observed in the economic system, which is
explained by the attraction of additional resources or changes in the external
environment. At the same time, we note that we are not talking about the formation of
a qualitative basis for reforms at all. Growth trends, as a rule, are unstable and do not
significantly affect the increase in the efficiency of the functioning of the economy and,
accordingly, the increase in the level and quality of life of the population.

Economic growth, which was confirmed by the growth of Ukraine's GDP until
2014, is not evidence of real positive changes in the country's economy and an increase
in the quality of its economic potential. It is normal for this indicator to decrease during
the global financial and economic crisis of 2008. Under the conditions of increasing
economic growth rates, its quality, which is measured by the index of the quality of
economic growth of the economy of Ukraine (calculated as the ratio of the difference
between the GDP growth index and the GDP deflator index to GDP growth rates), does
not allow us to talk about the upward progress of the Ukrainian economy.

The dynamics of the quality index of economic growth (Fig. 1) clearly
demonstrates the rapid decline of the economy, the negative trends of economic
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processes both in the regions and the state as a whole, and the instability of the economic
system. And even the growth of real GDP in 2016 by 1.5% cannot be considered a
positive change after the fall in the level of GDP since the end of 2013.

We believe that this dynamic of the quality index of economic growth is explained
primarily by the lack of large-scale economic reforms that would contribute to attracting
investment resources and increasing production potential. The lost positions of the
production sphere cannot be quickly compensated due to the existing potential in other
spheres of economic activity. In addition, the modernization of the existing production
base at the pace at which it is happening today cannot provide a basis for high-quality
economic growth.

It is indisputable that the quality of economic growth and ensuring sustainable
development depends on the intensity and direction of structural changes. Structural
processes in the economy of Ukrainian regions are connected with the processes of
modernization and diversification of the domestic economy, with the formation of such
a structure of the economy that will contribute to the reduction of its dependence on raw
materials, the development of industries with high added value and the development of
high-tech production. Structural shifts in regional systems should be considered as
processes of changing proportions between comparative elements of these systems,
caused by uneven dynamics of their quantitative characteristics. Uneven growth rates
of structural components of regional systems lead to changes in sectoral and territorial
proportions, and in this sense, structural shifts are the result of economic growth.
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The main distinguishing feature of structural shifts is the presence of a clear
starting point for the beginning of these shifts - a change in the system of needs of
business entities and the ability to determine whether the goal has been achieved or not.
Therefore, it is possible to hypothesize that structural changes in the economy are the
result of various structural shifts of different nature and direction, which was clearly
demonstrated by the example of the systemic structural crisis in Ukraine at the end of
the 20th - beginning of the 21st century. [5; 6; 7].

The modern structure of the economy of the regions of Ukraine is the result of the
evolutionary development of the sectoral structure of the economy of the regions of
Ukraine, which was formed during different periods of its economic history. The
economy remains poorly diversified and, therefore, vulnerable to fluctuations in global
market conditions, and is characterized by a low level of innovation and resource
efficiency. Therefore, it is not possible to form an effective internal mechanism of
development, which would form a sustainable adaptation potential of the national
economy, ensure its capacity for autonomous transformation in conditions of significant
global uncertainty.

As already mentioned, structural shifts can be characterized by qualitative and
quantitative indicators and are related to certain economic interests and needs of
individual subjects or their groups. Features of the dynamics of structural changes and
their scale are demonstrated by indicators of mass, speed and intensity of structural
changes (Fig. 2).

The mass of the structural shift is determined by the amount of resources allocated
to a certain element of the economic system in relative terms [8, p. 29]:

M= P1- PO, (1)

where P1 — is the value of the value in the current period,%;

PO — the value of the quantity in the base period,%.

The speed of the structural shift reflects the change in the mass of the structural
shift per unit of time and is calculated as the ratio of the mass of the structural shift to
the time interval during which they occurred.

V=M/T, (2)

M - mass of structural shift, %,;

T — is the time during which the structural shift occurred.

Let us add that the concept of the mass and speed of structural changes in the
economy is closely related to the indicator of their intensity (E) 8, p. 30].

In general, it is calculated according to the formula:

E=MxV, 3)

where M — mass of structural displacement;

V — is the rate of structural displacement.

The analysis of the mass of structural changes in Ukraine by various types of
economic activity shows that over the past five years, the positive growth of this
indicator has occurred in agriculture, forestry and fisheries, wholesale and retail trade,
and the repair industry. In all other industries, negative values of indicators were
observed, which indicates a decrease in the specific weight of these industries in the
structure of gross added value. The decisive factors of the negative dynamics are a sharp
restriction of access to sources of external financing, a drop in the income of the
population, high indebtedness of enterprises and a decrease in capital expenditures of
the budget, which increase the deficit of working capital for enterprises in these sectors.

It is advisable to supplement the results of the assessment of the scale of structural
changes in the sectoral dimension with indicators of their speed and intensity. In
particular, the highest rate of structural changes is characteristic of the service sector.
In general, the differentiation between the highest and the lowest rate of structural
changes in the economy of Ukraine is 29.4 times. At the same time, it is worth noting
that the higher the intensity of structural shifts, the greater the structure-forming role
they will play in the economy. During the studied period, the coefficient of intensity of
structural shifts in the economy of Ukraine was 0.245, which only confirms the absence
of radical structural shifts.
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The formation of the structure of the economy of the regions today is influenced
by the latest processes for the development of the economy of Ukraine. It is about the
development of transnational corporations, dealer firms, network business structures in
production, trade and other spheres of economic activity, the emergence of other new
spatial forms of economic activity organization (clusters, technopolises, industrial
parks, etc.), the spread of innovative types of services, etc. All these processes change
the traditional structure of the regional economy, but do not solve all the problems of
their structural modernization. To date, the main problem of Ukraine's economy, in
addition to military aggression in the east of the country, will continue to be its energy
intensity, the lack of an innovative development strategy in enterprises that would
ensure the necessary level of renewal and diversification of production, increasing its
competitiveness.

We agree with the opinion of some scientists [9, 10, 11] that Ukraine is following
the path of the countries of Central and Eastern Europe with structural changes that
involve a gradual annual expansion of the service sector (including the development of
financial and high-tech information services), with an increasingly greater dependence
of investment processes on financial sphere, primarily flows of credit resources (loans
from the International Monetary Fund), which are becoming an important factor for the
economic development of Ukraine.

Structural shifts in the economy require substantial investments and a long time,
as well as purposeful adaptation of the economy to the rational social and personal needs
of the population. However, the decrease in the volume of capital investments in recent
years had a negative impact on the domestic economy, which was in a recession stage
and was accompanied by a drop in GDP. Ukraine ranked 15th in the investment
attractiveness rating of European countries by the number of jobs created thanks to
investments.

Evidence of the importance of structural changes for the economy of the country
and its regions are changes in the structure of employed and especially newly created
jobs. Economic growth is usually hampered by the traditional structure of production
and the lack of opportunities for innovation. The most competitive regions are those
that attract skilled labor. It is the innovative vector of development that will contribute
to the creation of new jobs in accordance with the needs of innovative shifts in the
economy.

However, the long-term crisis state of the economy of Ukraine and its regions
causes a reduction in the sphere of economic activity of the population and a decrease
in the level of its employment. Unfavorable economic and political factors, in particular,
the reduction of production volumes at enterprises against the background of high tax
pressure, a decrease in investment attractiveness, problems of bureaucracy and
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corruption, the military conflict in the east of the country, which led to the emergence
of new migration flows. Thus, the structural changes in employment of the population
at the current stage are destructive, since the reduction of the employed occurs not only
in the production sphere, but also in the information and telecommunication spheres
and the sphere of services. The activation of positive structural changes in the field of
employment requires the restructuring and demonopolization of industries, the
expansion of the scope of innovative activity and the improvement of the level of
innovative activity, the provision of a favorable investment climate and competitive
environment for the development of entrepreneurship, the improvement of the tax
system, the development of banking activities and management mechanisms.

At the same time, insufficient attention to the creation and development of
enterprises with a high technological level of production is an inhibiting factor
influencing the provision of effective structural shifts in the regional economy and a
high level of employment. Structural changes in the economy consist not only in
quantitative growth, an increase in the production of goods and services, the creation of
new jobs, but also in the qualitative development of productive forces, progressive
changes in the most important macroeconomic proportions due to the introduction of
the latest technologies, diversification of production and exports, and an increase in the
standard of living of the population , reduction of social contrasts, etc.

The separation of the regional structural policy from the regional economic policy
is connected: firstly, with the deformations of the structural development of individual
regions, which do not allow effective decentralization of management and financial
decentralization today; secondly, regional differences and asymmetry of the regional
development of the country's regions; thirdly, the internal imbalance of the regional
economy, structural imbalances of various types [12, p. 13].

The issue of increasing the effectiveness of the influence of the state and regional
authorities on structural-economic and structural-territorial processes remains relevant
in the future. The situation is complicated by the fact that the region is not a real subject
of economic relations. A high level of corruption in society, an insignificant share of
state ownership in the structure of economic entities, the lack of practice of effective
interaction between business and the government, political instability within the country
and the need to take into account external influence, challenges of globalization,
manifestations of political and economic competition do not contribute to fast and
productive reforms in Ukraine.

Since subjects of economic activity quite often face the problem of choosing a
territory for the location of enterprises and their branches and the issue of meeting the
needs of society, the determination of the tasks of regional structural policy is directly
related to the formation of the internal market, the market potential of various territories
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- cities, regions and others The potential of the regional market is formed on the one
hand by the efforts of various business entities, and on the other by regional authorities
influencing investment, infrastructure and social policy. Considering these points, the
strategic task of modern regional structural policy is the formation of effectively
functioning regional markets, the implementation of which requires the introduction of
a set of regulatory measures aimed at: reducing the level of structural and spatial
polarization of regional markets; increase in the level of product concentration;
regulation of economic concentration and limitation of monopolistic activity and
imperfect spatial competition; strengthening the integration of regional markets with
the country's domestic market and foreign markets.

Achieving the necessary rates of economic growth and accelerating the processes
of structural modernization is possible under the conditions of the formation of an
innovative model for the development of the economy of Ukraine and its regions. The
structural priorities of this model are the growth of the share of high-tech manufacturing
industries; telecommunications, financial and business services, as well as socially
oriented types of economic activity; achieving a rational ratio of proportions between
the state and market sectors; ensuring the priority of accumulation over consumption in
the reproductive structure of the economy, overcoming territorial socio-economic
asymmetry.

In order to implement an effective structural economic policy in the region, it is
necessary [12, p.258]:

- to introduce monitoring of structural shifts in the economy of the region, which
will allow to improve the quality of the information base for tracking transformational
processes, to forecast the risks of structural reforms, to make timely decisions regarding
the adjustment of the structural priorities of the economic development of the region. In
addition, conducting monitoring surveys will contribute to the adjustment of existing
regional economic and social programs in accordance with structural policy priorities;

- to develop and introduce into the practice of conducting monitoring surveys a
system of indicators that would reflect the specificity and effectiveness of structural
processes in the region;

- focus attention on highlighting the trends of structural changes in the economy
of the region during the development of programs for the socio-economic development
of the region and adjustment of the regional strategy;

- increase control over the implementation of environmental restructuring
measures and modernization of production capacities of the basic branches of the
economy with the aim of reducing the resource intensity of production and increasing
its scientific intensity, introduction of energy-saving technologies, alternative energy
sources;
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- to intensify activities related to the attraction of long-term investments in the
development of new promising industries;

- provide for the development of interregional socio-economic and environmental
programs, which will not only solve the problems of neighboring regions in the field of
infrastructural support, but also support the development of cluster-network business
structures.

Thus, the implementation of an effective structural policy will ensure:

- coordination of the interests of the state, the region and a separate subject of
economic activity;

- a combination of sectoral (industry) and regional policy regarding the
development of individual territories;

- elimination of structural deformations, i.e. restructuring of the unprofitable
sector of the economy, which is artificially supported by the system of budgetary
subsidies;

- creation of conditions for the functioning of economic entities in the regions,
which will ensure the use of their competitive advantages and contribute to the solution
of socio-economic problems of the territories;

- promotion of image development for certain regions of subjects of economic
activity;

- stimulating the development of intellectually intensive and innovation-oriented
sectors of the economy;

- increasing the competitiveness of domestic goods and services on foreign
markets, increasing their exports and creating conditions for import substitution;

- coordination of the needs of the regional economy with the possibilities of its
staffing;

- using the advantages of public-private partnership in the process of restructuring
the economy of the regions;

- institutional transformations that will ensure the creation of the most favorable
conditions for business and the formation of an atmosphere of trust between business
and the government.

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2.2. Customs clearance of cargo during a state of crisis and

In the case of crisis and war, the issue of optimizing the procedure for customs
clearance of goods can have a significant impact on the process of implementing anti-
crisis economic measures and accelerating the provision of humanitarian and military
aid.

In general, the means of regulating customs clearance can be divided into 2
types: economic, which includes a change in the customs tariff, and legal, which exert
an influence through a direct prohibition, restriction or requirement regarding
documentation or the regime of crossing the customs border in accordance with the
legislation for both imports and for export.
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For Ukraine, the main legislative acts that determine the legal conditions for
the implementation of customs activities during a state of emergency are the Customs
Code of Ukraine [1], taking into account the Law of Ukraine "On the Legal Regime of a
State of Emergency" [2]. The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine carries out the revision of
these legislative acts in accordance with the needs of the emergency provision in
accordance with the legislation.

In particular, it is worth noting that, according to the Customs Code, the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine has the power to establish [1]:

— categories of goods for which customs authorities do not take measures
to promote the protection of intellectual property rights;

— cases in which prohibitions and restrictions on the transportation of
goods, established by Articles 196 and 197 of the Customs Code, do not
apply, except in cases where such prohibitions and restrictions are
established by an international treaty of Ukraine, the consent of which
is binding by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine;

— features of customs control and customs clearance of goods subject to
state export control;

— peculiarities of the interaction of customs authorities with other
authorized authorities during the movement of goods across the
customs border of Ukraine.

In January 2022, Chapter XXI "Final and Transitional Provisions" of the
Customs Code was supplemented by Clause 915 on the exemption from payment of
import duties for goods necessary for the implementation of measures aimed at
preventing the occurrence and spread, localization and elimination of outbreaks,
pandemic of the COVID-19, including medicines, medical products, medical
equipment, the list of which is determined by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine [3].

However, it is worth considering that in order to ensure stability during a
crisis, not only the relaxation of customs borders for necessary goods, but also the
creation of additional conditions for the transportation of potentially dangerous
goods can be applied. Such conditions may include restrictions, prohibitions, the need
for appropriate sanitary certificates, need for quarantine or processing, depending on
the cargo groups. It is necessary to take into account the risks associated with
simplified customs procedures, which can facilitate the smuggling of goods that are
not subject to duty exemption.

Since the beginning of the war in 2022, a large number of logistical connections
have been severed, and the pace of production has decreased. Back in March 2022, the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine adopted changes to tax and customs legislation aimed at
ensuring simplified importation of goods required during martial law, such as
humanitarian aid, basic necessities, food, fuel, etc. [5].
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As a result of mass attacks on the energy infrastructure of Ukraine, there was
a need to carry out restoration work and purchase appropriate special equipment.
Therefore, the list of goods that are not subject to customs clearance included electric
generators and numerous spare parts for infrastructure, which are necessary for the
restoration of the country's energy system.

In addition to facilitating customs clearance of goods imports, restrictions on
the export of goods can also be used to ensure stability in the domestic market. Thus,
in 2023, the Cabinet of Ministers extended the ban on the export of gas and firewood
in order to provide the population with these energy resources [6]. According to
Resolution No. 1466[4], a zero quota for the export of gas of Ukrainian origin is
established, which actually means a ban on exports. The same project provides for a
ban on the export of salt, silver, gold, firewood and precious metal scrap.

Such actions aimed at preventing the shortage of these goods in the domestic
market and supporting the stability of their prices. Restrictions on the export of goods
can be a useful tool to protect the domestic market from excessive export activity,
which can lead to shortages of goods in the domestic market and an increase in their
prices. In addition, such measures can help to ensure a sufficient level of availability
of energy resources for the population in case of their shortage in case of new
emergencies, to ensure the stability of prices for precious metals in the domestic
market. However, such restrictions may also limit exporters' ability to obtain market
prices for these goods.

According to Article 29 of the Law of Ukraine "On Foreign Economic Activity"
[7], in the case of discriminatory and/or unfriendly actions against Ukraine, applied
by a state recognized by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine as an aggressor state and/or
an occupying state, restrictive measures may be applied by decision of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine . According to Article 29, such measures include:

— establishment of quotas;

— introduction of a special duty; application of a complete ban (full
embargo) on trade;

— application of a partial ban (partial embargo) on trade;

— deprivation of the regime of the most favorable or preferential special
regime;

— introduction of the licensing regime for foreign economic operations;

— other measures provided for by laws and international treaties of
Ukraine.

An example of the application of such measures is Resolution No. 426 of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated April 9, 2022. According to the resolution, it is
prohibited to import goods from the Russian Federation into the customs territory of
Ukraine under the customs regime. Goods transported in transit and goods imported
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from the Russian Federation, including goods originating from third countries, may be
placed under the customs import regime if they were imported into Ukraine by
February 24, 2022 inclusive.

During the period of martial law, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine has the
right to recognize certain categories of goods, including excise goods, not defined by
the Law of Ukraine "On Humanitarian Aid", as humanitarian aid without carrying out
the procedure for recognizing such goods as humanitarian aid in each specific case [9].

Another normative legal act determines that goods belonging to group 27 of
the customs tariff (fuel, oil, bituminous substances, etc.) are recognized as
humanitarian aid and are transferred free of charge to the needs of the Armed Forces,
military formations, and carriers of such aid. Some goods of group 27 (motor gasoline,
diesel fuel, liquefied gas) have a zero rate of excise tax and reduced VAT on their
import [10].

In order to facilitate the import of humanitarian goods, Ukraine has launched
an electronic customs declaration [11].

Advantages of the electronic declaration system for humanitarian aid in
Ukraine:

— Corruption prevention: The e-declaration system helps to prevent
corruption, which is widely recognized as one of Ukraine's biggest
problems. By digitizing the declaration process, it increases
transparency and reduces the potential for fraudulent activities.

— Conflict of interest avoidance: The system helps to avoid conflicts of
interest by ensuring that the distribution of humanitarian aid is fair and
unbiased. It allows for proper documentation and tracking of aid
recipients, ensuring that aid reaches those who need it the most.

— Efficiency and accuracy: The electronic declaration system streamlines
the process of declaring and distributing humanitarian aid. It reduces
paperwork, eliminates manual errors, and speeds up the overall
process, enabling aid to reach beneficiaries more quickly and
efficiently.

— Accessibility: If you have an electronic signature or use BankID or
MobilelD, you can submit the electronic declaration for the list of goods
recognized as humanitarian aid. This makes it easier for individuals
and organizations to participate in the declaration process, increasing
accessibility and inclusivity.

Therefore, based on the analyzed information, it can be concluded that the
process of customs clearance of goods for import and export is an important lever for
regulating the economy during emergency situations and martial law. Customs
clearance procedures may be additionally reviewed, changed or canceled for certain
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groups of goods, depending on their importance for ensuring the stability of the
economy, supporting the social, humanitarian and military spheres. However, such
measures should be implemented taking into account the country's obligations, the
interests of foreign economic activity, and the risks of their implementation. It is
important to balance the measures aimed at supporting the internal market with the
possible consequences of their implementation. In modern conditions, it is critically
important for Ukraine to establish an effective customs control system that would
allow the fastest transportation of critical goods. the priority of this task allows for
important legislative reforms.
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2.3. Separate issues of multimodal and mixed cargo transportation

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3.1. Ways to restore the Ukraine tourist business in the war

The global tourism industry has experienced severe economic difficulties in
recent years due to the coronavirus pandemic and the anti-epidemic measures
implemented by the World Health Organization. The international tourism industry
turned out to be one of the most affected sectors of the economy. However, in January
2022, positive trends began to be observed, such as an increase in bookings for the
summer and spring seasons, as well as a gradual recovery of tourism enterprises after
a deep crisis.

In various regions of the world, a significant revival of the tourist flow was
recorded compared to the low level of 2021, in particular in Europe (+350%) and
America (+112%). However, this growth did not compensate for the losses reported
in the pandemic year 2020, and total arrivals remained 36% and 40% below 2019
levels, respectively [3,4].

However, russian invasion of Ukraine deepened global economic uncertainty
and undermined consumer confidence. It also cast doubt on Europe as a destination
for peaceful tourism and created uncertainty about investment in the tourism
industry.

The Ukrainian tourism sector, like the whole world, suffered as a result of a deep
crisis and had difficulties with survival. Despite this, at the end of 2021 there were
visible positive signs of the revival of tourism: the number of foreign tourists who
visited Ukraine reached 3 million people [2], bookings were made for the 2022 season,
and the owners of tourism enterprises hoped for a successful year and increased
profits, as after the coronavirus pandemic, the demand for tourist services began to
grow again. However, at the beginning of the year, when tensions between Ukraine
and russia intensified, the number of cancelled reservations increased. With the
beginning of the war, the tourism industry fell into the worst situation in the history
of Ukrainian tourism. Preservation of the tourism industry of Ukraine for future
generations becomes an extremely important issue, which we try to deal with in our
article, analysing the current state of affairs and predicting possible losses in the
future.

The war in Ukraine creates new challenges for the global economic environment
and threatens to restore confidence in travel safety. Even if Ukraine accounts for less
than 1% of global international tourism spending in 2020, the closure of airspace and
the ban on russian carriers will affect domestic European tourism. It also leads to
disruptions on long-haul flights between Europe and East Asia, increasing costs. The
global tourism industry could lose at least $14 billion in revenue if the conflict
continues [5].
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The World Organization of the United Nations initiated a meeting of the UN
Security Council under the Arria formula on the topic: "Destruction of cultural
heritage as a result of russian aggression against Ukraine." This meeting was attended
by permanent representatives of the countries in the UN, as well as representatives of
UNESCO and the International Council of Monuments and Landmarks (ICOMOS), who
recently visited Ukraine. Since the beginning of the military aggression on the russian
side, 423 crimes against Ukrainian cultural heritage have been committed, and this
number may increase as the conflict continues. Both historical and natural objects are
damaged. Among the damaged objects are 128 immovable cultural heritage objects
that have the official status of monuments, 147 religious’ buildings (50 of them are
registered as monuments of history, architecture and urban planning or valuable
historical buildings), 136 of them belong to Christian communities (125 - Orthodox,
10 - Protestant, 2 - Catholic), 4 - Islamic and 6 - Jewish. In addition, 46 memorial
monuments commemorating historical figures and events from the 19th to the
beginning of the 21st century, 33 museums and nature reserves, 59 cultural centers,
theatres, and cinemas, as well as 40 libraries were affected [5].

The terrible consequences of the war in Ukraine affected many tourist sites and
locations throughout the country. Destruction of objects of immovable cultural
heritage, in particular due to rocket attacks, bombings and artillery fire, was recorded
in 15 regions of Ukraine, covering almost the entire territory of the country.

Temporarily occupied territories, such as the Luhansk and Donetsk regions in
the east, as well as the border areas with Belarus, have lost natural tourist locations.
This includes such places as Oleshkivskiy sands, Askania-Nova, Kinborska spit,
Dzharylgach, the coast of the Sea of Azov (Genichesk and Pink salt lakes, Kyrylivka,
Skadovsk, Berdyansk, Ochakiv, partially Scythian mound) [5].

The russian army does not pay attention to religious buildings, which leads to
the destruction of many churches and places of religious significance. Since the
beginning of the conflict, they have destroyed at least 183 religious’ buildings, of
which 5 are Muslim, 5 are Jewish, and the remaining 173 are Christian. The most
damage was recorded in Donetsk (45) and Luhansk (40) regions, as well as in Kyiv
(34) and Kharkiv (25) regions [5]. Some of the damaged sites include the Sviatohirsk
Lavra and cathedrals of Chernihiv Oblast, the 11th-century Transfiguration Cathedral,
the 18th-century Catherine Church, the 12th-century Borysoglib Cathedral, the 11th-
century Yelets Assumption Monastery, and others.

In addition, due to the conflict, the Chernobyl zone, which was popular with
foreign and domestic tourists interested in dark tourism, became inaccessible. The
hotel infrastructure of such cities as Chernihiv, Odesa, and Bakhmut is badly damaged

[5].
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The war has a serious impact on the tourism industry and cultural tourism in
Ukraine, destroying valuable heritage sites and nature reserves and hindering the
development of the country's tourism potential.

Thus, the war in Ukraine has serious consequences for the transport
infrastructure, which is an important component of the tourism industry. Damage to
roads, airports, railways, bridges, and other transport infrastructure in various
regions of the country complicates tourism activities and hinders the normal
functioning and development of industry.

According to estimates, about 23.8 thousand km of roads need to be repaired,
which will require significant costs. Airports, in particular 11 facilities, are also
damaged and need restoration. Railway tracks and bridges are also in need of repair,
which represents a significant financial challenge. The water transport infrastructure,
in particular the ports of Odesa and the occupied territories, also suffered because of
the war [1].

The economic situation in the country is generally paralyzed, and all industries,
including tourism, have suffered. Tourist activity has practically stopped both
domestically and internationally. The recovery of the tourism industry will be a long
process, which will require the rebuilding of infrastructure and the restoration of
international connections.

Damage to cultural and infrastructural heritage also has a negative impact on
the country's tourism sector and affects the efficiency of its economy. The tourist tax,
which is an important economic indicator, depends on the number of tourists in the
region, and the decrease in tourist flow during the conflict leads to a decrease in the
revenue from this tax. Although before the war, the tourism industry showed positive
recovery trends after the pandemic, the conflict again slowed down this process [5].

Consequently, the war in Ukraine has a serious impact on tourism and the
country's transport infrastructure, and the recovery of the tourism industry will be a
long process that will require significant efforts and investments.

In connection with the beginning of the occupation, some regions of Ukraine, in
particular the eastern, central and southern regions, suffered as a result of the conflict,
which forced many people to move to safer western regions. This flow of internally
displaced persons contributed to the increase in the tourist tax, as they paid it when
staying in hotels and other accommodations.

Thus, the increase in the volume of tourist tax is the result of internal
resettlement of citizens, and not an indicator of the success of the tourism industry.
The situation with tourism in Ukraine remains difficult due to the conflict and damage
to the transport infrastructure, cultural facilities and the general economic situation.
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The largest contribution to the total amount of taxes is provided by hotels and
sanatoriums, their revenues amount to 57%. Travel agencies are in second place with
revenues of 19%, and tour operators are in third place with 11%.

Campsites, campsites, children's recreation camps and private estates have
lower rates of tax payment, accounting for 9% and 4% of the total amount,
respectively. This can be explained by various factors, such as the scale of the activity,
the level of popularity and the number of customers.

In general, these data indicate a significant contribution of the tourism industry
to the country's budget, but at the same time indicate a decrease in the amount of taxes
paid compared to the previous year, which may be related to the difficult situation in
the tourism industry due to the conflict and occupation.

According to the State Tourism Development Agency (DART), the amount of tax
revenues in the first four months of 2022 decreased by 24% compared to the
corresponding period of 2021. A particularly significant decrease was recorded in the
sector of campsites, camping sites and children's recreation camps, where tax
payments decreased by 58% [5].

However, some segments of the tourism industry showed growth. Travel
agencies showed a significant increase in tax payment by 85%. There was also growth
in the tourism operators and private estates sectors, where tax payments increased
by 5% for both categories.

Analysts attribute these changes to the fact that early bookings for the New Year
and Christmas holidays usually occur in the first months of the year, and this may
explain the significant increase in tax payments by travel agencies. However, the
general trend remains downward compared to the previous year.

The cultural, sports and tourism spheres in Ukraine suffered great losses
because of military operations. The cultural sphere plays an important role in the
formation of national identity; therefore, the restoration of damaged cultural
institutions and objects is a key task of the country's post-war reconstruction. The
tourism sphere is also an important factor for the development of the country, both
from the economic point of view and from the point of view of integration into the
world and European space. However, due to intense fighting and rocket attacks,
security in the country is a serious threat, resulting in almost zero tourist attraction.
Foreign tourists have limited opportunities to visit Ukraine due to increased danger
and cancellation of air travel.

In addition, domestic tourism has also experienced a crisis, as the movement of
people has been driven not by the desire to visit new regions for tourism purposes,
but by seeking safety in safer regions. The mining of the coastal zone and the
temporary occupation of some areas also led to the closure of a tourist destination
that previously attracted domestic tourists, especially in summer.
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The military actions have a serious impact on culture, sports and tourism in
Ukraine, and the recovery of these areas will be an important stage in the process of
post-war reconstruction of the country. During the restoration, special attention
should be paid to the restoration of damaged objects, the restoration of security and
the promotion of the restoration of the trust of both domestic and foreign tourists.

According to the indicated data, direct losses amount to $0.7 billion or UAH 21.9
billion. During the war, at least 527 cultural objects, 36 religious’ buildings, 49 cultural
tourism objects and 95 sports facilities were damaged or destroyed. These figures
indicate serious losses and damage in these areas, which has a negative impact on the
country's cultural heritage, tourism and sports development. Restoration and
reconstruction of damaged objects will require significant efforts and investments.
Also, it is necessary to ensure safety and stability for the restoration of the tourist flow
and the development of the cultural and sports industry in the future.

The assessment of losses in the cultural heritage of Ukraine to date is based on
available data on damaged or destroyed objects provided by witnesses and local
administrations. Since many of the affected facilities are located in war zones, access
to them is limited, which leads to incomplete information about the damage [5].

As of June 13, 2023, total indirect losses in the spheres of culture, tourism and
sports amount to UAH 126.3 billion. Of this amount, UAH 15.5 billion is allocated to
culture and sports, and UAH 110.8 billion to tourism. The assessment of the value of
damaged or destroyed cultural objects is complicated by the difficulties in assessing
the value of the interior decoration of religious and other cultural buildings, objects of
art, decorations, exhibits, icons, frescoes, etc., contained inside the buildings. The cost
of damaged objects that have cultural value may vary depending on the possibility of
restoration of these objects and the cost of the restoration itself.

According to documented data, since the beginning of the russian military
aggression, 32 temples/churches, 4 monasteries, 253 houses of culture/palaces of
culture, 31 sports schools, 36 museums and 49 tourist facilities have been damaged in
Ukraine. These facilities are mainly located in 14 regions of the country: Dnipro,
Donetsk, Zhytomyr, Zaporizhzhya, Kyiv, Luhansk, Lviv, Mykolaiv, Odesa, Sumy,
Kharkiv, Kherson, Chernihiv and Kyiv. It should be noted that these data are only
documented cases, and their number may increase depending on changes in the
situation and the ability to access damaged objects.

The spheres of culture and tourism are interdependent. Cultural and tourist
zones create attractiveness for such places. The greatest losses are observed precisely
in such zones since the destruction and damage of cultural objects lead to significant
losses both in the cultural sphere and in the tourist sphere. This relationship also
works in the opposite direction. Accordingly, this leads to indirect economic losses
due to the destruction of the most attractive cultural and touristic objects, the
migration of the cultural community and the lack of domestic and foreign tourists.

Losses of cultural and touristic objects lead to partial losses of cultural and
touristic value of certain regions of Ukraine, which may lead to loss of economic and
financial support in the future. For example, according to experts' estimates, about
50,000 people have lost or may lose their jobs in the field of culture and tourism due
to the closure of institutions.

The migration of representatives of professional communities is also an
important factor in indirect losses because culture is shaped by the people who work
in this field. Many migrants, choirs and ensembles, even within the borders of Ukraine,
can lead to an imbalance in the financial situation in different regions in favour of more
"safe" places.

Tourism in Ukraine suffers significant financial losses. First, it relates to a
decrease in the total number of tourists. Ukraine lost foreign tourists, the number of
whom in 2020 was about 4 million, of which almost 90,000 used the services of
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Ukrainian travel agencies. The situation is similar with domestic tourism. Due to
active hostilities, threats of rocket attacks and mined tourist zones, 13 out of 24
regions have completely lost tourism (100% of tourism enterprises have stopped
working) or stopped it partially (50% of tourism enterprises have stopped working).
Thus, the restoration of damaged and destroyed cultural and tourist facilities will
require significant investments. The "build back better" principle involves not only
the restoration of objects in their previous state, but also considering modern
standards and requirements.

One important aspect is inclusiveness, which means that buildings and facilities
must be accessible to people with special physical needs. This may include the
availability of ramps, elevators, special conditions for movement and other amenities
that ensure equal opportunities for all citizens.
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Security aspects must also be considered. Buildings and objects must meet the
requirements for fire safety, contain the necessary bomb shelters, fire exits and other
measures that ensure safety in case of emergency situations.

Another aspect is energy efficiency. When renovating objects, the requirements
for thermal insulation and energy efficiency should be observed. This will help reduce
heating and energy costs, as well as reduce the negative impact on the environment.

Considering these principles during the restoration of cultural and tourist
facilities will contribute to the creation of more sustainable, safe and efficient
structures that meet the needs of different categories of visitors and contribute to the
development of the cultural and tourist sectors.

Thus, the increase in prices for construction materials can significantly increase
the cost of restoration of cultural and tourist facilities. Cement, concrete, rebar, glass
and other materials are the main components of construction work, and their increase
in cost can affect the overall costs.

In addition, preserving the value of cultural objects involves not only their
restoration, but also financing the relocation of movable cultural objects that can be
transported to safer places or require strengthening of structures to protect against
possible dangers, such as missile strikes or natural disasters. This may also result in
additional costs.

Demining of coastal tourist areas is an important aspect of tourism recovery,
especially in coastal areas. This is a task that requires significant resources, both in
terms of funding and time. The demining process may take several years, and until the
area is completely demined, coastal tourist areas will remain unsafe and inaccessible
to visitors.

In addition, the restoration of tourism, sports and culture requires the support
of the economy and the population, which are directly involved in these areas. Funding
should include assistance to private enterprises and government agencies to restore
their capabilities to pre-war levels, as well as support for some time after the end of
the conflict.

Considering all these factors is important for developing an effective recovery
plan and providing the necessary financial resources for the recovery of tourism,
sports and culture in accordance with the principle of "build back better" [5].

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3.4. Current trends of international investments of TNC in crisis conditions

The processes of globalization of the world economy in the conditions of the
crisis form new trends in the cross-border movement of capital. In the 21st century
specialists can note the sharp strengthening of the role of the group of countries with
a dynamically developing economy in the modern movement of capital, which has
become one of the phenomena of the world economy. However, there are still many
theoretical questions and practical problems related to the genesis and evolution of
these processes, to which there are still no unequivocal answers.

Foreign researchers pay the main attention in the theoretical analysis of this
phenomenon to the relationship within the triad “company - basestate — hostcountry”,
as well as to the identification of conceptual differences between the investment
expansion of TNCs in developed countries and companies in the developing world [1].

International capital movement is an objective economic process. The reason for
this movement is the difference between the return on capital in different countries,
since capital is a resource whose price in monetary terms is determined by the return
that can be obtained by investing in this capital.

The movement of international capital has served as a catalyst for financial
globalization, since the movement of money between countries leads to the
integration of all markets, in which the relations between individual segments of the
world market and national capital markets are significantly strengthened.

Modern countries are divided into developed and developing. The former are
considered as leaders of the world economy, the latter as possible contenders for the
corresponding status in the future.

In the absence of restrictions on the movement of capital, investments will go
where the return expected from them is higher, equal to the marginal productivity of
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capital. Since the marginal productivity of capital will be higher, the smaller the supply
of capital per worker, investment will be directed to countries with a shortage of
productive capital (developing countries). The source of investment is the savings of
economic agents located in countries where the marginal productivity of capital is low
due to its excess (developed countries) [8].

As a result, more developed countries will send their capital and finance the
economic growth of less developed countries. The benefit of the donor country is that
the investing agents receive a higher income than what they could have received by
investing within their own economy. The recipient country benefits because it gets the
opportunity to accelerate its own development through external sources.

The methodological basis of this study is the provisions of basic economic
theories and modern concepts of the development of modern capital and cross-border
investment. The information base was made up of official statistical data of specialized
UN organizations, primarily UNCTAD, and other international economic and financial
institutions.

Current trends in the development of the global economy are such that, with the
help of cross-border investments, a large-scale movement of many industries and
even industries from one country and region to another is realized, which modifies
the world economic specialization of entire states and leads to significant shifts in the
structure and directions of not only foreign trade, but also other forms of foreign
economic sphere [6]. At the same time, the major part of foreign direct investment is
carried out by transnational corporations (TNCs), which are among the key subjects
of the international economy and, accordingly, the global investment process.

Given the importance of TNCs in the modern global economy, their decisions
about the location of their units can have a significant impact on the economy of host
countries, patterns of diffusion of innovations, global investment and international
trade.

In the 215t century, the scale and forms of TNC activities changed, including in
the field of cross-border capital movement at the global level. As a result, there have
been noticeable changes in the investment strategies of corporations, which currently
largely determine the nature of the development of existing and emerging markets
and sectors of the economy. The system of integrated international production of
TNCs of the past period has been transformed at the present stage into an integrated
global production network [10].

Global foreign direct investment (FDI) fell by 12% in 2022 to $1.3 trillion. The
decline was mainly due to lower financial flows and transactions in developed
countries. Actual investment trends were more positive, with an increase in new
investment project announcements in most regions and sectors. FDI in developing
countries increased modestly, although growth was concentrated in a few large
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emerging economies. Inflows to many small developing countries have remained
stagnant, while FDI to least developed countries has declined.

Industry trends have shown an increase in infrastructure projects and
industries facing supply chain restructuring, including electronics, automotive and
engineering. Three of the top five investment projects were announced in
semiconductor materials in response to the global chip shortage [7].

Investment in the digital economy has slowed after booming in 2020 and 2021.
The number of investment projects in the energy sector has remained stable, which
has now allayed concerns about the downward trend in investment in fossil fuels due
to the energy crisis. Oil majors are gradually selling fossil fuel assets to private equity
firms and smaller operators with lower disclosure requirements, calling for new deal
models to ensure responsible asset management.

The decline in FDI flows in 2022 was driven mainly by the financing activities of
multinational enterprises in developed countries, where FDI fell by 37% to $378
billion. The number of actual notifications of new projects and project finance
increased by 5% [10].

In developing countries, FDI increased by 4% to $916 billion, or more than 70%
of global flows, a record share. The number of new investment projects announced in
developing countries increased by 37%, and the number of international project
finance transactions increased by 5%. This is a positive sign for investment prospects
in industry and infrastructure.

Changes in the direction of investment flows have been observed before, only in
the last decade the emergence of such a new phenomenon as the role of developing
countries and countries with transition economies in the cross-border movement of
investments has become apparent, it has noticeably increased. The change in the role
of these groups of states and the new strategy of their participation in the global
process of capital movement must be considered in the context of the general
transformation of the world economy and the shift in the balance of power.

Currently, with the instability of the global economy, new opportunities for
growth have arisen, and this applies primarily to rapidly developing countries, since
the financial and economic crisis has affected developed countries the most. Of course,
the damage to developing markets was also significant, but the crisis could not break
the steady trend of their growth. This thesis is confirmed by statistical data on the
dynamics of macroeconomic indicators in various groups of countries of the world
(tables 1, 2).

The financial crisis gave impetus to the process of shifting the traditional center
of economic influence - the developed countries of the world towards rapidly
developing countries and a number of countries with transition economies. These
changes reflect a qualitative shift in the balance of power in the world economy that
has taken place over the last decade. In addition, the IMF predicts that the share of
emerging market and developing countries in the global economy will increase even

faster over the next few years.

The increase in FDI in developing countries has been unevenly distributed.
Much of the growth was concentrated in a few large developing countries.

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FDI in Africa returned to 2019 levels of $45 billion after an abnormally high level
in 2021 driven by a single financial transaction. New project announcements
increased by 39% and the number of international project finance deals increased by
15%. The energy sector, both mining and energy, showed the greatest growth.

FDI inflows into developing Asia remained unchanged at $662 billion, but still
accounted for more than half of global FDI. India and ASEAN were the most active
recipients, with increases of 9% and 5%, respectively, and significant growth in
announced projects. China, the world's second largest FDI host, saw 5% growth. FDI
in the Gulf region fell, but project applications increased by two-thirds.

Inflows to Latin America and the Caribbean increased by 51% to $208 billion,
the highest level ever recorded. High commodity prices have pushed up reinvested
earnings of foreign affiliates in the extractive industries. Project growth in the region
was more limited, with new project announcements up 14% and international project
finance deals down [9].

FDI flows to structurally weak and vulnerable countries have declined. Despite
growth in developing countries as a whole, FDI in the 46 least developed countries fell
by 16% to $22 billion, representing less than 2% of global FDI. New project
announcements for LDCs recovered somewhat from the decline in 2020-2021, but
remained well below their 10-year average. Landlocked developing countries and
small island developing states saw a slight increase in FDI.
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Industrial trends showed an increase in the number of projects in global value
chain (GVC) infrastructure-intensive industries, stable performance in the energy
sector and a slowdown in digital economy sectors. In GVC-intensive industries facing
supply chain restructuring, including electronics, automotive and engineering, the
number of projects and their costs are increasing. Three of the top five investment
projects announced were in semiconductors in response to the global chip shortage
[4].

The problem of ensuring foreign economic security as a necessary element of
the national security of the state is one of the key ones at the present stage. First of all,
this concerns countries with emerging markets, which today are in the center of
increased international attention, since their economies have been developing in
recent years in the context of overcoming the financial and economic crises.

International capital movement is due to the fact that in developed countries a
certain amount of capital is accumulated, at which the percentage of return does not
satisfy its owner. Under this condition, capital owners turn to developing markets,
where there is limited capital and, accordingly, a high level of profitability is expected
from it.

The uneven economic development of countries in the world is the key reason
for the cross-border movement of capital, which, essentially, consists in the
irregularity of capital accumulation in different countries and the discrepancy
between the demand for capital and its supply in individual parts of the world
economy. Speaking about cross-border capital flows, it is necessary to understand that
along with the undeniable benefits and new opportunities that the participation of
developing countries in the system of foreign economic relations and the integration
of their markets into the global economic space brings with it, global financial flows
are also associated with a number of dangers that give rise to serious a threat to the
national economic security of countries with emerging markets and their national
interests.

Until 2019, advanced economies generally experienced sustained and
significant net capital inflows. These inflows were identical to large and increasing
capital outflows from developing countries (especially from the world's largest
economy, China, which was in the process of integrating into the global economy) and
commodity exporters that benefited from the boom in commodity prices. Capital
outflows from developing countries during this period were mainly due to the
accumulation of official foreign exchange reserves.

After 2019, international capital flows reversed. The debt of companies and
people in developed countries has fallen significantly, which in turn has led to a
decrease in investment and net capital inflows. This development occurred against a
background of declining capital outflows from developing countries before China
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began to rebalance its economy toward domestic consumption and windfalls from
commodity exporters ceased to flow.

Capital mobility is useful both for donor countries acting as investors and for
countries receiving investments. The gains received by donor countries from foreign
direct investment are associated with the possibility of obtaining a higher return on
investment as a result of lower costs when locating production in countries with
relatively cheap labor, a more favorable geographical location, etc [2, 3].

Taking into account the fact that a large share FDI comes from investments
between developed countries; a positive consequence of outgoing FDI may be the
technological boomerang effect, when the technologies and know-how of the donor
country develop as a result of cooperation with the recipient country [5]. Similar
effects may relate to improving corporate culture, expanding product sales
opportunities, and so on.

However, in addition to the positive effects, capital flows carry a number of
significant risks, since when economies with weak financial systems and
underdeveloped institutional environments open up to the global financial market,
they become more vulnerable to fluctuations in market conditions. For this reason,
one should strive for the openness of the national financial system and its integration
into world markets, but at the same time pay attention to the negative effects and
specifically counteract them, relying on measures to regulate capital flows.

Negative consequences for capital donor countries include the risks of a possible
decrease in the volume of domestic investment, downward pressure on the exchange
rate of the national currency, as well as the risks of loss of technological know-how
and the entry of competing pirated products into the market.

The movement of international capital, being one of the key problems of foreign
economic activity in the field of ensuring economic security, has a significant impact
on developing countries, mainly in modern conditions of instability.

That is why ensuring foreign economic security is a priority activity for
countries with emerging markets, since, along with general global economic
problems, some countries from this group are currently faced with their own internal
threats: political conflicts, economic shocks and social upheavals.

For this reason, the urgent task of the developing world is to search for a state
of the economic system that will ensure the protection of national economic interests
from the influence of external threats. Ensuring national economic security will create
favorable preconditions for the stable functioning of not only national economies, but
also the world economy as a whole.

PART 1. ACTUAL MANAGEMENT PROBLEMS: BY TYPES OF ACTIVITY

1.1. Maksym Prymovych, Ivan Kaytanskyi. Management of the potential
of financial infrastructure Ukraine. The approaches to the essence of infrastructure
organization of the market are considered. The legislative and normative aspects of the
financial infrastructure of countries at different stages of development have been
studied. The characteristic differences of theoretical and legal bases are determined.
Critical assessment of the financial infrastructure of Ukraine was carried out. Features
of the financial infrastructure of countries with a more secure capital market are
disclosed. The main strategic directions of forming the financial infrastructure are
determined.

1.2. Olha Nesterova. Approaches of academic integrity management
in universities of the United States of America. The paper deals with the
peculiarities of system of academic integrity support developed by the researchers
form the United States of America. The system is efficient for prevention of academic
integrity violations and may be considered by educators from other countries of the
world, especially in the context of dealing with various educational challenges, in
particular, the problem of quality of education management. The issue of modern
artificial intelligence tools and their relation to academic dishonesty avoidance are
also considered.

1.3.  Andrii Skomorovskyi. The problems of human capital in Poland and
the methods used by the current government to solve them. In our article we
discussed the problems related to the human capital of the Republic of Poland? which
existed in the country before the evacuation of the population of Ukraine due to the
start of hostilities in Ukraine and those that arose later due to the large number of
refugees who continue to leave the war zone. We analyzed the methods by the current
government of Poland to solve this situation.

1.4. Olena Turitsyna. Multicultural education in the modern educational
space. The factors contributing to effective communication between the
representatives of different cultures have been investigated by numerous
researchers. Globalization and, consequently, the increasing number of contacts in
many spheres such as international politics, business, trade, education and many
others requires certain reforms in Ukrainian to make education to make it a part of
the global educational space, where multiculturalism is the norm. To analyze the
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principles and approaches of multicultural education as well as the key elements of its
implementation is the purpose of the present research.

1.5. Olena Usykova, Kazimierz Ltukawiecki. Management decisions in the
sphere of economic security in the conditions of ecological transformation of
agricultural enterprises: analysis and justification. This practice requires not only
the general characterization of a particular environmental problem, but also the
assessment of its degree of danger to society.The role of research in this process is to
develop and provide a scientific basis for making managerial decisions in the field of
economic security in the face of negative environmental impacts. Problems of
methodological and technological nature related to the collection, processing,
analysis, and systematization of information, as well as territorial justification of
decisions in the field of economic security in the context of environmental threats, are
associated with heterogeneous spatial information. GIS simulation of economic
security in the context of environmental threats is based on the recipient approach to
the functional blocks of the system in accordance with the current state of economic
use of systems

1.6. Andrii Ohiienko, Olena Yakovunyk. Recovery of the national
economy of UKraine in crisis conditions. The imperfection of the structure of the
national economy negatively affects the dynamics of socio-economic development.
Changes in the structural proportions of the economy can affect economic growth and
ensure sustainable development of the regions. The main factors of structural shifts
are highlighted. Research was conducted of structural problems and shifts in the
regional economy has been carried out in order to determine the directions for
improving the efficiency of the implementation of tasks to ensure the sustainable
development of regions. The main tasks of the structural economic policy in the region
for its sustainable development are determined.

1.7. Iwona Mstowska, Denys Yakovunyk. Investment and innovation
processes of regional economic development. On the basis of a thorough study of
the state of strategic planning, the practice of developing strategies for the
development of regions of Ukraine, the peculiarities and problems of state regulation
of regional transformation processes are grounded. Researches indicate the systemic
nature of these problems, their frequency and the ability to generate economic
imbalances at the national level.

TRANSPORT AND LOGISTICS SYSTEMS IN TODAY'S CONDITIONS

2.1. Serhii Kliuiev, Nataliia Chernetska-Biletska, Bohdan Yurov, Serhii
Soroka, Mariia Miroshnykova, Apolonia Klepacz . Reducing the negative impact
of transport on the environment. The paper investigates the impact of the current
transport industry on the environment. Analyzed methods of combating carbon
dioxide emissions on the example of modern developments that promote and
influence the development of green logistics. Ways to reduce the negative impact of
transport on the environment based on the principles of green logistics have been
identified. It has been clarified how harmful emissions of carbon dioxide into the
environment and how the harmful impact on ecology are related to the logistics
sphere.

2.2. Mykola Ohiienko, Ivan Morzhov. Customs clearance of cargo during
a state of crisis and martial law example of Ukrainian customs legislation.
Customs clearance of cargo during crisis and martial law is an important regulatory
tool for stable and timely provision of import/export operations of goods necessary
to overcome the crisis. The paper identifies and analyzes possible options for changes
to this tool in emergencies.

2.3. Alona Ohiienko. Separate issues of multimodal and mixed cargo
transportation. The direction of the development of the transport sector of Ukraine
can be implemented by forming a transport and logistics system that will ensure the
synergy of the participants in the transport and distribution process in organizational,
economic, technical, technological and informational aspects, satisfying the needs of
the end consumer. The last decades have shown a constant growth of cargo flows on
routes connecting Europe with the countries of the Asia-Pacific region. A great
advantage for Ukraine is its location in the east of central Europe, which is also the
shortest way along such routes.

2.4. Mykola Ohiienko, Oleksandr Burtsev, Tadeusz Pokusa.
Transformational processes of development of regional transport and logistics
systems. To research the impact of globalization and international integration on the
development of regional transportation and logistics systems.
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PART 3
HOSPITALITY AND TOURISM INDUSTRY: STATUS AND CHALLENGES

3.1. Liudmyla Bezuhla, Mykola Varianychko. Ways to restore the
UKraine tourist business in the war. The study showed the serious losses caused to
culture, sports and tourism as a result of the hostilities. Losses include damage or
destruction of cultural sites, religious buildings, sports facilities, as well as economic
losses associated with the reduction of the attractiveness of the country for tourists
and local residents. Estimating the value of damaged objects is complicated by
difficulties in determining their cultural value and the cost of interior decoration. The
tourism sector is an important factor for the country's development, as the
attractiveness of tourist facilities contributes to the economic growth and integration
of the country into the world and European tourism space. The "build back better"
principle considers modern standards of safety, energy efficiency and accessibility for
all categories of citizens. The restoration of the cultural, tourist and sports spheres
after military operations is a complex process that requires significant investment and
attention to the preservation of cultural heritage and the development of tourism.

3.2. Mariia Bieloborodova. Restoration of the tourist and recreation
attractiveness of destinations on the basis of sustainable development. The aim
of the research is the theoretical and methodological substantiation of ways to restore
the tourist and recreational attractiveness of destinations for the purpose of
sustainable development of regions of Ukraine, including those without pronounced
tourist attractiveness. The following research methods were used: critical analysis,
detailing and synthesis, comparative analysis, method of structural-logical
generalization, graphic method. The current state of using the potential of the tourism
industry in the regions of Ukraine was analyzed and the ways of increasing the
potential of nature-oriented tourism in Ukraine were substantiated. It was
determined that nature-oriented tourism is closely related to other types of tourism
that exist as independent concepts and at the same time as its constituent
components.

3.3. Liudmyla Bondarenko, Daniel Palimgka. Model of competitiveness
of a tourism enterprise from the position of a business-oriented approach. The
article examines the theoretical and practical principles of managing business
processes at a tourist enterprise. The factors are highlighted and their impact on the
formation of quality tourist service is analyzed; the quality criteria that affect the
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tourism activities of enterprises are given. The evaluation of the competitiveness of
the tourist enterprise was carried out on the basis of the integral coefficient and the
method of evaluating its competitiveness based on the elements of ABC analysis was
proposed. Grounded features of projects to strengthen certain signs of
competitiveness, which is formed for a certain time and the cost of tourist products.
The peculiarities of the application of the process approach to the management of
business processes at enterprises of the tourism industry were studied and it was
proved that the process approach is a modern, powerful and effective means of
managing the quality of tourist services. The properties of the business process of a
tourist enterprise, which characterize it as a set of interconnected operations, are
defined: organization, interdependence, efficiency, continuity, convenience, and the
use of Internet technologies.

3.4. Tetiana Herasymenko. Current trends of international
investments of TNC in crisis conditions. The processes of globalization of the world
economy in the conditions of the crisis form new trends in the cross-border movement
of capital. Changes in the direction of investment flows were analyzed in the study:
only in the last ten years, the appearance of such a new phenomenon as the role of
developing countries and countries with transition economies in the cross-border
movement of investments became apparent, it has noticeably increased. The change
in the role of these groups of countries and the new strategy of their participation in
the global process of capital movement was considered in the context of the general
transformation of the world economy and the shift in the balance of power.

3.5. Svitlana Peresichna, Stepan Kurylenko. Current status and
development prospects of single-conceptual fast service facilities. The scientific
work is devoted to the study of the concept and modern experience of introducing a
mono-product in the network of fast food establishments «Pechena kartoplya» in
Kyiv. The paper examines the theoretical and methodological foundations of the
development of modern fast-service chain establishments, namely: the current state
and prospects for the development of restaurant chain establishments in Ukraine,
their regulatory and legal regulation; modern culinary trends in the restaurant
business; monorestoran, as a modern concept of restaurant business and their foreign
experience. Conceptual foundations, organization of production and trade structure
and activity of chain of fast food establishments «Pechena kartoplya» were studied.
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PART 4

DEVELOPMENT AND MANAGEMENT IN THE FIELD OF PHYSICAL
CULTURE AND SPORTS

4.1. Oksana Adamenko. Regional aspects development of Olympic sports
in Mykolaiv (using the example of equestrian sports). In the study, the author
analyzed scientific and methodological literature with the aim of studying the current
state of development of equestrian sports as an Olympic sport in Mykolaiv. The
regional aspects of equestrian sport development in Mykolaiv are characterized. The
problems were investigated and the ways of development of equestrian sports in
Mykolaiv were determined.

4.2. Svitlana Biryuk. Historical aspects of the development of sailing
sports in Mykolaiv region in different post-war periods. The article examines the
historical experience of restoration and development of sailing in Mykolaiv in various
post-war periods, as well as the role of the state and society in these processes. An
analysis of the problems of sailing in the region and possible ways of solving them after
the end of the war in Ukraine is presented.

4.3.Igor Martsinkovsky. Comparative analysis of the average life
expansion of highly qualified sports players with the life expansion of average
citizens. In the study, a sample of the life expectancy of highly qualified athletes of
game sports was made based on the materials of encyclopedic publications. Athletes
specializing in such sports as football, volleyball, handball, basketball are included in
the analysis. Out of the total number of athletes (51 persons), men made up 94.1% and
5.1% of athletes, who were not included in the analysis, because life expectancy has a
gender feature. It was established that the average life expectancy of highly qualified
athletes of game sports is lower than the average population results in Ukraine. Such
results contradict a number of global population studies, but are consistent with other
studies, which draw attention to the existence of an "upper limit" of the amount of
physical activity with the loss of some advantages of promoting longevity.
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4.4. Oksana Savina. Theoretical prerequisites of the management of
stress resistance of badminton players during the war. The beginning of the war
in Ukraine made adjustments both in the training process and the possibilities of
competitive activities, and caused a very significant impact on each athlete. The
importance of psychological functions and personality qualities is extremely
important when mastering technique, tactics, and physical development, and will,
thinking, memory, attention, the ability to observe, and motor sensitivity are
necessary for mastering various aspects of sports training. Therefore, sports activities
in war conditions especially need management of stress resistance of athletes in
badminton in order to achieve efficiency in sports projects of training athletes and

their competitive activities.

4.5. Valerii Komyshnyk, Olha Kravchuk The Political Management as a
Special Type of Management Relations. It was determined that political
management is a practical activity aimed at achieving specific political goals. In turn,
it is stated that the effectiveness of this activity depends to a large extent on the
knowledge of those techniques and methods, the use of which allows political actors
to solve the tasks. Sources - experience that allows people to select the most effective
ways to achieve goals by trial and error. The authors emphasize that the professional
approach to political-technological management is distinguished by the fact that the
managing actor relies not only on his own or someone else's experience, but also on
scientific knowledge that reveals the peculiarities of this management.
