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1.4. Optimalizacia dafnovo-transferového mechanizmu v Slovenskej
Republike v kontente krizovych vplyvov

Jednym z délezitych problémov fiskalnej politiky krajin EU je zlepsit
transparentnost’ a u¢innost’ dani a rozpocCtovych systémov ako prostriedkov na
realizaciu hlavnych socialnych a ekonomickych funkcii $tatu a samospravnych
celkov [3, 8, 12, 15, 18, 19]. Idea finan¢nej decentralizacie v krajinach EU je
popularna a je postupne realizovana v niektorych krajinach, kde sa v minulosti
centralizovali finanéné a administrativne systémy [3, 8, 12, 18, 31]. Crty
finan¢nej decentralizacie su v jednotlivych krajindch tzko spojené s verejnou
spravou a v rdmci nej so samospravou. To znamend, Ze pocet samospravnych
celkov determinuje mieru finanénej decentralizacie. AvSak mechanizmus
zdanenia a transferov sa v krajinach EU li§i, ¢o odraza historické tradicie a
rdznorodu Strukturu administrativnych systémov. Rozdiely v §truktire verejnych
a miestnych finanénych mechanizmov su popisané v pracach S.Owsiak,
P.Swianiewicz, E.Zarska, D.Kozovsky, atd. [25, 29, 31]. Reformy
administrativnych systémov a zavadzanie néstrojov pre finan¢nll decentralizacia
su realizované v mnohych krajinach EU, a tato tendencia odraza predstavu o
danovej harmonizacii a zblizovani socialneho a ekonomického rozvoja v ramci
krajin EU [17, 20]. Ale ako je to uvedené v publikiciach autorov, akymi st napr.
Barro, Sala-i-Martin, Lopez-Rodriguez, atd’., rozdiely moZeme pozorovat pri
podmienenej konvergencii — HDP na obyvatela a prijem na obyvatela vo
vybranych krajinach EU [33]. Vzhladom k tymto vysledkom mozeme
predpokladat’, Ze pre rozne skupiny krajin EU mozu existovat’ rozne trajektorie

ich socialneho a ekonomického rozvoja, teda absolitna konvergencia hdp a
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prijmov a dafiovej harmonizacie v ramei krajin EU je mozné iba v dlhodobom
horizonte. Vaznym problémom v mnohych krajinach EU st regionalne disparity
a rastice rozdiely medzi viac a menej rozvinutymi regionmi. V krajindch
viSegradskej Stvorky, a to najmi na slovensku, problém regionalnych rozdielov
je akutny [5, 14, 16, 26, 28, 30]. V regioénoch tychto krajin sme zistili absenciu
hospodarskej konvergencie [33]. Tieto vyznamné regionalne disproporcie v
socidlnom a ekonomickom rozvoji mézu mat’ negativny dopad na rozpoctovy
systém, jeho finan¢nu stabilitu a efektivitu. Regionalne ¢asti hrubého domaceho
produktu (hdp/gdp), tvorba hrubej pridanej hodnoty (hph/gva) v regionoch a
prijmy miestnych obyvatel'ov tvoria zakladfu pre zdanenie a vyberanie réznych
dani pre rozpoctovii sustavu. Najmd nutnost reforiem verejnej spravy a
rozpocCtovych systémov je jasne viditel'na v byvalych socialistickych krajinach
EU, kde tradicie centralizovanych systémov a kontroly boli vyznamné a
sktisenosti z finan¢nej decentralizacie su kratkodobé [12, 15, 17, 24, 23, 28].

Stucasna globalna hospodarska a finan¢na kriza mala negativny vplyv na
socialny a ekonomicky rozvoj celej EU, najmid viak na krajiny strednej a
vychodnej Eurdpy. V tychto krajinach boli pocas obdobia krizy problémy
regionalnych disparit a nepriaznivé prostredie pre ekonomické aktivity vel'mi
ostré. Negativne socidlne a ekonomické dosledky sa kumulovali a viedli k
finan¢nym rizikam pre Statny a miestne rozpocty [1, 2, 4]. Negativny vplyv
krizy bol pozorovany u podnikatel'skych aktivit miestnych podnikov, velky
pocet podnikov trpi stratami a ocakavané prijmy z dani boli nizSie [1, 2, 7]. Na
druhej strane, rastiici poCet nezamestnanych bol dalSou zatazou pre bezny
rozpocet vydavkov na socialne zalezitosti.

Slabé stranky miestneho hospodarskeho a financného potencidlu vyzaduja
pre zlepsenie vychodiskovych podmienok socialneho a hospodarskeho rozvoja v
niektorych najchudobnejSich regionoch dodatocné finanéné zdroje ako su
dotécie, rozne formy Statnej podpory, pdzicky, apod. To vedie k problému
zhromazd’'ovania finanénych prostriedkov a ich prerozdelovania na podporu
menej rozvinutych regionov. Dal§im problémom je efektivna alokacia
finanénych prostriedkov medzi rézne socidlne a ekonomické inStitucie
podporované zo Stdtneho a miestnych rozpoctov. Je dolezité spomenut’, ze
problém efektivneho prerozdel'ovania financnych prostriedkov medzi socialne a
ekonomické inStiticie na réznych vlddnych urovniach nie je v mmnohych
krajinach EU jednoznaéne rieSeny. Na slovensku je tento problém tiez vyrazny,
je to zdoraznené v mnohych doméacich spravach a vyskumnych pracach [3, 8, 18
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19, 22]. Mechanizmus danového systému a v ramci neho jednotlivych dani,
perspektivy ich vyvoja, su prezentované v publikdcidch autorov ako
A.Schultzova, A. Zubal'ova, E. Betiova, K. Morvay, atd’. [3, 27, 32]. Tito autori
analyzovali typy dani a Struktiru danového systému v slovenskych
podmienkach, a podl'a ich nazoru danovy systém na slovensku nie je efektivny a
mal by byt zmeneny. Uzemné a spravne reformy od roku 1993 su postupne
realizované a tieto procesy vyzaduju primerané financné, ekonomické, I'udské
zdroje a inStitucionalne kapacity. Novy finanény systém bol zavedeny na
slovensku v roku 2005 a hlavnou myslienkou tejto reformy bola rozsiahla
finan¢na decentralizadcia. V ramci tejto reformy boli prenesené kompetencie
Statu na miestnu uroven. Avsak niektoré z rieSeni neboli Uspes$né, finan¢ny
potencidl miestnych samosprav bol vel'mi citlivy na negativne dosledky krizy
(zniZenie miestnych prijmov, predovSetkym z dani, spomalenie ekonomickych
aktivit, nepriaznivé podmienky pre podnikanie, rast nezamestnanosti, atd’.).
Miestne samospravy trpia nedostatkom vlastnych finanénych zdrojov, stale
potrebuju dotacie a Statne prostriedky na plnenie svojich zakladnych socidlnych,
ekonomickych a administrativnych kompetencii [21, 22, 24, 31], ¢o nie je
celkom v sulade s cielmi povodnej financnej decentralizacie, ktora by mala
prispievat’ k rozvoju slovenska v tom zmysle, Ze miestne samospravy by mali
byt motivované k racionalnejSej realizacii svojich pravomoci a efektivnejSiemu
vyuzivaniu internych a externych finanénych zdrojov.

Z uvedeného vyplyva, Ze problém optimalizacie danovo-transferového
mechanizmu v slovenskej republike v nadviznosti na krizové vplyvy je dolezity
a mala by mu byt’ venovana pozornost’ v odbornych stadiach.

Cielom tohto vyskumu je analyzovat’ Struktiru a hlavné funkcie danovo-
transferového mechanizmu v slovenskej republike na réznych urovniach
(Statnej, regionalnej a miestnej) a rozvijat’ modely a algoritmy pre koordinaciu a
kontrolu finanénych tokov, ktoré udrzuji optimalne fungovanie dafiovo-
transferového mechanizmu v slovenskej republike na roznych vladnych
urovniach v ramci vybranych kritérii a scenarov.

Parcidlnymi cie'mi tohto vyskumu su:

Prestudovat’ legislativu Slovenskej Republiky, druhy dani a transferov,
Strukturu Statneho rozpoctu a jeho vztahy s regiondlnymi rozpoctami a
rozpoc¢tami miestnych uzemnych celkov (miest a obci);

Analyzovat principy finan¢nej decentralizacie v Slovenskej Republike a v
ostatnych krajinach EU;
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Porovnat’ mechanizmus finan¢nej decentralizacie v slovenskej republike a
ostatnych krajinach EU;

Analyzovat’ vplyv globélnej ekonomickej a finan¢nej krizy na finanénu
stabilitu, hospodarsku vykonnost' a verejné financie v slovenskej republike a
ostatnych krajinach EU;

Analyzovat’ Strukturu a funkcie danovo-transferového mechanizmu ako
hierarchického komplexu s vyuzitim systémového pristupu a tedrie velkych
systémov;

Rozvijat’ formalne matematické modely a algoritmy pre opis danovo-
transferového mechanizmu fungujuceho v SR;

Vybrat' a zdovodnit’ (argumentovat’) kvalitativne a kvantitativne socio-
ekonomické, finanéné a administrativne kritéria pre optimalizdciu danovo-
transferového mechanizmu fungujiceho v SR v podobe hierarchického
komplexu;

Pomocou priestorovych  ekonometrickych  ndstrojov  analyzovat’
sociodemograficky, ekonomicky a finanény potencial rdéznych wzemnych
jednotiek a analyzovat' ich kapacity pre zabezpecenie financnej stability a
realizaciu hlavnych samospravnych funkeii;

Pomocou ekonometrickych metdd a simuldcie vytvorit' dynamicky model
finan¢nych tokov prijmov a vydavkov vramci danovo-transferového
mechanizmu v SR;

Analyzovat’ vonkaj$ie a vnutorné rizikové faktory a vytvorit’ krdtkodobé a
dlhodobé predpovede finan¢nych tokov danovo-transferového mechanizmu v
SR podla r6znych scenarov;

Pouzitim réznych matematickych pristupov k optimalizacii danovo-
transferového mechanizmu v SR n4jst’ optimalne a racionalne rieSenie pre
distribuciu a koordinaciu finanénych tokov pre rézne vybrané tzemné jednotky
za podmienok uvedenych v réznych scenéaroch;

Naformulovat” odportii€ania v ramci rozhodovacich procesov pre tvorbu
miestnych rozpoétov a socialno-ekonomickej stratégie nie len pre miestne
samospravne organy, ale aj pre verejnu spravu ako celok.

V tomto vyskume sa pre potreby ekonomickej a finanénej analyzy pouziju
metddy komparativnej analyzy pre opis danovych a rozpoctovych systémov v
Slovenskej republike a ostatnych krajinach EU.

Pre formalny popis danovo-transferového mechanizmu v Slovenskej
republike ako hierarchického komplexu budu pouzité systémovy pristup a teérie
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velkych systémov. Dynamické matematické modely pre uvedené mechanizmy
budu prostriedkom pre ekonometrické a simula¢né pristupy [9, 10, 13, 35]. Bude
vykonand analyza ¢asovych radov prijmov a vydavkov rozpoctovych systémov
na roznych vladnych trovniach, skonstruovany bude simulaény model
finan¢nych tokov.

Priestorové ekonometrické nastroje [11, 34] a zhlukova analyza budu
vyuzité pri klasifikdcii uzemnych jednotick SR podla ich socidlno-
demografického a finan¢ného potencialu, kapacity pre finanénu stabilitu a
plnenie funkcii verejnej spravy s osobitnym zameranim na samospravu.
Kombinacia kvalitativnych a kvantitativnych metéd bude realizovana pre
scendre a predpovede. Stanovisko odbornikov a prieskumy budu pouzité pre
analyzu moznych rozhodnuti pre kontrolu miestnych finanénych tokov podla
priorit a potrieb miestnych samosprav. Kvantitativne metody, a to ekonometrie a
simulacie, budu pouzité pre predikciu a rozdelenie finanénych tokov. Specialne
metddy pre optimalne rieSenie matematickych problémov [6, 35] budu pouzité a
demonstrované na vybranych prikladoch pre zvySenie U€innosti rozpoctovych
systémov na Urovni réznych uzemnych celkov v Slovenskej republike. Pre
kvantitativnu analyzu budu pouzité tiez dalSie Specifické programy (Excel, R,
Eviews, Vensim, Statistica, Matlab).

Podla témy a kontextu tohto vyskumu predpokladame, Ze sa objavia
niektoré dolezité problémy na buducu diskusiu. Prvym z nich je, ako merat
efektivnost’ financnej decentralizacie v Slovenskej republike a d’alSich krajindch
EU. Dalii uzavrety problém je vztah medzi finanénou decentralizaciou,
rozpoCtovymi systémami, dafiovo-transferovymi mechanizmami v jednotlivych
krajinach a Struktdrou ich inStitdcii vo verejnej sprave, ich funkciami,
kompetenciami, schopnost’ami, apod. Tieto problémy vedu k otazke, ¢i je mozné
kreovat’ univerzalny racionalny model finan¢nej decentralizacie vo vybranych
skupinach krajin EU s rovnakymi vychodiskovymi podmienkami a troviiou
socialno-ekonomického rozvoja, alebo ¢i je efektivnejSie rozvijat’ povodny
mechanizmus pre kazdu krajinu zv1ast v kontexte jej $pecifik? Dalou otdzkou
na diskusiu st pociatoéné instituciondlne a socidlno-ekonomické podmienky pre
realizaciu reforiem, ktorych cielom je finan¢na decentralizacia v byvalych
socialistickych krajindch v strednej a vychodnej Europe. Stabilita finanéného
potencidlu na miestnej Uzemnej urovni, vykonnost a efektivnost’ riadenia
finanénych tokov zavisi od socialno-ekonomického rozvoja tizemnych celkov,
ich institucionalnej kapacity a schopnosti plnit' funkcie a ciele pri spravovani
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verejnych zalezitosti. Okrem rozdielneho finan¢ného, ekonomického, socio-
demografického potencidlu vykazuje vécsina krajin EU a CEE znadné
regionalne disproporcie. To znamend, ze by sme mali brat’ do tvahy priestorové
vlastnosti tvorby hospodarskej a financ¢nej zakladne pre dane, ich vyber
a cielenie.

Ak vezmeme do uvahy zlozitost' problémov, ktorymi je potrebné sa
zaoberat v kontexte analyzy rozpoctovych systémov na réznych vladnych
urovniach, ich Struktiry a fungovania, hodnotenia ich vykonu apod., pre
Studium danovo-transferového mechanizmu v Slovenskej republike je potrebné
pouzit pokrocilé matematicko-statistické metody. Tak, vdaka kombinacii
kvalitativnych a kvantitativnych metdéd je mozné navrhnat odporiacania pre
optimalizaciu dafiovo-transferového mechanizmu v Slovenskej republike.

Porovnévacia analyza financnej decentralizicie v Slovenskej republike a
dalsich krajinach EU umozni posudit poziciu Slovenska, budii definované
vyhody a nevyhody tohto mechanizmu na Slovensku. Socidlno-ekonomicky a
finanény potencial réznych tzemnych celkov Slovenska bude analyzovany
pomocou dat Statistického tradu Slovenskej republiky, Ministerstva financii SR,
informacnych zdrojov miestnych samospravnych celkov, ato v kontexte
posudenia schopnosti plnit’ verejné ulohy, realizovat’ vymedzené funkcie a ciele.
Pre postdenie socidlno-ekonomickej a financnej vykonnosti danovo-
transferového mechanizmu na Slovensku v ramci jednotlivych vladnych urovni
budi vyuzité Standardné socidlno-ekonomické a finan¢né ukazovatele.

Matematické modely, ktoré by mali byt pouzit¢ v tomto vyskume,
umoznuju popisat’ a analyzovat’ mozné varianty tvorby rozpoctu, rozdel'ovania a
prerozdelovania finanénych tokov na rdznych hierarchickych trovniach.
Pouzitim ekonometrického pristupu, simuldcie a vychadzajuc z nazorov
odbornikov bude definovany mozny scendr a najlepSie rieSenie, ktoré budu
vysledkom posudenia zakladnych socidlno-ekonomickych a finanénych kritérii
v ramei navrhnutych scenarov.

Vzhladom na komplexnost’ vyskumu v tejto oblasti rozhodovania,
zameranej na riadenie financnych tokov a ich distribuciu v ramci roéznych
hierarchickych vladnych urovni (problémy s vertikdlnou a horizontalnou
koordinaciou vo vel’kom systéme), budi formulované odporucania pre riadenie
finanénych tokov a dalSie raciondlne vyuzitie hospodarskeho a finan¢ného
potencidlu tzemnych jednotiek, ¢o mdze priniest’ uzitoéné informacie a podnety
instituciam verejnej spravy.
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1.5. Etika a ekonémia u vybranych predstavitelov inStitucionalizmu,
o v e . . s s v e . r . 7 o 1
neoinstitucionalizmu a novej inStitucionalnej ekonomie

Technicky pokrok, strukturdlne zmeny a nastup velkych korporacii mali
na konci 19. storocia v Spojenych §tatoch americkych vplyv na skiimanie tlohy
a vyznamu inStitucii v hospodarskom Zivote. Neexistuje jednotnd definicia
pojmu inStitucia, no zo vSeobecného hladiska ide o ,,Specifické organizacie
alebo pravidla, ktoré kontroluji alebo obmedzuju 'udské chovanie.«?

Institucionalizmus zastdva nazor, Ze ekondmia patri k socio-politickej
a kultirne podmienenej entite, ktora sa neustile meni a vyvija. Takato
,holistickd podstata inStitucionalizmu umoznuje hodnotné tvahy o interakciach
kultiry, kolektivnych akcii, systému vyroby a ludskej psychologie.
Predstavitelia inStitucionalizmu chéapali etickii strdnku ekonomie v tlohe
arozvoji kultary, zvykov, tradicii, hodn6t a,tlohu myslenia a mentalnych
faktorov pri dosahovani blahobytu (uspokojenia)“.*

Institucionalizmus apo druhej svetove] vojne neoinstitucionalizmus
odmietal neoklasicki koncepciu raciondlneho homo economicus, kvoli
statickosti a absencii etického, socialneho a kultirneho kontextu. Ako
alternativu k neoklasickému homo economicus sa zacali pouzivat’ pojmy homo
culturalis, resp. homo institucionalis. InStitucionalny pristup je zaloZeny na
metodologickom kolektivizme, vychadzajlici z nemeckej historickej Skoly, kym
neoklasicky na metodologickom individualizme. Od 90. rokov 20. storo¢ia sa
nova instituciondlna ekonomia nesnazila neoklasického cloveka ignorovat,
avSak na rozdiel od predoslych dvoch, usilovala sa v¢lenit ho do socidlneho
prostredia metodologickym individualizmom, a tak ho doplnit’ o novll dimenziu.

Institucionalizmus, neoinstitucionalizmus anova inStitucionalna
ekondmia — ich hlavni predstavitelia a ich pohl'ad na etiku v ekonomickej tedrii
apraxi’. Intitucionalisti sa snaZili stat’ na strane zdujmov spotrebitelov,
zamestnancov, ¢i malych podnikatelov a farmarov, oproti zaujmom velkych

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korporacii, zaujmovych skupin, ¢i samotnému laissez-faire. Viaceri
inStitucionalisti stali za americkymi socialno-ekonomickymi reformami (napr.
kolektivne vyjednavanie ¢i zdkon o socialnom zabezpeceni).

Institucionalisti vychadzali zo spésobu myslenia, zvaného pragmatizmus
(z gréc. pragma — konanie, ¢in, prax), ktory sa v Amerike rozvinul koncom 19.
storocia. Filozof John Dewey (1859-1952) ho chapal ,,ako tedriu, ktora zahtna aj
logicku a eticku analyzu. Vo svojich tivahach sa nechal inSpirovat’ vedou. Veda
a technologia boli podl'a neho najispesnejSie oblasti za poslednych tristo rokov.
Prostrednictvom nich ziskalo l'udstvo najlepSie a najspolahlivejSie poznatky
a podrobilo si prirodu“.’ Dewey svoju mienku oddévodioval tym, Ze veda
(okrem iného) ,,pomohla Pud’om citit’ sa vo svojom prostredi a vo svete doma*.”

Na socidlno-psychologické zdroje l'udského spravania sa ststred’oval
ekondm a sociolég Thorstein Veblen (1857-1929). Vo svojom diele Tedria
zahalcivej triedy (1899) kritizuje materialistické kritéria ispechu a odsudzuje
zivotny Styl vysokych spoloCenskych vrstiev, ktorych predstavitelia velakrat
neprisli k bohatstvu prirodzenym spdsobom a v spotrebe a volnom case sa
vystredne spravaju preto, aby ich za to spolo¢nost’ obdivovala. To, Ze trh
poskytuje a realizuje bohatym I'und’om ich zaujmy eSte neznamena, Ze tieto statky
a sluzby st nevyhnutné pre bezny zivot. Svojim dopytom vnucuji menej
majetnym ludom myslienku ich doblezitosti a vytvaraju zdanlivi potrebu
vlastnenia tychto produktov vSetkymi ob¢anmi. Ciel'om takéhoto typu spotreby
je neprimerané ukazovanie vlastného spolocenského postavenia (statusu) pred
inymi ludmi kvoli obdivu. Tato idea tvori zaklad tzv. Veblenovho
(demonstra¢ného) efektu, kde pri poklese ceny statku moze dojst’ k poklesu jeho
dopytu z toho dovodu, Ze bohatSie socidlne skupiny posudzuju tento statok
inferiérne a prestavajii mat’ on zaujem. Nazdavaji sa, ze poklesom jeho ceny
doslo aj poklesu jeho kvality. Socialna skupina snobskej ,,zahaléivej triedy*
neprispieva k produktivnej vyrobe, €o povazuje Veblen za Skodlivy faktor
rozvoja spolo¢nosti i hospodarstva.

V diele Teodria podnikania (1904) rozliSoval pojmy industria a biznis.
Institacia industrie napomdha k vyrobe statkov pre uzitok, podporuje rieSenie
praktickych problémov a vyuziva potencial 'udského kapitalu. Na druhej strane
institut biznisu vyraba podla Veblena len pre zisk, ¢o brzdi v hospodarstve
rozvoj produktivity. V nasledujucom diele Ekonomicka tedria v prepocitatelnej

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buducnosti (1925) sa domnieval, ze postupnym institucionadlnym vyvojom
technologického pokroku prevysi biznis industriu, ¢o bude viest' k neustalym
konfliktom a brzdit' d’alsi (ekonomicky) rozvoj. Navrhol, aby predstavitelia
inStitacie priemyslu (industrie) kontrolovali inStitGciu biznisu (tzv. socialna
kontrola, ktord sa ako Cervena nit’ tiahne celym institucionalizmom). Sti¢asnym
prikladom tohto konfliktu méze byt aj finan¢néd kriza, ktorej jednou z pricin
vzniku a prejavenia sa, st ,nasilu“ poskytnuté rézne Uvery a hypotéky, ktoré
odzrkadl'ovali skor obchodné zadujmy financnych institucii, ako redlne potreby
obyvatel'ov spojené s ich platobnou solventnost'ou.

Spolo¢nost’ a ekonomiku vnimal John Rogers Commons (1862-1945) ako
svet kolektivnych pravidiel z pohl'adu prava. V spravani jednotlivcov pozoroval
znaénu silu hodnot a ,videl, Ze l'udské zvyky sa sformovali pod vplyvom
kultiry, kde je hodnota zakddovana s normativnymi cielmi“.® Videl neustaly
vnutorny konflikt medzi zdujmami jednotlivca a verejnymi zaujmami. Bol toho
nazoru, ze trhovy mechanizmus nedokaze riesit’ tieto zaujmové konflikty a preto
by mal ako sprostredkovatel medzi protichodnymi potrebami spotrebitel'ov
a zaujmami vyrobcov, (resp. zamestnancami a zamestnavate'mi) vystupovat
stat. Trhovej sile neprinalezi ani vytvarat cenu, pretoze podla jeho tedrie
rozumnej ceny, sa cena vytvara vyjednavanim resp. dohodami.

Podobne ako Veblen, aj Commons rozliSoval vyrobu pre maximalizaciu
zisku (firma) a uzitkova vyrobu (podnik).

J. M. Clark (1884-1963) daval doraz na ta skutoCnost, ,,ze ekonomicka
veda sa nemoze izolovat od inych oblasti poznania, kam patri okrem
psychologie a sociologie aj etika. Blahobyt treba chapat’ v Sirokom ramci tak,
aby sa vytvoril most medzi vyrobnymi moznostami sucasnej spolocnosti
a etickou zakladiiou pri organizovani civilizacie*.”

Na Veblena v jeho kritike socidlnych a ekonomickych pomerov v USA
paralelne nadviazal po druhej svetovej vojne neoinstitucionalista John Kenneth
Galbraith (1908-2006). V diele Spolocnost hojnosti (1958) oznaduje americku
spolocnost’ ako nerovnovaznu z hladiska uspokojovania individualnych
a verejnych potrieb. Velké korporicie svoju dominanciu dokazuju tym, Ze
dokazu pomocou masivnej reklamy vnutit’ spotrebitelom ich produkty a sluzby.
Vidime tu akési (umelé) vytvaranie dopytu samotnou ponukou, presadzovanie
suverenity vyrobcov, pretoze slaby spotrebitel' reklamou podvedome straca

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svoju ,,dopytova“ suverenitu nad rozhodovanim a ovplyviiovanim toho, o
a kol’ko statkov vyrabat. Na zaklade tejto problematiky vidi Galbraith nutnu
intervencnu ulohu §tatu v hospodarstve, ¢o proklamuje aj v jeho d’alSich dielach
Novy industrialny stat (1967) a Ekonomika a verejné ciele (1973). Upozoriuje
v nich na riziko narastajuceho vplyvu korporacii na tkor malych a strednych
podnikov, ¢o ma neblahy dopad na spolocenské potreby a kvalitu Zivotného
prostredia.

Ku kritike vel’kych (nadnarodnych) korporacii sa priddva napr. i Naomi
Kleinova (*1970), ktora v diele Bez loga (2000) poukazuje na negativne stranky
konzumného sposobu zivota, nienia zivotného prostredia nadmernou
spotrebou, nadvlady korporacii &i ,.tyranie kultiry znalkovych vyrobkov«.'
V diele si kladie kI'i¢ovu otdzku ohl'adom ,kontroly velkych korporacii, ktoré
pri presadzovani vlastnych zdujmov st mnohokrat silnejSie a vplyvnejSie ako
akykol'vek narodny stat. Tato skutocnost’ podl'a nej ,,vyvolava potrebu rozvoja
nadnarodnej politickej integracie i regulaénych ramcov a mechanizmov*."

Nova inStituciondlna ekonémia na rozdiel od inStitucionalnej
a neoinstitucionalnej vo svojom ekonomickom sktimani vychadza primarne
z jednotlivca, na zaklade principu neoklasického homo economicus.

Ziaden institucionalny poriadok neméze ,,dlhodobo prezit' bez podpory
hodn6t a viery. Kultirna teéria analyzuje institucionalny poriadok s oh'adom na
hodnoty a vieru, ktoru predpokladaju. Hodnoty a viera nemdzu byt len
historickym dedi¢stvom, vztahujicim sa na ndbozenské tradicie, ale st rovnako
zakorenené v konkrétnom instituciondlnom poriadku, ¢o predpoklada, ze ak st
inStitucie transformované a reformované, hodnota a viera (kréda, nazory) sa
budii prispdsobovat novym okolnostiam (napr. budd viac trhovo
orientované).«'?

Analyza dichotémie pozitivneho i normativneho skumania ekonoémie
spoCiva vtom, ze dava obidvom pristupom svoju doblezitost. ,,Pozitivna je
prezentovana ako objektivna, zalozena na faktoch a normativna ako subjektivna,
zalozena na hodnotach. Pozitivna je vo sfére vedy a normativna vo sfére

etiky."~ Je dolezité uvedomovat’ si normativnu podstatu aktu ,,a ¢i normativne

i¢inky aktu st prospe$né alebo skodlivé jednotlivcovi a spoloénosti.'* Preto by

10 Sirtigek, P., a kol.: Hospoddi'ske dejiny a ekonomické teorie.

mal kazdy jednotlivec pouzivat’ akysi ,,prospesny normativny kompas“. Tento
kompas by mal len napomahat k rozhodovaniu, ukazovat ,,smer prospesnej
aktivity anie aktivitu vykonavat. Ideu urcittho normativneho kompasu
pouziva aj M. Novak. Moralny kompas by mal byt podla neho u ¢loveka
nasmerovany ,,k tomu, aby jednal charakterne a Cestne, a usmeriioval svoje
pocity tak, aby jeho poteSenie plynulo najprv z podstaty jednania a az potom z
pocitov."

Velkd cast prac novych insStitucionalistov ma normativny charakter.
Jednajuci ¢lovek vzdy vstupuje do formdalnych ¢i neformalnych vztahov.
Hlavny predstavitel’ novej instituciondlnej ekondmie Ronald Harry Coase
(1910-2013) tvrdi, Ze Clovek jedna vzdy zamerne, aj napriek velkej neistote.
Preto v neistom prostredi sa snazi ¢lovek uspeSne riesit problémy vytvaranim
dohdd, kontraktov, ¢im sa kazdy jednotlivec stava akymsi ,,Clovekom
zmluvnych vztahov*. Pre efektivne fungovanie zmluvnych vztahov musia
v spolo¢nosti vratane ekonomiky, existovat’ urcité pravidla, ktoré sa na zaklade
pokusov a omylov historicky a kultirne vyvijaji z generacie na generaciu. Ako
kla€ovu oblast’ zdujmu vidia novi institucionalisti transakéné naklady, Strukturu
vlastnickych prav a fungovanie tzv. katallaktickych pravidiel'®, od ktorych
zavisi ekonomicky pokrok akejkol'vek krajiny.

Coaseho transakéné naklady su také naklady, ktoré wvznikaju pri
vymienani vlastnickych prav, vynucovani si prav plyntcich zo zmluvy alebo
kontroly dodrZiavania prav.

V pripade, ak S§tat zavedie fungujice arealne vymoziteIné zakonné
normy, ma to kladny dopad na transakéné naklady, pretoze budu klesat, o
sposobi rozvoj obchodu a hospodarstva. Podl'a niektorych méa zase na
zvySovanie transakénych nakladov podstatny vplyv technicky pokrok. Podl'a
teorie transakénych nakladov vznika na trhu zvlastna situacia, pri ktorej
primédrne nedochadza pri vymene statkov k obchodovaniu s fyzickymi
predmetmi, no s vlastnickymi pravami.

R. Coase patri k poprednym predstavitel'om teorie transakénych nakladov
a ekonomického smeru Law & Economics (Pravo a ekondémia), ktory prisudzuje
vlastnickym pravam kI'ai¢ova hospodarsku tlohu. Jej hlavnym ciel'om je ,,vratit’
koncept vlastnictva do ekondémie, ktora v podobe svojho povojnového hlavného

vlastnickych prav dochadza k zapornym externalitdm a pri naruseni vlastnickych
prav k medziludskym 1 spolocenskym konfliktom: ,kedykol'vek spoloc¢nosti
zacali vlastnictvo posliapavat’ ¢i ignorovat’, spolo¢ensky poriadok sa rozpadol
a spolo¢nost’ sa pribliZila historickému §tandardu — chudobe.«'®

Ked’ si porovname najvyspelejSie ekonomiky s najchudobnej$imi, jednym
z hlavnych atributov vyspelosti je (legislativne) reSpektovanie prava na
sukromné vlastnictvo: ,,Vytvorenie vlastnickeho prava je klIicové pre rozvoj
civilizacie, a tam, kde takéto pravo nie je uznané a chranené, zacina vladnut
barbarizmus a bieda“."” Druhé nebezpetenstvo méze nastat’ v pripade, ked sa
o vlastnictvo prestanu l'udia starat, ¢im dochadza k jeho funkénej degradacii a
k postupnému zni¢eniu. Dokonca, podla niektorych privrzencov Law &
Economics je pravo na sukromné vlastnictvo spolu so slobodou neoddeliteI'nou
sucastou podstaty ¢loveka, ¢o vyustuje do principu vlastnictva seba samého,
teda vlastného l'udského tela (tzv. self-ownership): ,,Ak ma byt mier medzi
vSetkymi 'ud'mi, musi sa reSpektovat’ fyzicka integrita (telesna integrita) tiel
inych I'udi. Ak sa nebude toto pravidlo dodrziavat, nutne vznikne konflikt —
niekto bude zabity, uneseny, znasilneny &i zotrodeny*.2

Drzitel Nobelovej ceny za ekonémiu Douglass C. North (*1920)
vysvetluje vyvoj vlastnickych prav tym, ze vladcovia museli pri svojich
ekonomickych zaujmoch brat do uvahy zaujmové skupiny atym vznikali
neefektivne vlastnicke Struktury, ktoré v konecnom dosledku neviedli
k zdravému hospodarskemu rastu. Okrem formalnych podob institucii dava
nesmiernu dolezitost’ prave neformalnym instituciondlnym vzt'ahom.

Cech Viaclav Kluson (*1926) spojil etiku a transakéné naklady
zaujimavym sposobom. Ak by sa dalo ,,priradit’ k agregatnym ukazovatelom
ekonomického rastu iagregat transakéné naklady a viest' akysi ,,narodny ucet
transakénych ndkladov* (Co v praxi nie je samozrejme mozné), potom by sa
ukazala zretelna stvislost medzi moralkou, zodpovednostou a ekonomikou;
agregat NTN (narodné transakéné naklady) by potom vyjadrovali mieru,“*' do
akej je vlastny zaujem doplneny ,,morédlkou, zodpovednostou a potrebnou

davkou altruizmu*.**

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V prispevku sme sa venovali etickym aspektom vybranych predstavitelov
inStitucionalnej, neoinstituciondlnej 1 novej institucionalnej ekondmie
(T. Veblen, J.R.Commons, J.M. Clark, J.K. Galbraith, N. Kleinova,
R. H. Coase, D. C. North, V. Klusoni). Na potrebu etického hodnotenia mikro
a makroekonomickych rozhodovacich procesov reaguje institucionalizmus.
Predstavitelia inStitucionalizmu tvrdia, Zze ekonomia sa nemoze diStancovat’ od
inych spolocenskych vied, ako napr. od sociolégie alebo psychologie, a teda ani
od etiky. Pod pojmom inStiticia oznacuje inStitucionalizmus r6zne
formalizované vzory spravania, ktoré obmedzuji vzajomné interakcie
medzil'udského spravania a spadaji pod pisané inepisané pravidla. Nova
indtitucionalna ekondomia dopiiia neoklasického &loveka pojmom ,,&lovekom
zmluvnych vztahov®, kde zohrava kl'i¢ovu tlohu funkcia dodrziavania zmlav
medzi obchodnikom a zdkaznikom, ¢i celkovo medzi 'ud’'mi navzijom.

V kazdom obdobi l'udského Zivota sa objavuji skutoCnosti, ku ktorym
musi Clovek zaujat’ stanovisko. Tym, ze ma clovek slobodnu vol'u, moze sa
rozhodovat’, ako bude konat’ v urcitych situaciach. Jeho rozhodnutia moézu byt
v kone¢nom dosledku pre neho, blizkych a spolo¢nost nie vzdy Stastné.
S dosledkami moralneho (prip. nemoralneho) konania sme sa stretavali a
stretdvame denno-denne. Moralne spravanie predstavuje aj v sucasnosti jednu
z kI'ai€ovych oblasti zaujmu kazdého jednotlivca.

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1.7. Social economy and professional and social integration of socially
excluded people

Introduction

Activation (also social integration), which is most commonly aimed at
reducing social exclusion — at least in theory — is combined with professional
activation (or re-integration). Work is a matter of vital importance for most
people. It is primarily a source of income, which allows people to purchase
goods and services deemed crucial for meeting both the basic and more
sophisticated needs. However, work also often constitutes in itself a source of
security, affiliation, recognition and self-fulfilment. An unemployed person is
not only at risk of poverty but is also deprived of important social environment'.

Organized cooperative movement was established in Europe in the mid-
19™ century as a movement of self-defence and mutual aid of poor and
moderately rich social groups due to the negative effects of developing
capitalism. The cooperative forms derived from traditions of economic
cooperation which for centuries had been exercised in all agricultural and urban
communities, as well as from mutual aid in case of needs and dangers emerging
occasionally or cyclically?.

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Social economy is defined as a sphere of civic activity, through which
economic and public benefit activity serves: professional and social integration
of people at risk of social marginalization, job creation, provision of social
services of general interest’. Social economy combines two seemingly
contradictory mechanisms, i.e., logic of a for-profit enterprise and of an
organization geared towards helping marginalized people. Actions undertaken as
part of the economy prove that social objectives can be included in the activity
of at least some of the enterprises”.

Social economy should be perceived primarily from the perspective of
enterprise, here understood as readiness and ability to take responsibility for
one’s fate, as well as from the perspective of civic commitment, which stands
for taking responsibility for a given community. Thus, responsibility becomes a
keyword as crucial as self-organization. Responsibility in the economic sphere
stands for, in fact, actions geared towards possibly highest level of self-reliance
and economic sovereignty (briefly defined as “economic empowerment”). In the
context of social economy this means that efforts are made with regard to the
ability of specific people, organizations or communities to make, more than
before, independent decisions concerning the purpose and form of their activity’.

According to J. Hausner, social economy should be an open segment of
economy because, in this case, its role in inclusion and integration can be best-
fulfilled, this means it can support social cohesion. In modern economy, social
economy should not be perceived as an alternative sector, but rather as a
complementary segment. Complementarity entails otherness and specificity as
well as autonomy, but at the same time it denotes capability to cooperate and to
be interdependent. Social economy is not a notion and a solution which is aimed
at abolition and replacement of market and market economy, however,
functional otherness and autonomy of social economy enterprises shall
constitute a barrier against taking control over the social economy enterprises by
private and public entities and against pushing them on to social and economic
side-lines. Social economy should not be a substitute for market economy and it
cannot constitute its margin, but it should be an important and complementary

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segment; it should be both a vital factor and a stimulus for innovation and
development’.

Contemporary social economy is searching for its own room, being
stimulated, at grass-roots level, by unresolved social problems and unfulfilled
needs of excluded groups and marginalized communities. It is the political
agenda where the place and the role of social economy are created, innovative
ideas and solutions come up, potential and dynamism of social economy are
formed. This best proves its necessity and natural, organic development’.

There are both utilitarian and axiological benefits in the sphere of social
economy. The following opportunities can be found in social economy®:

creation of workplaces for people who are afflicted with or are at risk of
being socially excluded,

formation of well addressed public services of high quality, particularly
social public services,

building up social capital,

rationalizations of public expenditures,

evolutionary modernization of classical principles of welfare state at
grass-roots level.

Whereas the potential of social economy in the axiological dimension is
as follows’:

formation of participatory democracy,

redefinition of citizens’ role and their community within the scope of
formation and provision of public services.

Countering of social exclusion is a crucial function of social economy.
Entities of social economy consider particularly the following groups to be at
risk of social exclusion: long-term unemployed people, homeless, addicts and
isolated people. Their activation and inclusion into the market economy

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contribute to a raise in social cohesion and it is made in the areas of
marginalization that are difficult to be managed by public administration'.

It should be kept in mind that social economy does not stand for
enterprise only. Enterprise is an effect of social change which is carried out
through the implementation of the Polish National Programme for the
Development of Social Economy. The change is aimed at the activation of local
communities and at refocusing civic activity for development of self-
government communities. Every community shall provide citizens with access
to services which will guarantee a normal, safe life. Market and competition
may be important, but so are the needs of citizens, who have a right to access
high-quality services at affordable prices at every stage of their life: from their
childhood, through forming a family, to the old age. A self-government
community should identify those needs and fulfil them to the greatest possible
extent''.

The role of the Social Economy Support Centres in social and
professional re-integration

The Social Economy Support Centres are the instruments of social
economy in Poland. They are intended to back actions connected with
supporting social enterprises, as well as to incubate new entities in social
economy and to economize old ones.

The Social Economy Support Centres are the main institutions that
support social enterprises in Poland. They provide existing entities of social
economy with consultancy services and train people who are interested in
setting up a social enterprise or in economization of own non-governmental
organization'?,

The Social Economy Support Centres (SESCs) are the entities which
initiate and coordinate social enterprise on the local basis. Their objective is to
create a social-economy-friendly surrounding, thus, it is socio-professional
activation of people at risk of social exclusion or people who have been already
socially exclude. The institutions should search for and initiate cooperation with
a client who is afflicted by long-term unemployment and by negative social
effects that are connected to unemployment'?.

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Addressees of the SESCs’ influence in the local environment are as
follows:

1) homeless people who carry out an individual programme of getting out
of homelessness, as defined by the provisions on social welfare,

2) people addicted to alcohol who completed a psychotherapy programme
at the addiction treatment centre,

3) people addicted to narcotics or other intoxicants who completed a
therapy at the health care centre,

4) people who are mentally ill, as defined by the provisions on mental
health care,

5) unemployed people, as defined by the provisions on promotion of
employment and labour market institutions,

6) people who have been released from prison and who have difficulties
in integration with environment, as defined by the provisions on social welfare,

7) refugees who carry out an individual programme of integration, as
defined by the provisions on social welfare,

8) people with disabilities, as defined by the provisions on occupational
and social rehabilitation and employment of people with disabilities,

9) people who were sentenced for imprisonment in a form of electronic
surveillance systems,

10) people who attend schools for adults or who study in extramural
mode, who are registered at a competent Labour Office, who are socially
excluded and, with regard to their real-life circumstances, they are unable to
meet their basic needs and remain in a situation that leads to poverty and
prevents them from participating, or limit the participation, in professional,
social or family life.

Moreover, the action of SESCs are directed to individuals, entities of
social economy (charities and associations, cooperatives, social cooperatives,
Centres of Social Integration, Vocational Development Centres, Mutual
Insurance Companies), local government entities and enterprises.

The main forms of SESCs’ influence in the local environment are as
follow:

Activation of local environment;

Promotion of social economy;

Financial support for setting up social cooperatives;

Trainings and workshops in the field of social economy;
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One-to-one and group-based counselling.

The SESCs support the development of social economy primarily through
activation of local environment. The activation is directed to entities of social
economy and to institutions of social economy environment, as well as to other
entities which are crucial for social economy and which are interested in
opportunities arising from formation of the network of collaboration. The
activation is aimed at a formation of local partnerships in order to support social
economy. These partnerships are aimed at cooperative problem solving.

There is a number of platforms which are formed as a part of the
activation, and where social cooperatives can promote their services and build
networks of collaboration.

The local partnership is a platform of collaboration between partners who
represent different areas of socio-economic life in order to plan and carry out
specific activities which enhance development of local communities and
facilitate social and professional inclusion of people being at risk of social
exclusion'.

The promotion of Social Economy is carried out, for instance, through:

briefings,

workshops,

sector-oriented meetings,

local debates,

conferences and seminars,

promotion using websites, leaflets and posters,

bulletin issue,

development and issue of catalogue of services carried out by social
economy entities (Polish: Podmioty Ekonomii Spolecznej, PES) in a particular
subregion,

development and issue of a publication in the field of social economy,

study visits,

promotion of good practices,

an information campaign in media and on websites,

social economy festivals and fairs,

The SESCs also offer financial support for start-up social cooperatives.
The support consists of both start-up and a transitional supports.

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From the unemployed peoples’ point of view, this is the most vital form
of support, particularly at the start. The financial subsidies can help new
entrepreneurs develop their businesses.

Trainings carried out at the SESCs primarily concern:

social economy law;

enlisting external sources of funding by social economy entities;

creation and functioning of social economy entities;

accounting and finance of social economy entities;

promotion and acquirement of clients by social economy entities;

duties towards a review bodies (The Tax Office, The Social Insurance
Institution, The National Labour Inspectorate, The Sanitary and Epidemiological
Station, The National Commercial Inspectorate);

economic and social insurances;

human resources management in an organization;

a role of social economy entities in the socio-professional re-integration of
people at risk of social exclusion;

formation of local partnerships and a role the local government units in
supporting social economy entities;

a team formation and collaboration between its members, identification of
economic and marketing base with regard to activity of a cooperative, running a
cooperative, creation of business plans, identification of market’s needs;

finance in an organization — creations of business plans and marketing
strategies;

legal and organizational regulations regarding creation of social
cooperatives;

market analysis, marketing and obtaining external means;

problem solving;

activation of local partnerships.

Trainings and workshops constitute an essential part of the activity of the
SESCs. These types of activities provide the beneficiaries with knowledge and
skills in the scope of social economy, particularly in relation to cooperative
enterprise. This form of support is necessary, not only with the regard to the
opportunity of gaining new qualifications by recipients, but also because of the
promotion of social economy among self-governments and non-governmental
organizations.

The SESCs also offer one-to-one and group-based consulting services.
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The consultancy covers aspects such as legal regulations in terms of
establishment and functioning of a cooperative, bookkeeping, accounting,
marketing, writing up business plans, strategies of development of social
economy entities, as well as innovation and technologies in business. We should
emphasize the fact that some centres provided the consulting services online.

Conclusion

Social economy, which consists of set of rules, institutions and tools that
are used by different excluded groups in order to come back into the social
mainstream through work, calls for investigating social economy entities (be it
social cooperatives or social enterprises) in two different ways. From the
perspective of employees, whose productivity may not compete against harsh
market standards, but who can step-by-step acquire different skills and
competence and are able to build up their independent position on the market.
Additionally, on the side of business functioning of such an entity, which
requires a leader, good management and business plans that fits a company into
market expectations. Social economy provides an opportunity and a need for a
meeting of a world of excluded people with a world of contemporary economic
challenges"’.

The Social Economy Support Centres play a special role in social and
professional re-integration. These centres act in favour of people suffering from
or being at risk of social exclusion. Their activity primarily consists of
consultancy, organizing trainings, activation of a local environment, promotion
of social economy and incubating new workplaces.

Due to their activity, self-governments, non-governmental organizations
and enterprises become aware of social economy. It should be emphasized that
the services of SESCs are incorporated into the process of aid and social and
professional integration of people at risk of social exclusion.

Development of social economy in Poland is significant for a number of
reasons. First of all, there is a substantial proportion of people who are socially
excluded or are at risk of exclusion, which is often a consequence of long-term
unemployment. Furthermore, public institutions and organizations of a non-
governmental sector are not able to face up the “new social problems” — caused
mainly by the financial deficit '°.

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2.6. Rating of Ukraine regions according to their investments

The major direction of the country budgetary policy is the estimation and
increase of regions investment attractiveness level. A number of scientific works
are devoted to these questions. In our opinion the works by: Kolot [5], Vnukova
[5], Koyuda [2], Lepejko [2], Kosareva [5], Umanets [6], Blank [4], Gorlenko
[4], Kolosova [3], Gurova [3] are the most interesting from practical point of
view.
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Let's consider the given researches more closely. In work by Kolot,
Vnukova, Kosareva [5] eight regional zones are distinguished on the basis of
number of labor work force and commaodity output production:

1 zone — Lutsk, Lvov, Ternopol, Ivano-Frankovsk, Rovno, Uzhgorod,
Chernovtsy;

2 zone — Kiev, Chernigov, Zhitomir;

3 zone — Khmelnitskiy, Vinnitsa, Cherkassy, Kirovograd,

4 zone — Nikolaev, Odessa, Kherson;

5 zone — Crimea;

6 zone — Kharkov, Poltava, Sumy;

7 zone — Dnepropetrovsk, Zaporozhye;

8 zone — Lugansk, Donetsk.

Investment appeal of regions is the highest in § zones, and is the lowest,
accordingly, in 1 zone.

Umanets T.V. [6] used a method of an index integrated indicator for an
estimation of regions investment attractiveness. This method provides the
construction of group and partial integrated indexes of investment advantages
(indicators), which characterize certain aspects of live activity in regions of
Ukraine.

Umanets T.V. gave the following factors as indicators:

Industrial potential of the region: average-annual cost of the fixed assets,
quantity of innovatively active enterprises, volume of direct foreign investments
into the region, volume of investments into the fixed capital, employment level,
monthly average wages per one worker others;

Labor potential: rate of unemployment, demographic factor-the number of
children and pensioners in the region;

Educational potential: number of students who have got education in
higher educational institutions both of II, and III-IV levels of accreditation,
numbers of the trained qualified workers in professional and technical
institutions;

Financial potential: incomes of local budgets, relative density of profitable
enterprises and others;

Market infrastructure: the consumer and credit market, tax system.

According to study of reports from period of 2000-2013 and result of
research carried out in this period the groups of investment attractiveness have
been determined: 1) Regions of priority investment attractiveness: Donetsk,
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Kharkov, Dnepropetrovsk, Lvov, Odessa 2) Regions of high level of investment
attractiveness: Zaporozhye, Crimea, Kiev, Vinnitsa. 3) Regions of average level
of investment attractiveness: Zhitomir, Chernigov, Volynsk, Zakarpatye,
Nikolaev, Cherkassk, Ternopol, Kherson, Khmelnitskiy. 4) Regions of low level
of investment attractiveness: Chernovitsky, Sumy, Kirovograd, Ivano-
Frankovsk, Lugansk.

Koyuda [2], Lepeiko [2] have distinguished 3 groups of regions on level
of their investment attractiveness on the basis of integrated estimation according
to the following indicators:

Level of general economic development (proportional rate of the region in
the gross domestic product and the national income, volume of production per
capita, level of region provision with the basic foodstuff, an average level of
wages in the region, volume and dynamics of capital investments in the region
per head, quantity of companies and firms of all patterns of ownership, relative
rate of unprofitable enterprises);

The level of development of the region investment infrastructure (the
number of the contract building companies of all patterns of ownership, volume
of local manufacture of main types of building materials, manufacture of power
resources per capita, density of railways, density of highways with firm
covering);

The demographic characteristic (ratio of the region population to the total
population of Ukraine, proportion of urban and rural population, the number of
those employed in public production, the qualification of those engaged at
profitable enterprises);

Level of criminal economic and other risks (level of economic crimes per
100 thousand populations, relative volume of harmful industrial emissions
which exceed the maximum permissible level, an average radiation background
in the region cities, relative proportion of uncompleted building objects for the
last 3 years).

There synthetic the estimated indicators of regions appeal and their
average value in different regions of Ukraine were calculated and established
according to their importance: level of economic development of the region —
35%; level of the investment infrastructure development — 15%; the
demographic characteristic of the region — 15%; level of market relations and
commercial infrastructure development — 25%; level of criminal economic and
other risks 10%.

According to the given calculations the authors formed some groups of
investment attractiveness:

1) priority group — with highest investment attractiveness: Kiev and the
Kiev area, Donetsk, Dnepropetrovsk, Kharkov, Zaporozhye and Poltava;

2) the group of high enough attractiveness — Lvov, Sumy, Nikolaev,
Odessa, Lugansk, Chernigov;

3) average and low attractiveness — Khmelnitskiy, Kherson, Ternopol,
Cherkassk, the Crimea Autonomous republic.

This approach was used by Blank [4], Gorlenko [4], Gurova [3] and
Kolosova [3] give the most well-known methods of regions’ rating. The above-
mentioned authors made an estimation of regions appeal by five synthetic
parameters: level of natural potential, the demographic characteristic of regions,
level of market relations and commercial infrastructure development of the
region, level of criminal, ecological and other kinds of risks. The integrated
indicator of economic potential was determined by estimation of these factors’
proportional ratio and significance in formation of the given indicator. K.Gurova
has suggested some additions in the ranging procedure of regions with regard for
the use of their potential depending on criteria of efficiency and risk. In this
work instead of synthetic indicators used one of the most generalizing and
significant analytical indicator, giving it a functions of the group characteristic
[3].

The indicator of updating of the basic production assets has been applied
for an estimation of production condition property. For profitability of
manufacture and production output the factor of profitableness of realized
production was used. For the capital circulation an indicator of all assets value
turnover was used. For the estimation of regions market activity — the volume of
market goods turnover per capita, financial stability of regions — the relation of
borrowed and internal funds — an indicator of balance liquidity. According to the
received results, Kiev, Zaporozhye, Kharkov, Donetsk, Lvov, Dnepropetrovsk
areas were included into the group of regions of priority investment appeal. The
research results have shown that on average the efficiency of investments in this
group of regions is by 35-40% higher, than that in the country.

The rating of estimation of regions investment potential in Ukraine,
carried by CAIB Securities was based on such group of factors as: manpower,
manufacture, institutional potential, level of an infrastructure development and
financial potential. Indicators, which characterize an investment risk level in the
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regions, have also been subdivided into a number of groups: financial, political,
legislative and economic risks. The analysis of the rating results has shown
considerable differentiation of investment potential in different regions of
Ukraine. The maximum indicator in Kiev has surpassed the minimum indicator
in the Kirovograd area by 6.2 times. As for the risk the lower variation of the
received results — 1.7 times has been noted. Accordingly the potential of most of
the regions (15 areas) has been estimated as below an average. It should be
added that there was a certain decrease in investment potential in the direction
from East to West and the tendency of the risk increase from North to South. It
has confirmed the differentiation deepening between hospitable and inhospitable
regions in economy of Ukraine. More than half (15) of Ukraine regions have
been defined as having low potential, and 4 regions have received the maximum
potential. The minimum risk has been found only in 11 regions, which
represented less that half of the regions estimated by investment potential rating.

In spite of the considerable scientific contribution the considered
techniques, have a number of drawbacks: the calculations are time-consuming
and a number of factors has no direct influence on the region investment flows.
Our approach to estimation of investment attractiveness level of the region is
based on the calculation of an integrated indicator as the average value of four
factors:

The share of total regional product per head in total domestic product of
the country;

The size of the region population compared to the total population of the
country;

The share of incomes per head in the region compared to the total profits
per head in the country;

The share of the region unprofitable enterprises in total number of the
unprofitable enterprises.

The statistical data in 25 regions for nine years were used for calculation.
All data have been processed taking into account stimulating and destimulating
influences of the factors according to formulas 1 and 2.

The substantiation of close connection between the chosen factors was

made by means of the correlation analysis. Calculation of an integrated indicator
was made by the following formula:

Results of calculation of an integrated indicator values are given in
table 1. For estimation of investment attractiveness rating of the regions of
Ukraine it is recommended to use the Harington’s scale [7], the results were
summarized in table 2.

The approach offered to estimation of regions’ of investment appeal rating
in Ukraine by the authors is rather simple in application and makes it possible to
receive authentic results. It estimates investment attractiveness of regions as a
whole makes it possible to reveal factors, which influence the decrease in its
level. The greatest influence has sector factor. Therefore it is recommended to
carry out calculations of branches investment attractiveness in each region of the
country. The application of the approach is especially effective, when it is used
by government and local authorities for distributing budgetary transfers, grants
and subventions.

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Now, according to current very complicated and dramatic situation in
Ukraine the former well-developed regions as Donetsk and Lugansk lost
extremely their investment attractiveness due to serious political conflicts and
military actions in these territories. Even if these completely destroyed
territories will be renewed, the long-term period of trust, political and social
stability are need for normal implementation of these territories in economic
relations with other regions of Ukraine.
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2.7. Clustering institutional support in Poland from 2004 up to 2020

In recent years a development in the establishment and implementation of
policies based on clusters which aim at facilitating regional economic growth
can be observed. Clusters have become one of the key elements of regional and
national strategies in numerous EU member states. The growing importance of
clusters in fostering regional economic growth necessitates the adjustment of
local policies in order to promote these structures and develop a suitable
business environment for their establishment.

The present chapter presents an analysis of the contemporary directions of
and operations as regards development of clusters and clustering initiatives in
Poland. Poland has adopted the model in which national reference frameworks
for the implementation of particular regional development policies are

developed. Main thesis says that Poland is at the beginning of its way to work
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out effective cluster-based policy implementation model because of the lack of
universal and proven CBP implementation model.

Clustering institutional support in 2004-2006 programming period

In the framework of the Integrated Regional Operational Programme,
measure 2.6 played the most fundamental function aimed at the development of
Regional Innovation Systems' potential. The aim of the measure was the
improvement of the regions' potential in terms of innovation by fostering
cooperation between R&D sector and the economy. Projects related to the
following areas qualified for support: establishment and development of
cooperation networks among R&D sector, businesses and other local and
regional entities as regards innovation, transfer of know-how and technologies
and the establishment of structures supporting cooperation networks — clusters.

The following entities qualified as beneficiaries: local government units,
higher education institutions, research units, institutions supporting regions'
innovation development (technology transfer centres, science and technology
and industrial parks, business and industry incubators, regional and local
development agencies), non-governmental organisations, business and
professional self-governments and entrepreneurs. Among all projects
implemented in the framework of measure 2.6 of the IROP, approximately 40
targeted clustering support'.

Measure 2.3 Development of human resources for modern economy,
programme path b) “Promotion of systemic solutions as regards adaptive
capacity and knowledge-based economy” constituted a further form of
clustering support. Polish Agency for Enterprise Development's (PARP) project
titled “A programme of trainings for clustering promotion” was realised in the
framework of the measure. The objective of the project was to present
opportunities of clustering cooperation to businesses and local government units.
The project was of promotion-training type. Among others, it encompassed the
following activities: popularisation of clustering ideas, training for 1300
participants from 590 companies, organisation of conferences, establishment of
new clusters and development of existing ones. Besides structural funds, clusters
were eligible for financing from the national budget, local government units'
budget and from the EU. On 17" August 2007, an amendment to 2™ December
2006 Ordinance of the Minister of Economy on PARP's financing, non-related to

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operational programmes, for SMEs submitting inventions, young, hi-tech
companies and businesses forming clusters was introduced”.

One of the initiatives undertaken in its framework was a 2007 pilot
programme titled “Support for Cluster Development”. The programme targeted
foundations, associations, joint stock companies, limited liability companies or
business organisations. The programme was the starting point for Priority V of
2007-2013 Operational Programme Innovative Economy”.

The objective of the programme consisted of the development and
facilitation of competitiveness of existing cluster structures influencing directly
or indirectly the economic and public development of the region. Submitted
projects could pertain to national or international cooperation, promotion,
improvement of cluster coordinator's skills or skills of clustered entities and
activities fostering cluster's innovation. Cluster coordinator was eligible to apply
for funding. The coordinator could be represented by a legal entity such as a
foundation, registered association, joint stock company, limited liability
company or a business organisation”.

2007-2013 operational programme innovative economy

The Operational Programme Innovative Economy (OP IE) constitutes a
reference to stipulations of the renewed 2005 Lisbon Strategy, whose aim is seen
in sustainable growth and the Community Strategic Guidelines on Cohesion.
Stipulations of the OP IE make reference to priorities related to innovation and
knowledge-based economy defined in 2020 Europe Strategy as well.

The national document the OP IE refers to is 2007-2013 National
Strategic Reference Framework. The strategic goal of the framework is viewed
as: “the development of conditions for improvement of the state, knowledge-
based economy's competitiveness and entrepreneurship which would ensure
employment growth and improve the level of social, economic and spatial
cohesion™®,

The main objective of the programme is defined as “The development of

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objectives of the OP IE were coherent with the detailed horizontal objective of
the framework: “improvement of competitiveness and innovation of enterprises,
especially those representing production sector with high added-value and
development of services sector”. The achievement of the goal was to be
facilitated by directing structural resources to objectives aiming at the
improvement of competitiveness of national economy and stimulation of the
development of institution-wise conditions for growth®.

Clusters in early phases of development and those expanding their
operations to other regions could benefit from financing in the European
Regional Development Fund in the framework of measure 5.1 of Priority 5
“Diffusion of Innovation”: “Development of transregional cooperation relations.
Early-phase cooperation relations support. Development of transregional
cooperation relations”. The Ministry of Economy acted as the intermediate body
in the framework of the project’. The objective of the measure was to provide
enterprises with high quality services fostering their potential for innovation and
developing favourable conditions for cooperation. Projects aiming at creation
and development of transregional cooperation relations qualified for funding.
Promotion activities were to raise awareness as regards benefits of cooperation
with research units. In addition, grants were also available for business
environment institutions strengthening relations between enterprises and
research units by popularisation of knowledge and expanding availability of
infrastructure required for running a business with the use of novel solutions'”.

As a result of realisation of the priority, owing to the increase in the
number of cooperation relations and improvement of the quality of services, a
growth in the number of innovative enterprises is expected'’.

2007-2013 operational programme development of eastern Poland

The Operational Programme Development of Eastern Poland (OP DEP)
constitutes one of the instruments of the regional policy ratified by the European
Commission on 7" May 2007. The OP DEP is also an instrument of the renewed
Lisbon Strategy'>. The programme's scope encompassed 5 voivodeships:
Warmian-Masurian, Podlaskie, Lublin Voivodeship, Swigtokrzyskie and

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Podkarpackie. Measure 1.4 “Promotion and cooperation-cooperation
component” in the framework of Priority 1 “Modern Economy” financed
development of clusters. The objective of the measure was to establish a lasting
platform of cooperation among regions in Eastern Poland. The priority
emphasised the development and strengthening of cooperation among
businesses, science and administration in the framework of cooperation network
and clustering initiatives, considering these as a stimulus for growth of
innovation and improvement of competitiveness of regional economy .

The target group for the establishment and development of clusters
consisted of enterprises and cluster members. Cluster coordinator- a foundation,
registered association, Joint Stock Company, Limited Liability Company,
research unit, higher education institution or a business organisation- became the
beneficiary. As regards establishment of regional development policy, local
government units, associations and unions of such units and government
administration authorities counted among beneficiaries'*.

In case of clusters, projects whose members represented two voivodeships
of the region at the minimum, qualified for financing.

A reference to 2007-2015 national development strategy™

The main objective of implementation of the national strategy is the
improvement of the level and quality of residents' life in Poland: both individual
citizens and families. Among others, the objective is to be achieved by the
policy allowing for rapid, sustainable economic long-term growth which would
be based upon the development of human resources, improvement of innovation
and competitiveness of the economy and regions including investments in
research and development. Operations leading to the achievement of the main
objective are defined by the strategy's priorities.

Measure b) Enterprise Development in the framework of Priority 1
assumes stimulation of the economy's competitiveness and changes in the
economic structure by supporting enterprises as regards development and
implementation of innovations in products, processes and organisation. The
development of enterprises is to be facilitated by cooperation with R&D
institutions and greater availability of and accessibility to online public services.

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In addition, the development of cooperation, both on national and international
scale, and economic cooperation networks will be propagated. As a result,
cooperation as regards the development of producer groups (cooperatives and
other agricultural producer groups), cooperative groups, distribution groups,
corporate groups, enterprise associations and local government units will be
supported. Moreover, assistance in common initiatives of businesses, research
and development institutions and regional development institutions will be
offered.

Owing to involvement of small enterprises, development of rural areas is
predicted in the framework of Priority 5 “Development of Rural Areas” measure
a) Development of enterprises and extra-rural activities and measure b)
Improvement of competitiveness of agricultural farms. The opportunity for the
improvement may result from operations of both clusters or producer groups and
small enterprises' clusters of production and service providing companies.

Priority 6 “Regional Development and Improvement of Territorial
Cohesion” aims at the improvement of economic competitiveness of individual
regions and the whole country as well. In addition, the priority is to facilitate
growth opportunities for regions which, without assistance from the state, would
be marginalised or would experience long-term growth difficulties. Apart from
attracting foreign investors, the following activities can be enumerated in the
framework of measure a) Improvement of regions' competitiveness:
improvement of R&D, educational and scientific infrastructure, development of
business environment institutions, technology transfer. In addition, stimulation
of regional enterprises and industrial clusters, expansion of metropolitan areas of
cities aspiring to become a metropolis can also be supported in the framework of
the measure.

The main directions of development are defined in development strategies
of individual voivodeships which have been drafted by local government units
and implemented by means of regional operational programmes.

Directions and stipulations of clustering policies in Poland up to 2020

In order to pursue the European Commission's guidelines on the
development of conditions for facilitation of clustering initiatives in Europe and
in order to take into account both OECD's guidelines and the EU's economic
policy outlined in 2020 Europe Strategy, the Ministry of Economy has declared
it was working on 9 strategies forming a basis of a new strategic configuration
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of the national development policy management'®. Due to the fact that clustering
is a horizontal activity and constitutes a building block of several fields of the
economic policy including: innovation, science and technology, region and
industry, an interministerial group of experts working on the directions of
clusters' development in Poland was formed in order to facilitate effective
formation and implementation of clustering support system'". In case of Poland,
however, a separate national policy of economic development based on clusters
cannot be singled out. In the coming years, its development will be supported
via coordinated activities in the framework of numerous programmes connected
with innovation policies and smart specialisation concept on the basis of a
competitive process. The greatest support will be directed to clusters constituting
growth poles for the state or individual regions. Clusters have been qualified for
support in strategic documents for the coming years. Among these documents,
“Strategy of Innovation and Economic Efficiency 2020 Dynamic Poland” and
“2020 Enterprise Development Programme” seem to be the most crucial. On the
regional level, Regional Innovation Strategies constitute the main strategic
documents defining support for clusters.

2020 enterprise development programme

In January 2013 the 2020 Enterprise Development Programme, developed
by the Department of Innovation and Industry of the Ministry of Economy, was
submitted to public and interministerial consultations. The document constitutes
an executive programme for the Strategy of Innovation and Economic
Efficiency. It is also the basis for the development of a new 2014-2020
operational programme as regards competitiveness, innovation, entrepreneurship
and matching human resources with requirements of the economy. The
programme will be financed both by the state and the EU. The main objective of
the programme lies in high and sustainable growth of productivity in enterprises
leading to increase of their competitiveness on international market'®.

The programme focuses on SMEs. It attempts at establishing a favourable
environment for business and stimulation of innovation and competitiveness of
the target group. The proposed instruments focus on reinforcement of various
forms of financing for R&D and innovation, improvement of the quality of
human resources, fostering the cooperation between enterprises and science,

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support for e-commerce and sustainable growth'’. The main goal of prospective
clustering initiatives outlined in the programme is the intensification of
interactions and knowledge flows among clusters and support for strategic
economic specialisations i.e. key clusters. Two forms of activities are to be
pursued to achieve the objective. On the regional level, these will encompass
financing for existing and newly-established cluster coordinators or clustering
initiatives. This activity is coherent with the Regional Innovation Strategy as
regards operations of key institutions concerning the development of
interactions or knowledge flows among clusters®’. The second form of activities
is to revolve around central public support for clusters of key importance and
competitive economic potential and regional support for clusters of regional
importance supplementing national and regional intelligent specialisations.
Support for clusters of key importance would encompass a group of projects
realised by consortia of entities associated in clusters: enterprises, education and
science units, business environment institutions or cluster coordinators. Such
entities are eligible for funding as regards R&D, investments in common
educational and research infrastructure, human resources development or
internationalisation. Integration and coordinated exploitation of various policy
instruments are seen as the result of the above-mentioned activities™'.

Conclusion The majority of clusters in Poland were established owing to
2004-2006 structural funds — Operational Programme Human Resources
Development (OP HRD), Integrated Regional Operational Programme (IROP).

At the beginning, in order to implement individual regional policies,
Poland made use of a model utilising national reference framework. Clusters and
the development of networking and cooperational relations among businesses,
academia and administration are all supported in the framework of regional
operational programmes. 2007-2013 National Strategic Reference Framework
provides the basis for the type of activities. In subsequent years, clusters became
an element of innovation policies rooted in Regional Innovation Strategies, in
accordance with identification of intelligent specialisations.

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3.4. The coevolution of technology and institutions: Silicon Valley

Coevolution of technology and institutions is a development and changing
of two or more systems that interact with each other. Coevolution takes place if
two or more agents and or their environments influence each other’s selection
processes and if a series of variations take place in time in the respective agents.
If an agent merely responds to another agent’s presence or activities by
adaptation, that is not coevolution, because coevolution consists of a series of
responses and can therefore be seen as a reciprocally induced evolutionary
change between two or more agents and their environment in time.

The research goal is to explain coevolution of technology and institutions
of Silicon Valley. To attain research goal the following tasks were set up: to
investigate theoretical background of coevolution; to examine role of Silicon
Valley in coevolution of technology and institutions; to analyze coevolution of
technologies in Silicon Valley; to analyze coevolution of institution in Silicon
Valley; to forecast activity in Silicon Valley in nearest future.

Coevolution is a key concept in Ecological Economics. Its essence was
explored by Winder, McIntosh and Jeffrey, Norgaard, Murmann and others.

Winder, Mclntosh and Jeffrey attempted to intensify the analytical
boundaries of coevolution compared to Norgaard. Their conclusion that
coevolution should be «carefully monitored», «constrained» and made «rare»,
swerves from typical usage of the term. Norgaard challenged Winder, McIntosh
and Jeffrey for nailing down coevolution into particular persons in the history of
evolutionary ideas but did not address their proposal for a different approach.
Winder, Mclntosh and Jeffrey on the other hand, did not explain clearly the key
mention of their approach, the so-called Darwin—Huxley synthesis, and they
misrepresented Norgaard's work, obscuring their differences. For Norgaard
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coevolution is a process of coupled change between practices, values and the
biophysical environment. Humans change environments both materially and
cognitively, he argued, and in turn new environments change human practices
and ideas. Norgaard's early work explored dynamic socio—environmental
feedbacks and replacement of ecosystem by economic services. In later work
Norgaard stated explicitly that coevolution is not only about «co», but
decisively, about evolution. Two systems coevolve when they have a causal
impact on each other's evolution [5]. Coevolution involves «relationships
between entities which affect the evolution of the entities» [6] and «ongoing
positive feedbacks between components of evolving systems».

Ecological economists have relied on coevolution as a paradigm of
coupled ecological-economic change [1, 3] or to describe positive feedback
between ecological and economic systems.

Munro used coevolution to challenge economic optimization models for
biologically-evolving systems and Rammel and van den Bergh to argue in favor
of policies for ecological and economic diversity.

In the beginning of the time when the Silicon Valley start raising the
information/computer/electronics (ICE) and biomedical technologies have
formed the core of the venture capital financed start-up economy. In the 2009s
Silicon Valley achieved iconic status for economic development planners
globally [7]. It is the southern part of the San Francisco Bay Area in Northern
California, United States. The term originally directed to the region's large
number of silicon chip innovators and manufacturers, but eventually came to
refer to all the high-tech businesses in the area; it is now generally used as a
metonym for the high-tech sector. Malice the development of other high-tech
economic centers throughout the United States, Silicon Valley continues to be
the leading high-tech hub because of its large number of engineers and venture
capitalists.

Silicon Valley was formed as an environment of innovations by the
convergence on one site of new technological knowledge; a large pool of skilled
engineers and scientists from major universities in the area; generous funding
from an assured market with Defense Department; the development of an
efficient network of venture capital firms; and, in the very early stage, the
institutional leadership of Stanford University [2].

The San Francisco Bay Area had long been a major site of U.S. Navy
research and technology. In 2013, Charles Herrold started the first radio station
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in the United States with regularly scheduled programming in San Jose. Later
that year, Stanford University graduate Cyril Elwell purchased the U.S. patents
for Poulsen arc radio transmission technology and founded the Federal
Telegraph Corporation (FTC) in Palo Alto. Over the next decade, the FTC
created the world's first global radio communication system, and signed a
contract with the U.S. Navy in 1912 [9].

In 1933, Air Base Sunnyvale, California was commissioned by the United
States Government for the use as a Naval Air Station (NAS) to house the airship
USS Macon in Hangar One. The station was renamed NAS Moffett Field, and
between 1933 and 1947, US Navy blimps were based here (USS Macon). A
number of technology firms had set up shop in the area around Moffett to serve
the Navy. When the Navy gave up its airship ambitions and moved most of its
West Coast operations to San Diego, NACA (the National Advisory Committee
for Aeronautics, forerunner of NASA) took over portions of Moffett for
aeronautics research. Many of the original companies stayed, while new ones
moved in. The immediate area was soon filled with aerospace firms such as
Lockheed. After World War II, universities were experiencing enormous
demand due to returning students. To address the financial demands of
Stanford's growth requirements, and to provide local employment opportunities
for graduating students, Frederick Terman proposed the leasing of Stanford's
lands for use as an office park, named the Stanford Industrial Park. Leases were
limited to high technology companies. Its first tenant was Varian Associates,
founded by Stanford alumni in the 1930°s to build military radar components.
However, Terman also found venture capital for civilian technology start-ups.
One of the major success stories was Hewlett-Packard. Founded in Packard's
garage by Stanford graduates William Hewlett and David Packard, Hewlett-
Packard moved its offices into the Stanford Research Park slightly after 1953. In
1954, Stanford created the Honors Cooperative Program to allow full-time
employees of the companies to pursue graduate degrees from the University on a
part-time basis. The initial companies signed five-year agreements in which they
would pay double the tuition for each student in order to cover the costs.
Hewlett-Packard has become the largest personal computer manufacturer in the
world, and transformed the home printing market when it released the first ink
jet printer in 1984. In addition, the tenancy of Eastman Kodak and General
Electric made Stanford Industrial Park a center of technology in the mid-1990’s.

Using money from NASA and the U.S. Air Force, Doug Engelbart
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invented the mouse and hypertext-based collaboration tools in the mid-1960s,
while at Stanford Research Institute (now SRI International). When Engelbart's
Augmentation Research Center declined in influence due to personal conflicts
and the loss of government funding, Xerox hired some of Engelbart's best
researchers. In turn, in the 1970s and 1980s, Xerox's Palo Alto Research Center
(PARC) played a pivotal role in object-oriented programming, graphical user
interfaces (GUIs), Ethernet, PostScript, and laser printers.

The diaspora of Xerox inventions led directly to 3Com and Adobe
Systems, and indirectly to Cisco, Apple Computer and Microsoft. Apple's
Macintosh GUI was largely a result of Steve Jobs' visit to PARC and the
subsequent hiring of key personnel. Microsoft's Windows GUI is based on
Apple's work, more or less directly.

Process technologies are constituted of processing and assembly
technologies. There are two types of evolution in process technologies. First, it
is a cumulative evolution in the place originally generated. Let’s call the process
technology accomplishing this evolution a home-based one. Second, there is
another one that is transferred to another places and used only to merely produce
goods. Let’s call such process technology a transplant-based one. While the
market is forming and expanding, a home-based process technology is
establishing and accumulating in a coevolution with the market. On the other
hand, a transplant-based process technology is an outcome of a coevolution with
the market starting from expansion to maturation. However, not all home-based
process technologies necessarily become transplant-based automatically over
time. The change is related to the degree of adaptation of the process technology
under different circumstances. This degree of adaptation is proportional to the
degree of embodiment of the process technology incorporated into production
facilities. So, the lower the degree of embodiment, the lower is the degree of
adaptation of the process technology in another environment. In this case, it
becomes difficult for the home-based to be modified into transplant-based.
Inversely, the change becomes easier, if the degree of embodiment is higher. In
other words, the degree of adaptation would be inversely proportional to the
degree of embodiment instilled into skilled workers and organizations. So, as the
degree of embodiment into men and organizations becomes higher, the
possibility of changing the type of a process technology becomes lower.

Silicon Valley is considered to have been the center of the dot-com bubble
which started from the mid-1990s and collapsed after the NASDAQ stock
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market began to decline dramatically in April 2000. During the bubble era, real
estate prices reached unprecedented levels. For a brief time, Sand Hill Road was
home to the most expensive commercial real estate in the world, and the
booming economy resulted in severe traffic accumulation.

Even after the dot-com crash, Silicon Valley continues to maintain its
status as one of the top research and development centers in the world. In 2013
Wall Street Journal story found that 13 of the 20 most inventive towns in
America were in California, and 10 of those were in Silicon Valley [2]. San Jose
led the list with 3,867 utility patents filed in 2013, and number two was
Sunnyvale, at 1,881 utility patents.

In this paper, we have focused on the coevolution of technology,
institutions and organizations by investigating theoretical background, analyzing
transformations which take place in Silicon Valley. In this essay my
evolutionary treatment of organizations and technologies presents Silicon Valley
as a complex tapestry replete with commensurate coevolution within which both
have shaped each other and created routines and a cultural gestalt that is self-
reinforcing. The organizations in the support infrastructure function as an initial
selection mechanism. Firms without the perceived requisite potential for outside
capital gains are not funded, while ideas that appear to be sound — by the
standards of the support network — receive funding, thereby perpetuating their
survival. In this ecosystem, actor, incentives, technological trajectories, and
business models have coevolved and become mutually reinforcing. The world of
technology is set to face a challenging year in 2013 but many in the industry say
it will weather the storm better than the rest of the US. Maggie Shiels presented
the first of a two-part assessment of how technology will fare over the next 12
months. Despite the continuing fall out from the global credit crisis, there is a
mood of optimism around Silicon Valley, which is perhaps not that unusual
given its «can do» reputation.

2012 has already shown that everyone from the lowest to the highest paid
has been tightening their belts. That is just as true when it comes to technology
spending. And while the figures look bleak for 2013, some are hoping a creative
approach will keep things going. Demand for products related to
semiconductors, Silicon Valley's bellwether, is weakening. Industry trade group
SEMI expects a 21% decline next year in equipment sales, following a 28%
decline this year. Overall, the dotcom bust resulted in spending declines of
around 20% while industry experts are pegging it at around 4-5% for 2013.
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However Logitech, the world's biggest producer of computer control
devices like mice, trackballs and touchpads, said while budget managers will be
looking to cut back on spending they will hopefully be doing so with a new
twist. «The big challenge out there is whether people will buy new systems in
2015,» said Logitech's general manager Rory Dooley. During the next year
company is going to open a $900 million special fund for green investments.
Not surprisingly the company's John Doerr has called clean tech the «biggest
economic opportunity of this century» and «the mother of all markets». At the
moment we look at our machines and they look at us but they don't have the
sense of physical touch or feedback. So this is the way to give sensory touch
between machines and humans. To his point of view we are standing at the
threshold of the «sensor revolution» which is about to deliver robots into our
lives, because the thing is that in a couple of years everything is going to amaze
and astound people the way the PC did and the web did, is going to be
ubiquitous robots.
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3.5. Marketing Research

Marketing research is a form of business research and is generally divided
into two categories: consumer market research and business-to-business (B2B)
market research, which was previously known as industrial marketing research.
Consumer marketing research studies the buying habits of individual people
while business-to-business marketing research investigates the markets for
products sold by one business to another (Paul Hague, at all, 2006). Consumer
marketing research is a form of applied sociology that concentrates on
understanding the behaviours, whims and preferences, of consumers in a
market-based economy, and aims to understand the effects and comparative
success of marketing campaigns. The field of consumer marketing research as a
statistical science was pioneered by Arthur Nielsen with the founding of the
ACNielsen Company in 1923 [13].

So, marketing research is the systematic and objective identification,
collection, analysis, and dissemination of information for the purpose of
assisting management in decision making related to the identification and
solution of problems and opportunities in marketing. The goal of marketing
research is to identify and assess how changing elements of the marketing mix
impacts customer behaviour.

Market research and marketing research are often confused. “Market”
research is simply research into a specific market. It is a very narrow concept.
“Marketing” research is much broader. It not only includes “market” research,
but also areas such as research into new products, or modes of distribution such
as via the Internet [2].

Here are the other forms of research in business:

1. Market research is broader in scope and examines all aspects of a
business environment. It asks questions about competitors, market structure,
government regulations, economic trends, technological advances, and
numerous other factors that make up the business environment (see
environmental scanning). Sometimes the term refers more particularly to the
financial analysis of companies, industries, or sectors. In this case, financial
analysts usually carry out the research and provide the results to investment
advisors and potential investors.

2. Product research. This looks at what products can be produced with
available technology, and what new product innovations near-future technology
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can develop (see new product development).

3. Advertising research is a specialized form of marketing research
conducted to improve the efficacy of advertising. Copy testing, also known as
"pre-testing”, is a form of customized research that predicts in-market
performance of an ad before it airs, by analyzing audience levels of attention,
brand linkage, motivation, entertainment, and communication, as well as
breaking down the ad’s flow of attention and flow of emotion. Pre-testing is also
used on ads still in rough (ripomatic or animatic) form.

Marketing research specifies the information required to address these
issues, designs the methods for collecting information, manages and implements
the data collection process, analyzes, and communicates the findings and their
implications” [9].

The marketing research process includes the systematic identification,
collection, analysis and distribution of information for the purpose of knowledge
development and decision making. The reasons and times at which your
company or organization might consider performing marketing research varies,
but the general purpose of gaining intelligence for decision making remains
constant throughout.

Marketing research can provide small business owners with the
information they need to answer a wide range of questions, including: Who are
my customers? Where are they located? How much and how often will they
buy? and What product attributes do they prefer? Given the importance of
market research — and its potential cost — experts recommend that businesses
follow a step-by-step approach in order to gain the most benefits from their
research activities.

Also, marketing research can be costly. It is often even more costly to
make erroneous decisions based upon bad or inadequate information. In fact, an
average business spends between 25 and 50 percent of its annual marketing
budget on research activities. Conducting large-scale market research in-house is
not possible for many small businesses, since it requires a comprehensive
understanding of the problem to be addressed, the market, and the application of
research procedures. But there is a great deal of helpful information available to
entrepreneurs who know where to look, and there are many consultants,
advertising firms, and marketing research specialists who offer their services to
small businesses for a fee.

Traditionally, marketing researchers were responsible for providing the
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relevant information and marketing decisions were made by the managers.
However, the roles are changing and marketing researchers are becoming more
involved in decision making, whereas marketing managers are becoming more
involved with research. The role of marketing research in managerial decision
making is explained further using the framework of the DECIDE model:

D — Define the marketing problem

E — Enumerate the controllable and uncontrollable decision factors

C — Collect relevant information

I — Identify the best alternative

D — Develop and implement a marketing plan

E — Evaluate the decision and the decision process[9].

The DECIDE model conceptualizes managerial decision making as a
series of six steps. There are: 1. Problem definition; 2. Development of an
approach to the problem; 3. Research design formulation; 4. Field work or data
collection; 5. Data preparation and analysis; 6. Report preparation and
presentation [1].

For these reasons, interviews with experts are more useful in conducting
marketing research for industrial firms and for products of a technical nature,
where it is relatively easy to identify and approach the experts. This method is
also helpful in situations where little information is available from other sources,
as in the case of radically new products.

There are two main sources of data — primary and secondary. A company
collects primary research by gathering original data. Secondary research is
conducted on data published previously and usually by someone else. Secondary
research costs far less than primary research, but seldom comes in a form that
exactly meets the needs of the researcher. Primary research is conducted from
scratch. It is original and collected to solve the problem in hand. Secondary
research, also known as desk research, already exists since it has been collected
for other purposes. Secondary data are data collected for some purpose other
than the problem at hand. Primary data, on the other hand, are originated by the
researcher for the specific purpose of addressing the research problem.
Secondary data include information made available by business and government
sources, commercial marketing research firms, and computerized databases.
Secondary data are an economical and quick source of background information.
Analysis of available secondary data is an essential step in the problem
definition process: primary data should not be collected until the available
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secondary data have been fully analyzed [5].

Primary marketing research is collected for the first time. It is original and
collected for a specific purpose, or to solve a specific problem. It is expensive,
and time consuming, but is more focused than secondary research. There are
many ways to conduct primary research. We consider some of them: Interviews,
mystery shopping, focus groups, projective techniques, product tests, diaries,
omnibus studies, interviews.

This is the technique most associated with marketing research. Interviews
can be telephone, face-to-face, or over the Internet. Companies will set up
mystery shopping campaigns on an organizations behalf. Often used in banking,
retailing, travel, cafes and restaurants, and many other customers focused
organizations, mystery shoppers will enter, posing as real customers. They
collect data on customer service and the customer experience. Findings are
reported back to the commissioning organization. There are many issues
surrounding the ethics of such an approach to research. Focus groups are made
up from a number of selected respondents based together in the same room.
Highly experienced researchers work with the focus group to gather in depth
qualitative feedback. Groups tend to be made up from 10 to 18 participants.
Discussion, opinion, and beliefs are encouraged, and the research will probe into
specific areas that are of interest to the company commissioning the research.
Projective techniques are borrowed from the field of psychology. They will
generate highly subjective qualitative data. There are many examples of such
approaches including: Inkblot tests — look for images in a series of inkblots
Cartoons — complete the “bubbles” on a cartoon series Sentence or story
completion Word association — depends on very quick (subconscious) responses
to words Psychodrama — Imagine that you are a product and describe what it is
like to be operated, warn, or used. Product tests are often completed as part of
the “test” marketing process. Products are displayed in a mall of shopping
center. Potential customers are asked to visit the store and their purchase
behavior is observed. Observers will contemplate how the product is handled,
how the packing is read, how much time the consumer spends with the product,
and so on. Diaries are used by a number of specially recruited consumers. They
are asked to complete a diary that lists and records their purchasing behavior of
a period of time (weeks, months, or years). It demands a substantial commitment
on the part of the respondent. However, by collecting a series of diaries with a
number of entries, the researcher has a reasonable picture of purchasing
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behavior. An omnibus study is where an organization purchases a single or a
few questions on a 'hybrid' interview (either face-to-face or by telephone). The
organization will be one of many that simply want to a straightforward answer
to a simple question. An omnibus survey could include questions from
companies in sectors as diverse as heath care and tobacco. The research is far
cheaper and commits less time and effort than conducting your own research.

Secondary marketing research, or desk research already exist in one form
or another. It is relatively cheap, and can be conducted quite quickly. However,
it tends to have been collected for reasons other than for the problem or
objective at hand. So its may be untargeted, and difficult to use to make
comparisons (e.g. financial data gather on Australian pensions will be different
to data on Italian pensions). There are a number of such sources available to the
marketer, and the following list is by no means conclusive: trade associations,
national and local press Industry magazines, national (international)
governments, websites Informal contacts, trade directories, published company
accounts, business libraries, professional institutes and organizations, omnibus
surveys, previously gathered marketing research, census data Public records.

Basically, marketing research uses the following types of research
methods:

Qualitative marketing research — generally used for exploratory purposes
— small number of respondents — not generalizable to the whole population —
statistical significance and confidence not calculated — examples include focus
groups, in depth interviews, and projective techniques.

Qualitative research methods are used primarily to define a problem and
generate hypotheses. They are often used as the prelude to quantitative research
in order to identify determinants, and develop quantitative research designs.
Because of the low number of respondents involved, qualitative research
methods cannot be used to generalize to the whole population. They are
however, very valuable for exploring an issue and are used by almost all
researchers. They can be better than quantitative research at probing below the
surface in order to understand what drives and motivates behavior [4].

Most qualitative methods use a direct approach: they clearly disclose the
purpose of the study and the organization that commissioned it. Questions are
direct and to the point. Many other qualitative techniques use an indirect
approach. The true intent of the research is disguised, either by claiming a false
purpose or by omitting any reference to the study’s purpose. Some researchers
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have ethical misgivings about the deceit involved in this approach. Those
researchers that use this approach feel that it provides the more honest and
accurate responses. If disguised methods are used, all respondents should, on
completion, attend a debriefing session in which the true purpose of the research
is given and the reason for the deception explained.

Researchers often use more than one research design. They may start with
secondary research to get background information, and then conduct a focus
group (qualitative research design) to explore the issues. Finally they might do a
full nation-wide survey (quantitative research design) in order to devise specific
recommendations for the client. Organizations engage in marketing research for
two reasons: 1 — to identify and 2 — solve marketing problems. This distinction
serves as a basis for classifying marketing research into problem identification
research and problem solving research [9].

Problem identification research is undertaken to help identify problems
which are, perhaps, not apparent on the surface and yet exist or are likely to
arise in the future. Examples of problem identification research include market
potential, market share, brand or company image, market characteristics, sales
analysis, short-range forecasting, long range forecasting, and business trends
research. A survey of companies conducting marketing research indicated that
97 percent of those who responded were conducting market potential, market
share, and market characteristics research. About 90 percent also reported that
they were using other types of problem identification research. Research of this
type provides information about the marketing environment and helps diagnose
a problem. For example, a declining market potential indicates that the firm is
likely to have a problem achieving its growth targets. Similarly, a problem exists
if the market potential is increasing but the firm is losing market share. The
recognition of economic, social, or cultural trends, such as changes in consumer
behaviour, may point to underlying problems or opportunities. The importance
of undertaking problem identification research for the survival and long term
growth of a company is exemplified by the case of PIP printing company. Once
a problem or opportunity has been identified, as in the case of PIP, problem
solving research is undertaken to arrive at a solution. The findings of problem
solving research are used in making decisions which will solve specific
marketing problems. More than two-thirds of companies conduct problem
solving research. Standardized services are research studies conducted for
different client firms but in a standard way. For example, procedures for
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measuring advertising effectiveness have been standardized so that the results
can be compared across studies and evaluative norms can be established. The
Starch Readership Survey is the most widely used service for evaluating print
advertisements; another well-known service is the Gallup and Robinson
Magazine Impact Studies. These services are also sold on a syndicated basis [2].

Customized services offer a wide variety of marketing research services
customized to suit a client's specific needs. Each marketing research project is
treated uniquely. Some marketing research firms that offer these services
include Burke Marketing Research, Market Facts, Inc., and Elrick & Lavidge.

Limited-service suppliers specialize in one or a few phases of the
marketing research project. Services offered by such suppliers are classified as
field services, coding and data entry, data analysis, analytical services, and
branded products. Field services collect data through mail, personal, or
telephone interviewing, and firms that specialize in interviewing are called field
service organizations. These organizations may range from small proprietary
organizations which operate locally to large multinational organizations with
WATS line interviewing facilities. Some organizations maintain extensive
interviewing facilities across the country for interviewing shoppers in malls
Coding and data entry services include editing completed questionnaires,
developing a coding scheme, and transcribing the data on to diskettes or
magnetic tapes for input into the computer. NRC Data Systems provides such
services.

Analytical services include designing and pretesting questionnaires,
determining the best means of collecting data, designing sampling plans, and
other aspects of the research design. Some complex marketing research projects
require knowledge of sophisticated procedures, including specialized
experimental designs, and analytical techniques such as conjoint analysis and
multidimensional scaling. This kind of expertise can be obtained from firms and
consultants specializing in analytical services.

Data analysis services are offered by firms, also known as tab houses,
which specialize in computer analysis of quantitative data such as those obtained
in large surveys. Initially most data analysis firms supplied only tabulations
(frequency counts) and cross tabulations (frequency counts that describe two or
more variables simultaneously). With the proliferation of software, many firms
now have the capability to analyze their own data, but data analysis firms are
still in demand. Branded marketing research products and services are
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specialized data collection and analysis procedures developed to address specific
types of marketing research problems. These procedures are patented, given
brand names, and marketed like any other branded product.

Marketing research is a huge topic area and has many processes,
procedures, and terminologies that build upon the points above.

New methodologies and new technologies are continually being adopted
by the marketing research industry. New research techniques provide deeper
insight into buyer behaviour, even using predictive models of how their
behaviour will change under alternative scenarios. The computer has been
integrated into nearly every phase of research, from computer-assisted telephone
and personal interviews to disk-by-mail data collection to Internet sampling. The
Internet has become the key portal for gathering secondary research. In addition
to access to public library databases, several sites exist exclusively to sell market
research reports on a broad variety of subjects (for example, Profound, Factiva,
Market Research.com). It is only a matter of time until Web-based survey
research becomes an industry norm.

Metodologia

Artykul jest analiza tematu tytulowego zagadnienia dokonana na
podstawie materialdow Ministerstwa Nauki i Szkolnictwa Wyzszego, danych
Gltoéwnego Urzedu Statystycznego, publikacji prasowych i internetowych oraz
dokumentow Wyzszej Szkoty Technicznej w Katowicach.

Przeprowadzono rowniez Dbadania ankietowe ws$rdd —studentow
studiujacych zaréwno na uczelniach publicznych i uczelniach niepublicznych

dotyczace oceny procesu ksztalcenia, zaplecza administracyjnego i
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infrastrukturalnego majace na celu poréwnanie w/w typow szkol wyzszych.
Ankiety poddano analizie oraz zaprezentowano wyniki.

Prywatne szkolnictwo wyzsze w Polsce

Za poczatek rozwoju niepublicznego szkolnictwa wyzszego w Polsce
mozna uzna¢ rok 1989. W pierwszych latach po transformacji ustrojowej,
stworzono dogodne warunki do zakladania przez prywatnych inwestorow
uczelni wyzszych. Dodatkowymi bodzcami do inwestowania w szkolnictwo
prywatne stal si¢ rozwd] nowych technologii niedostepnych w czasach
poprzedniego ustroju a w konsekwencji brak specjalistow na rynku pracy,
zalecenia pracodawcow odradzajacego si¢ sektora prywatnego skierowane do
swoich pracownikow, aby podnosi¢ kwalifikacje zawodowe, nowe perspektywy
inspirujace do wzrostu aspiracji edukacyjnej wsrod mlodziezy, jak rowniez
korzystna, w tym okresie, sytuacja demograficzna w kraju. To wszystko
spowodowato, ze w latach 1990-2006 polskie niepubliczne szkolnictwo wyzsze
stalosi¢ jednym z najbardziej dynamicznie rozwijajacych si¢ obszaréw zycia
spolecznego.

Wedlug danych Gtéwnego Urzedu Statystycznego (GUS), w 1990 r. na
polskich uczelniach, prywatnych oraz publicznych, zapisanych bylo 403,824
studentow, natomiast w roku akademickim 2005/2006 odnotowano historyczny
rekord, w ktorym liczba studentéw urosta prawie pigciokrotnie do 1.953.832.

Od roku 2006/2007 na studia zapisuje si¢ coraz mniej 0sob a tendencja
znizkowa z roku na rok nabiera dynamiki. Sytuacja taka spowodowana jest
trwajacym od kilku lat, nasyceniem rynku w wielu zawodach, czego
konsekwencja jest brak zatrudnienia dla absolwentow, jednak gléwnym
powodem coraz mniejszej liczby kandydatow na studia jest poglebiajacy sig niz
demograficzny. W roku akademickim 2011/2012, catkowita liczba o0sdb
odbywajacych studia spadta o 4,2% wobec poprzedniego roku akademickiego i
9,7% wobec rekordowego roku 2005/2006.

W  konczacym si¢ wlasnie roku akademickim 2013/2014 studia
rozpoczglo 476809 studentéw z tego 110360 studentdéw na uczelniach
prywatnych. Obecnie w Polsce funkcjonuje w sumie 467 uczelni, z czego 326 to
uczelnie niepubliczne, na ktorych ksztakei sig okoto 1,5 miliona studentow'.

Organizacja i wyniki badanankietowych

Do celéw niniejszej publikacji badaniami ankietowymi objg¢to w sumie 96
studentow, studiujacych zaréwno na uczelniach publicznych (UP) jak i

' Gtéwny Urzad Statystyczny (GUS)
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uczelniach (UN), przedstawicieli studiow stacjonarnych I-go stopnia, studiow
niestacjonarnych I-go stopnia oraz studidw stacjonarnych II-go stopnia i studiow
niestacjonarnych II-go stopnia. Pod wuwagg wzigto roéwniez studentow
jednolitych studiow magisterskich studiujacych w systemie stacjonarnym lub w
systemie niestacjonarnym.

Ankieta zawierata 30 pytan, w tym 29 pytan skategoryzowanych oraz 1
pytanie otwarte. Ankieta miata charakter anonimowy.

Pytania podzielono na trzy grupy tematyczne. Po pierwsze dotyczyly
oferty dydaktycznej studiow, po drugie funkcjonowania administracji uczelni i
struktur studenckich dziatajacych na uczelni i po trzecie infrastruktury uczelni.
Dodatkowo pytano o koszty zwigzane ze studiowaniem oraz ogblne
zadowolenia ze studiow na UP i UN. Respondenci w celu dokonania
pordéwnania tych dwdch typdw szkot wyzszych postuzyli si¢ skala ocen od 1 do
5 (1 — niedostateczny, 2 — mierny, 3 — dostateczny, 4 — dobry, 5 — bardzo dobry).

Celem badania byto poréwnanie UP z UN a na podstawie otrzymanych
wynikow podjgto probg zdiagnozowania najwazniejszych zagrozen oraz szans
rozwojowych dla UN.

Analiz¢ wynikéw rozpoczgto od charakterystyki studentow objetych
badaniami, majac na uwadze zmienne takie jak: kierunek studiow, studia I-go,
II-go stopnia czy jednolite magisterskie, studia stacjonarne na UP Iub UN oraz
studia niestacjonarne na UP Iub UN.

Badanych dobrano w ten sposdb, aby reprezentowali kierunki techniczne
(45 badanych z tej liczby 12 oso6b studiowato na studiach I-go stopnia i 33 na
studiach II-go stopnia) oraz kierunki humanistyczne (42 badanych z tego 15
osob studiowato na studiach I stopnia, 27 na studiach II-go stopnia) i 4 na
studiach jednolitych magisterskich.

Na studiach I-go stopnia na kierunkach technicznych 6 oséb studiowato
na UP oraz 6 na UN natomiast na kierunkach humanistycznych 8 o0s6b
reprezentowato UP natomiast 7 UN. Na studiach II-go stopnia na kierunkach
technicznych 23 pytanych studiowato na UP a 10 oséb na UN natomiast na
kierunkach humanistycznychl7 oséb na UP i 10 oséb na UN. Studia jednolite
magisterskie reprezentowaly 2 osoby z UP i 2 osoby z UN. Pozostate 5 0sob to
studiujacy na jednym typie uczelni kierunek techniczny a na drugim kierunek
humanistyczny. W tej grupie, wszyscy byli studentami studiow I-go stopnia.
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Ponizsze wyniki przedstawiaja $rednie wszystkich ocen wystawionych
przez respondentow w gléwnych obszarach tematycznych, ktére objeto
badaniami:

1. Oferta dydaktyczna studiow: UP — 2,49, UN — 3,38

2. Funkcjonowanie administracji uczelni i struktur studenckich: UP —
2,75, UN - 3,35

3. Infrastruktura uczelni: UP — 2,75, UN — 3,6.

Analizujac kolejne pytania zauwazono, ze respondenci chetniej polecaliby
swoim znajomym studia na UN a nizeli na UP. Poréwnujac koszty studiowania,
na studiach stacjonarnych korzystnie wypadlty UP, co oczywiste, gdyz studia
dziennena uczelniach panstwowych sa bezplatne, natomiast studia
niestacjonarne zgodnie z opiniami badanych sa drozsze na uczelniach
pafnstwowych w poréwnaniu z uczelniami prywatnymi. I wreszcie ogolne
zadowolenie ze studiow przez respondentéw zostato ocenione nastgpujaco: UP —
2, UN—4.

Zagrozenia dla rozwoju prywatnego szkolnictwa wyzszego

W chwili obecnej glownym problemem zwigzanym z rozwojem
szkolnictwa wyzszego zardwno prywatnego jak i panstwowego jest poglebiajacy
si¢ niz demograficzny.Dzi$§ ch¢tnych po indeks z kazdym rokiem ubywa o okoto
50 tysigcy. Wedlug danych Ministerstwa Nauki i Szkolnictwa Wyzszego niz
demograficzny rzadzi¢ bedzie polskimi uczelniami az do 2015 roku, kiedy
liczba studentow stopnieje do rekordowo niskiego poziomu 1,25 min.

Dominik Antonowicz i Bartlomiej Gorlewski — autorzy raportu
»Demograficzne tsunami” prognozuja z kolei, ze do 2020 roku liczba 19-latkow
w Polsce zmaleje z 481 tys. do zaledwie 361 tys. Maturzystow bedzie wsrod
nich mniej wigcej tylu, ile miejsc dla pierwszoroczniakow maja dzi§ bezptatne
uczelnie publiczne.

Tak, wigc problemy z rekrutacja w perspektywie kolejnych kilku lat beda
mialy przede wszystkim prywatne placowki. Wigkszo$¢ abiturientow z
pewnoscia w pierwszej kolejnosci sprobuje si¢ dostaé na bezplatne studia
panstwowe a dopiero pdzniej rozwazy platng nauke. Sytuacja taka moze
spowodowa¢ obnizenie poziomu nauczania w niepublicznych szkotach
wyzszych W mniejszych osrodkach akademickich. Istnieje,
bowiemniebezpieczenstwo, ze placowki zagrozone zamknigciem, jako jeden z
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elementow przyciagajacych nowych studentéw, bgda nieoficjalnie lansowac
haslo, ze u nich studiuje sie tatwiej”.

Kolejna bolaczka prywatnego szkolnictwa wyzszego w Polsce sa finanse.
Podstawowym zrodtem utrzymania uczelni niepublicznych jest czesne, ktorego
czesto nie starcza na pokrycie wszystkich potrzeb dziatania uczelni i stawia je z
gory w gorszej pozycji w stosunku do dofinansowanych z budzetu panstwa
uczelni  panstwowych.  Zdaniem  Huberta  Zalewskiego,  prezesa
Migdzyuczelnianego Ogolnopolskiego Niezaleznego Stowarzyszenia Studentow
Uczelni Niepublicznych, tylko ustanowienie wspotinansowania przez panstwo i
ograniczenie czesnego pozwoli na zrownanie dostgpu do szkot publicznych i
niepublicznych i wprowadzi realng konkurencje mi¢dzy uczelniami.

Czgsto warto$¢ dyplomu z uczelni panstwowej jest przedkladana przez
pracodawcow nad warto§¢ dyplomu zdobytego na uczelni prywatne;.
Niejednokrotnie z tego powodu studenci uczelni prywatnych studiujacy na
studiach pierwszego stopnia, mimo, ze sa zadowoleni ze swojej uczelni,
decyduja si¢ na kontynuacje studiow II stopniu na uczelni publicznej, czgsto
ksztalcacej na stabszym poziomie i gorzej wyposazonym tylko po to, aby moc
przedtozy¢ przysztemu pracodawcy dyplom magistra z uczelni panstwowe;.

Migdzy innymi w/w czynniki przyczyniaja si¢ do regresu polskiego
prywatnego szkolnictwa wyzszego. Notowany jest staly spadek prywatnych
uczelni, obecnie 27 uczelni niepublicznych jest w procesie likwidacji.

Szanse dla rozwoju prywatnego szkolnictwa wyzszego

Szansa na wysoki nabdr a co za tym idzie na utrzymanie uczelni nalezy
dopatrywac si¢ w kilku aspektach. Najwazniejsze z nich, jak wynika z badan
przeprowadzonych wsrdd studentéw I oraz II roku Wyzszej Szkoty Technicznej
w Katowicach, to proponowanie unikatowych kierunkow studiow, niebedacych
w ofercie edukacyjnej innych uczelniktérych absolwenci bez trudu znajda
zatrudnienie, wysoko wykwalifikowana kadra, zabieganie o studentéw z
zagranicy oraz zapewnienie najnowoczesniejszej bazy dydaktycznej’.

Cele te mozna osiagna¢ szukajac nowych specjalistycznych kierunkow
studiow stale obserwujac zapotrzebowanie na rynku pracy, zatrudniajac
wyktadowcow cenionych w $rodowisku akademickim, tworzac indywidualne
programy uczelniane zachgcajace studentéw z innych krajow do podjecia nauki

Analizujac wyniki przeprowadzonych badan, we wszystkich obszarach
tematycznych z zakresu, ktorych zadawano pytania, lepiej zostalo ocenione
szkolnictwo niepubliczne. Wyjatek stanowi koszt studidow niestacjonarnych,
ktory jest wyzszy na uczelniach prywatnych, gdyz na studiach dziennych w
szkolach panstwowych nauka jest bezptatna.

Zdaniem respondentéw atutem uczelni prywatnych jest lepiej
przygotowana oferta dydaktyczna, mniej rozbudowana i lepiej funkcjonujaca
administracja.Ponad to infrastruktura i wyposazenie stabilnych uczelni
niepublicznych zazwyczaj jest na zdecydowanie wyzszym poziomie niz czg¢sto
przestarzatych uczelni publicznych, co jest niezwykle istotne i decydujace o
wyborze szkoly wyzszej przez studentéw, dotyczy to przede wszystkim
kierunkoéw technicznych.

Pomimo, Ze, co wynika z badan, respondenci chgtniej polecaliby swoim
znajomym studia w szkole prywatnej niz panstwowej a ogolne zadowolenie ze
studiow zostato ocenione az o dwie noty wyzej na placéwkach prywatnych, to
jednak do dnia dzisiejszego szkoty panstwowe nosza miano uczelni elitarnych,
lepiej przygotowujacych do zawodu, ktorych dyplomy maja wigksza wartosé.
Dopoki nie zostanie zmienione myslenie spoleczenstwa o wyzszosci uczelni
panstwowych nad prywatnymi dopdki bedzie obowigzywal stereotyp, ze
uczelnie publiczne lepiej przygotowuja do zawodu dopoty rozwdj szkolnictwa
prywatnego bedzie stat pod znakiem zapytania.

Nalezy dodaé, ze fundusze europejskieodgrywaja istotna role w rozwoju
prywatnego szkolnictwa wyzszego, przy czym skorzysta¢é moga z
dofinansowania te uczelnie, ktére dysponuja kapitalem wilasnym (np. 15% w
przypadku rozbudowy, modernizacji czy wyposarzenia uczelni), co §wiadczy o
ich stabilnosci finansowej a to z kolei pozwala na skoncentrowaniu si¢ wtadz
uczelni na rozwoju szkoly a nie skupia uwagi i1 energii pracownikéw jak
przetrwaé przez kolejny rok akademicki.

Inny przyktad wykorzystania funduszy z programéw UE to np.
wprowadzenie przez Ministerstwo Nauki i Szkolnictwa Wyzszego programu
kierunkéw zamawianych w ramach Programu Operacyjnego Kapitat Ludzki
(2007-2013)Priorytet IV ,,Szkolnictwo wyzsze i nauka”, ktory przewiduje
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dofinansowanie ksztalcenia studentdow w dziedzinach kluczowych dla rozwoju
gospodarki kraju: matematycznych, technicznych i przyrodniczych®.

Istnieje wiele mozliwo$ci pozyskania funduszy europejskich na rozwoj
uczelni, istotne, zatem jest zaangazowanie kadry naukowo-dydaktyczne i
administracyjnej w rozwo6j uczelni. Zazwyczaj motywujaco na pracownikow
dziata widmo utraty pracy bedace inspiracja do poszukiwania funduszy i
mozliwo$ci utrzymania na rynku uczelni.

Wyzsza Szkota Techniczna w Katowicach — przyktad uczelni niepublicznej

Wyzsza  Szkota  Techniczna w  Katowicach w  kontekscie
przeprowadzonych badan moze zosta¢ zaprezentowana, jako modelowo
rozwijajaca si¢ prywatna uczelnia wyzsza, stawiajaca czola wszystkim
problemom wynikajacym z nizu demograficznego i konkurencji z uczelniami
panstwowymi.

Uczelnia powstata w 2003 roku, w pomieszczeniach dydaktycznych oraz
internacie Zespotu Szkot Budowlanych znajdujacych si¢ przy ulicy Rolnej 43 w
Katowicach. Jest pierwsza na Gornym Slasku, niepubliczna wyzsza uczelnia
prowadzaca studia techniczno-artystyczne, ktora ksztalci inzynier6w na
kierunku Gospodarka Przestrzenna i Mechatronika, inzynierow i magistrow na
kierunku Architektura i Urbanistyka oraz Budownictwo, magistrow na kierunku
Grafika, Aktorstwo oraz Realizacja Obrazu Filmowego, Telewizyjnego i
Fotografia, licencjatow i magistrow na kierunku Architektura Wngtrz oraz
licencjatbw na kierunku Wzornictwooraz Rezyseria. Ponadto Uczelnia
przygotowuje studia na kierunku Medycyna.

Z mys$la o zwigkszeniu konkurencyjno$ci oraz mozliwos¢ realizacji
ksztalcenia na odpowiednim, wysokim poziomie we wlasnym, nowoczesnym i
funkcjonalnym obiekcie dydaktycznym, wladze uczelni zlozyly wniosek o
dofinansowanie projektu pt. ,,Rozbudowa i kompleksowy remont oraz zakup
wyposazenia obiektow dydaktycznych  Wyziszej Szkoly Techmicznej w
Katowicach” w ramach Dziatania 8.1 Infrastruktura szkolnictwa wyzszego VIII
Priorytetu Infrastruktura edukacyjna Regionalnego Programu Operacyjnego
Wojewodztwa Slaskiego na lata 2007-2013.Catkowita warto$é realizacji
projektu wyniosta 24 229 623,69 PLN, a kwota dofinansowania 19 977 740,33
PLN, co stanowi 85% warto$ci kosztow kwalifikowanych projektu.Inwestycja
zostata zakonczona koncem pazdziernika 2011 roku’.

innowacji i transferu technologii. Umowa byla uwienczeniem, trwajacej od
wrzesnia 2011 roku, procedury aplikacyjnej w zakresie pozyskiwania funduszy
unijnych na utworzenie PN-T. Prace zostana sfinalizowane w roku 2014.

W wyniku realizacji projektow, WST w Katowicach uzyskata mozliwos¢
$wiadczenia wysokiej, jakosci ushug dydaktycznych na poziomie wyzszym w
nowoczesnych 1 funkcjonalnych obiektach odpowiadajacych europejskim
standardom.

Zbudowany na interdyscyplinarnej wiedzy, bogaty program studidéw,
przygotowuje studentdow na dwodch wydziatach tj.

Przyszto§¢ niepublicznego szkolnictwa wyzszego zostanie najpewniej
zweryfikowana przede wszystkim, przez jako$¢ ksztalcenia, oraz trafna oferte
edukacyjna przygotowana przez uczelnie.

Zdecydowanie spada liczba studentéw rozpoczynajacych studia na
kierunkach pedagogicznych, spotecznych, ekonomicznych i administracyjnych,
rolniczych 1ikierunkach zwiazanych zustugami dla ludno$ci (turystyka,
rekreacja, kosmetologia itd.), przy jednoczesnym wzroscie liczby przyjetych na
kierunki $ciste i1 techniczne.Nawet w obliczu nizu demograficznego liczba
studentow  w podgrupach  matematycznej i statystycznej, inzynieryjno-
technicznej czy architektury i budownictwa zwickszyla sie®. Dlatego tez
strategie rozwoju uczelni niepublicznych powinny koncentrowaé si¢ na
kierunkach perspektywicznych. Jednak prowadzenie kierunkéw technicznych
wymaga o wiele wigkszych naktadéw finansowych, gdyz do tego typu studiow
niezbedne sa np. kosztowne laboratoria, niz do prowadzenia kierunkéw
humanistycznych. Tworzac uczelnie techniczne inwestorzy nie sa nastawieni na
tak zwany szybki zysk, lecz planuja inwestycje dtugoterminowe, co $wiadczy o
ich stabilnoéci finansowej. Budowanie statecznej uczelni o rozwinigtej
infrastrukturze $wiadczacej wysoki poziom edukacyjny to proces mozolny i
dtugotrwaty.

Tak od podstaw byta i wciaz jest tworzona Wyzsza Szkota Techniczne w
Katowicach, ktéora ma aspiracje przetrwania obecnych trudnych czasow dla
szkolnictwa wyzszego.

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5.4. Profilaktyka zachowan ryzykownych mlodziezy na Ukrainie

Problemem profilaktyki spoteczno-pedagogicznej narkomanii w naszych
czasach zainteresowani sa nie tylko pedagodzy, ale cale spoleczenistwo ze
wzgledu na skalg rozprzestrzeniania si¢ tego zjawiska wsréd milodziezy.
Krajowi uczeni sa zgodni, ze ukraifskie spoleczenstwo nie jest jeszcze w peini
swiadome tego, jaka nieodwracalng szkodg powoduje dla niego uzaleznienie od
narkotykow, jakie zagrozenie stanowi dla zdrowia fizycznego i moralnego
narodu, potencjatu intelektualnego i gospodarczego kraju.

Problem ten glgboko zwiazany jest z waznym zadaniem praktycznym
nowoczesnych nauk pedagogicznych, a mianowicie jest to zapobieganie
zachowaniom dewiacyjnym miodziezy w celu petnego rozwoju spoteczenstwa
wspolczesnego, przystosowania spolecznego milodziezy. Rosnace znaczenie
spoleczne problemu narkomanii wérod nastolatkéw przekonuje o potrzebie
uzasadnienia  naukowego  warunkéw  pedagogicznych  zwigkszajacych
efektywnos¢ profilaktyki tej niebezpiecznej choroby, okreslenia tresci, formy i
metody zapobiegania narkomanii w$réd mlodziezy szkolnej i studenckiej w
krajowym systemie szkolnym. Znaczacy wklad w rozwdj zasad spoteczno-
pedagogicznych zapobiegania zachowaniom dewiacyjnym uczniéw wniesli tacy
krajowi 1 zagraniczni uczeni: W. Bitenski, O. Liczko, W. Orzechowska, I.
Ruszczenko, J. Swiezencowa i inni. Istotne w zakresie znalezienia skutecznych
sposobow zapobiegania narkomanii 1 zwiazanym 2z nigq przestgpstwom
nastolatkow zostaly badania L. Kolesowa, N. Maksimowej, M. Okarynskiego,
A. Panczenki, O. Pilipenki, T. Fedorczenko; potrzebe spotecznego i prawnego
zabezpieczenia profilaktyki sklonno$ci mlodziezy uczniowskiej do narkotykow
badane przez W. Barkg, A. Bowt, W.Orzechowska, H.Ponomarenko, W.
Syniowego, M. Ficule i innych naukowcow'.

Zycie nastolatkéw wspolczesnych stalo sie bardziej doroste, petne
nietypowych dla nich probleméw. Zmiana systemu warto$ci doprowadzita do
wyréwnania norm prawnych, moralnych, spotecznych. Brak u mtodych ludzi
konstruktywnych umiejetnosci komunikacyjnych, ogdlnych podstawowych
zasad zrozumienia spotecznych procesow i zjawisk prowadzi do konfliktu,
stresu, nieodpowiedniego zachowania spotecznego, a w konsekwencji — do
"ucieczki od rzeczywistosci" w alkoholizm, narkomanig, wirtualny S$wiat

Najbardziej niszczycielskie skutki maja rozprzestrzeniajace si¢ natogi.
Narkomanii rozprzestrzenia si¢ w postgpie geometrycznym, stopniowo staje si¢
stylem zycia nastolatkow, mtodziezy, czyni krzywdg bliskim i otoczeniu
narkomandw, cetemu spoteczenstwu’

Z badan przeprowadzonych przez S. Sliwe wynika, Ze najwazniejszym
problem jaki dotyczy mlodziezy wykolejonej spotecznie jest palenie papierosow
(63,6%). Inne glowne problemy jakie dotycza nieletnich to agresja, popetnienie
czyndéw karalnych, naduzywanie alkoholu, zazywanie narkotykéw, kradzieze
(takze jako czyn karalny), ucieczki z placowki, przemoc oraz akty wandalizmu
oraz udzial w grupie przestepczej °.

Badacz problemow zapobiegania nalogéw u dzieci T. Tarasowa zauwaza,
ze w Rocznym sprawozdaniu (2010), wedlug wynikéw badan «Zdrowie i
targetowanie behawioralne miodziezy uczniowskiej» prowadzonych przez
Ukrainski Instytut badan socjologicznych im. O. Jaremenko w ramach
migdzynarodowego projektu "HBSC» na Ukrainie pali — 45,7% chlopcow i
35,5% dziewczat, spozywa alkohol — 68% chlopcow i1 64% dziewczat.
Najczesciej uzywanymi w tym wieku $rodkami narkotycznymi sa marihuana lub
haszysz (13,1%). Wéréd mtodziezy uczniowskiej wziewne stosowanie stanowi
3,4%, substancje psychoaktywne i uspokajajace — 4,2%.

Rozpowszechnionym ws$réd uczniow narkotykiem jest ekstaza (3%),
czgsto nazywana "disco" narkotykiem. Co drugiemu uczeniowi w wieku 13-16
lat przynajmniej raz zaproponowano narkotyki i okoto jednej trzeciej, niestety
skorzystala z tej propozycji*.

Wedtug danych Panstwowego Komitetu Statystyki Ukrainy w 2009 roku
popetniono 439.500 zbrodni o 12,6% wigcej w poréwnaniu z 2008 r., z ktorych
6,1% zostato popetnione przez nieletnich”.

Jak juz wspomniano, obecnie istnieje tendencja do wzrostu przejawdw
zachowan dewiacyjnych wsréd dzieci i mtodziezy, przypadkow wczesnej
aktywnos$ci seksualnej nadal ro$nie liczba urodzen na poczatku dziewczat: w
2009 r. wzrosta o 15,6% w porownaniu do 2005 r. Ogdlna czgstosé

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wystgpowania wczesnych urodzen w ostatnich latach stanowi 9,1-10,8 na 1000
odpowiedniej populacji, znacznie wyzsze niz w rozwini¢tych krajach
europejskich (3,0-4,0). Jesli w 2005 roku odsetek nieslubnych urodzen matek
ponizej 18 roku zycia stanowit 39%, to nastepnie w 2009 r. ponad 45%°.

W szybkim tempie w kraju rozprzestrzenia si¢ HIV. Najbardziej narazona
kategoria wiekowa jest mlodziez w wieku 15-29 lat, do ktdrej nalezy co drugi
zarazony HIV. W 2009 r. ponad 77% wsrod zakazonych HIV obywateli Ukrainy
stanowili osoby wieku reprodukcyjnego — 15-49 lat.

Jednak w ostatnich latach zmniejszyta si¢ ilos¢ przypadkow zakazenia
wirusem HIV w grupie wiekowej 15-24 lat. Sposrod wszystkich pierwszych
zgloszonych przypadkow zakazenia wirusem HIV: w 2006 — 16%, w 2007 r. —
15%, w 2008 1. — 13%, w 2009 . — 12% .

Wskazuje to na stabilizacje sytuacji epidemii zakazen wirusem HIV
poprzez zmiang zachowan mtodych ludzi na mniej ryzykowane.

W styczniu 2010 roku wedtug oficjalnych statystyk Ministerstwa Zdrowia
na Ukrainie zarejestrowano 162591 przypadkéw zakazenia HIV (od pierwszego
przypadku wykrycia infekcji w roku 1987)°.

Wedhug stwierdzenia szefa Centrum Analiz Spoteczno-Politycznych
Pafstwowego Instytutu Rodziny i Mlodziezy N. Tilikina, jednym z gtéwnych
czynnikow epidemii HIV / AIDS jest stosowanie dozylnych narkotykow — 63%
wszystkich zakazonych HIV. Dlatego, dostepno$¢ programoéw zapobiegania i
leczenia tych ludzi, zgodnie z opinig dyrektora Centrum, ma decydujacy wptyw
na mozliwos$ci kontroli epidemii9.

Oczywiscie, narkotyki nie sa zgodne z wysokiej jakoSci nauczaniem, z
obowiazkiem pracy, prowadzi do deformacji jednostki, zmniejszenie
catkowitego potencjatu intelektualnego oraz poglebia kryzys demograficzny w
kraju. Ocena objektywna rzeczywistego stanu wychowania mlodego pokolenia
pokazuje, Zze jego poziom nie spetnia wspolczesnych potrzeb. Wedtug doktora
nauk pedagogicznych, profesor W. Orzechowskiej, objawy dewiacyjnych
zachowan wsrod dzieci i mtodziezy przyczyniaja si¢:

Definicje narkomanii sformutowano juz w 1952 roku przez Swiatowa

Organizacj¢ Zdrowia: narkomania uwazany jest stan okresowej lub

przewleklej intoksykacji, szkodliwej dla czlowieka 1 spoleczenstwa,
spowodowanej przez wielokrotne uzywanie narkotykow"'".

Przez Konwencje o $rodkach narkotycznych, zauwazono, ze uzaleznienie
od narkotykdw — to zlo, ktére dotyka zardwno jednostek, jak i ludzkosci w
ogoble, jest spoteczne i gospodarcze zagrozenia dla poszczegdlnych panstw i
spolecznosci migdzynarodowej. Narkomania jest negatywnym zjawiskiem
spotecznym, bgdacym zbiorem niemoralnych czyndéw, sprzecznych z ogoélnie
przyjetymi normami zachowania i jest §ci§le zwiazane z przestgpczoscia.

Wséréd milodych narkomanow czeste sa przestgpstwa zwiazane z
magazynowaniem i dystrybucja narkotykdow, kradziezami, chuliganstwem.
Szereg przestgpstw popetniaja oni w stanie upojenia narkotycznego.
Czynnikami  aktywujacymi narkotyzm 1 szybko rozprzestrzeniajacymi
narkomani¢ sq odpowiednie osobiste patologiczne cechy charakteru. Sktonnos¢
do korzystania z substancji psychoaktywnych najtatwiej formowuje si¢ u 0séb o
charakterze niestabilnym.

Wozrasta liczba przestgpstw zwiazanych z narkotykami, popelianych
przez nieletnich, od 1 pazdziernika 2007 r. na terenie Ukrainy popetniono 55760
narkoprzestepstw, w tym 31.911 zidentyfikowanych oséb, ktore popetnity
przestepstwa zwiazane z narkotykami, 744 — osoby w wieku od 14 do 17 lat'?.

Na Ukrainie problem walki z narkomania nabiera znaczenia
ogbélnopanstwowego. W systemie ochrony prawa funkcjonuje Oddziat
Zwalczania Handlu Narkotykami, ktéory ma pododdzialy we wszystkich

2) spoleczno-ekonomiczne: organizacja przez Ministerstwo Zdrowia
Ukrainy przetargdw do rozwoju lekow w profilaktyce (leczeniu), wprowadzeniu
srodkéw w rehabilitacji i leczeniu narkomanii;

liceach, szkotach zawodowych, uczelniach wyzszych"".

W sytuacji skutecznej realizacji i wdrozenie proponowanych Srodkéw
zapobiegania przestgpstwom zwigzanym z narkotykami i popetlnianym przez
nieletnich, identyfikacji przyczyn, mechanizméw i motywacji poszczegdlnych
zachowan przestgpczych nieletnich nalezy oczekiwa¢ zminimalizowania uzycia
narkotykdw wsrdd nieletnich, co z kolei jest jedna z gwarancji zdrowego
narodu, dobrobytu spoteczno-gospodarczego, zmniejszenia przestepczosci w
kraju.

Profilaktyka spofeczno-edukacyjna narkomanii — rodzaj dzialalnosci
spolecznej skierowanej ku realizacji przedsigwzig¢ edukacyjnych i
zapobiegawczych oraz wdrazania pedagogicznych modeli wplywu na
osobowo$¢ w celu zapobiezenia uzywaniu narkotykow, napojow alkoholowych.
Opiera si¢ na szybkim wykryciu 1 korekcie negatywnych czynnikow
informacyjnych,  pedagogicznych,  psychologicznych, organizacyjnych,
powodujacych zmiany w psychicznym i spotecznym rozwoju dzieci i mtodziezy
w ich zachowaniu, zdrowiu, organizacji zycia i wypoczynku.

Nalezy podkresli¢, ze aby profilaktyka wobec nieletnich zagrozonych
wykluczeniem spolecznym byta skuteczna musi by¢ zorganizowana systemowo.
Dopiero wsparcie wielu 0sob i instytucji moze da¢ pozadane efekty. Pojedyncza
dziatalno$¢, akcyjno$¢ podejmowanych dziatan, czy tez objgcie pomoca
wylacznie jednostki, a nie rodziny oraz spoteczno$¢ lokalna, moze prowadzi¢ do
braku efektywnosci przeciwdziatania wykluczeniu spotecznemu .

Na podstawie prac naukowcéw S. Maksymenko, W. Orzechowskie;j,
M.Suprun, T. Tarasowej, 1. Szyszowa i in. sprobujemy uogoélni¢ podstawy
teoretyczne 1 metodologiczne profilaktyki spotecznej 1 pedagogicznej
narkomanii wérod mtodziezy.

Tres¢ profilaktyki spotecznej i pedagogicznej narkomanii:

ksztaltowanie pozycji (relacji, motywoéw 1 zachowan) do Zzycia bez
narkotykow;

rozpowszechnianie informacji profilaktyktycznej (druk, media, kontakty
osobiste, inne formy pracy socjalne;j);

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5.5. Teacher personality in the view of high-school students™

Introduction

Teacher, student and school remain in a close correlation, interacting with
one other and none can exist without the other, neither a teacher without a
student or a student without a teacher, nor a school without a teacher or a
student. However, a reliable statement repeated for a long time now, is that a
school teacher shapes student personality, and it also seems to be certain that
teacher personality has a great influence during student’s educational process.
Going further one can conclude that if the personality of the teacher not right to
work with a student, then students’ willingness to stay at school, and in
consequence to learn, is decreasing. Therefore, in the opinion of students,
teacher personality, or to be more precise, desired teacher personality is of
utmost importance and that is why the subject of my interest, and this work, is
the desired teacher personality.

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In social terms, teacher personality is very important as it is personality
that decides whether teacher possesses driving force that gives a chance for
room of the individual’s mentality, attitudes, objectives, pursuits, beliefs. If
teacher possesses the ability to influence student by using his personality, it is
possible that in the future the fully shaped citizen (earlier a student) will be
carrying life at least socially recognised as positive, meaning without any bad
habits, having a job, a family or even will be able to have positive influence on
other people. Therefore, education is admitted as a factor deciding on the
improvement of life conditions, preventing from various social pathologies,
allowing to overcome any pathologies, developing human potential. Broadly
speaking, education develops society.

Thus, it is obvious that a student who does not like a teacher, does not
fully participate in classes and frequently looses opportunity of personal
development, but also in a wider sense, of social development. Hence, the
problem of desired teacher personality is socially important and it has been
agreed it is worth it become the subject of scientific researches.

Teacher personality in psychological, humanistic and sociological
perspective

In psychological perspective it was mainly focused on personality.
Teacher also wanted to be seen as personification of all virtues. Such
recognition of teacher as excellence with some corrections has lasted until
present times. We speak of it using psychological language and applying such
terms like: model, ideal or talent, instinct or vocation, mission, but also a
definition of serving children needs is used.

Jan Wiadystaw Dawid is one of the representatives of teacher personality
aspect. He believed that teacher should be a model, whereas educative efficiency
of a teacher is determined by the type of person a teacher is. “A bad person
cannot be a good teacher, it is his denial. Such person can teach something,
exercise, but will not bring happiness from the process of recognition, will not
stimulate interests, will not embed an attitude of trust to other person, will not
bring faith in disinterestedness of good intentions, will not develop strength that

951

can shape future life”' — this value of “spiritual life”” is stressed by J. W. Dawid.
This consists in the ability to claim the states of others and inform on own ones.

It is difficult to gain a relationship between teacher and student if they are aliens

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to each other, if there is no openness and they have little knowledge about
themselves. Dawid requires a lot from teacher: “sense of responsibility,
commitment, search for improvement, internal veracity, moral courage,
willingness to overcome difficulties and to sacrifice offerings.”” The set of
characteristics making the picture of a vocated teacher, Dawid defines in a
common category calling it “the love of souls.” In his understanding it is the
essence of teaching and causative power of teaching. Moreover, crucial is also
approving individual activity of a teacher allowing to find what is the final value
generated by upbringing.

Another representative of teacher personality aspect are Zygmunt
Mystakowski and Stefan Szuman. When defining work of teacher they applied a
term of talent. Following Z. Mystakowski “(...) talent is an inherent
psychological and physical benefit, owing to which a person can execute some

particular types of activities (...) more efficiently.”

than others. However, just
possessing some benefits does not prejudge the talent, but the ability to use such
benefits appropriately. As a prevailing distinctive feature of the so named talent
Mystakowski adopted the “ability to establish contacts easily — a way of
communication of two persons through a mental response existing between
them, community of significance, feelings and reaction.”® Ability to establish
contacts easily is a determinant for success as a teacher.

Stefan Szuman understands talent as “a set of skills. As a skill he
considers a specific mental feature, (...) enabling to perform some activities on a
high level.”” Talent is not an inherent feature. S. Szuman stresses there are two
essential features when talking about an outstanding teacher: “(...) what a given
teacher possesses, has collected and has to give out (...) — richness of
personality. The other (...) feature is the ability to manage this resource
efficiently. (...) Furthermore, the material for pedagogical talent is also mature

character, ethical values, extensive knowledge, and beautiful sou
crucial is also harmony, creation of integrated entity.
Another representative of teacher personality aspect is Mieczystaw

Kreutz, who in his discourse titled Teacher Personality, presents conditions that

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should occur to discuss teacher personality that will be educationally effective.
He analyses the psychological concept of Dawid on the love of human souls of
which he ,,chooses peoples’ love (with a correction that it is not simply the
matter of the love of souls, but the entire person) and willingness to influence

society.”

M. Kreutz recognizes these attributes as indispensable and specific in
the profession of a teacher. Whereas as mnon-specific attributes Kreutz
acknowledges ethical values (sense of responsibility, need for excellence,
commitment, moral courage, internal veracity) — he omits these features as they
also refer to other professions (despite this he acknowledges their importance
regarding teacher). Kreutz supplements Dawid’s concept with a category of
suggestive abilities.”'® These decide on efficient upbringing, through the
activation of potential personal characteristics of teacher. Suggestive abilities
mainly depend on emotional intelligence. “Great role is played by physical
features: appearance, voice, a certain amount of acting. Persons possessing such
abilities can be characterized by self-confidence (and connected with it internal
peace and courage to act), faith in oneself (in the veracity of convictions),

uncompromising attitude and straightforwardness of actions.”"!

Despite deep
analysis of teacher personality, Kreutz stated it is impossible to define an ideal
image of a teacher, "(...) as it is impossible to definitely decide which out of
many views of the world and life is the most appropriate and which is of the
utmost value.""?

The representative of viewing a teacher from psychological perspective is
Stefan Baley. As an attribute of teacher personality S. Baley considered
educational skill, being a collection of specific features crucial to improve
teaching activities. Following Baley, the most important characteristics in this
structure are: "goodwill towards student, understand his psyche, focus on
looking after him, spiritual affinity with a child, patience, enthusiasm, artistic
skills."" If someone showed above mentioned features far above the average,
Baley called such person an integral teacher.

In the humanistic perspective, teacher individuality is set on the first
place. Such approach towards a teacher is bound with three issues. The first one
is an alterity in understanding a person. It constitutes a stand alone, independent

and unique entirety that fulfils itself through a contact with other person.

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The second matter is an alterity in a sense of cognition. Knowledge
develops owing to personal experience. Teacher knowledge is build on the
grounds of examining personal practice. Individual knowledge has its most
influence on practical actions of teacher.

The third matter is an alterity towards education. Education is not the
accumulation of knowledge. Education is a set of various interpersonal
communication elements (verbal — via words, non-verbal — without words, e.g.
gestures, pictures, sounds, etc.).

Approving the three above mentioned matters changes the understanding
of a teacher. In the understanding of the humanistic perspective, a good teacher
will be called neither a person representing comprehensive academic
knowledge, nor a teacher with outstanding structure of personal characteristics.
A good teacher in the humanistic perspective is "mainly a friendly person, with
exceptional personality cultivated inside what makes him a unique person, it is
someone important and unusual to a student." '

Exceptional teacher should not be educated as per one canon, one norm,
and education should bring out differences, multiply individuality. Hence, one
needs to refer to the tradition of providing potential teachers common
experience (common books, participation in the same classes, in same trainings).
Therefore, education of teachers should deal not with programmes, but with
personalities of future teachers. This means that experience gained by a potential
teacher is of great importance, through education, referring mainly to oneself. "It
concerns knowledge about oneself, perception of oneself, self-evaluation, self-

acceptance, self-esteem."”

Academic education should provide these
experiences as they strengthen future teacher, make him an open person who can
engage in interpersonal relations, carry a discussion, master the art of achieving
compromise or alleviate problems, but also shape curiosity about the world and
people.

Without knowing oneself and without possessing communication skills,
teacher will face difficulties in teaching, managing which will be quite difficult.
Such condition may lead to failure in the profession and accumulation of
negative experiences, encumbering psychologically.

Sociological perspective is designated by occupational role. Each person
in the society performs a defined social role. A person meets someone's

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expectations, accepts specified patterns of behaviour. A specific pattern is
binding for all those who wish to occupy a certain position. There are different
expectations from a politician, a miner, a teacher. "Social role assumes a set of
norms and values bound with a defined social position — assigned to this
position and desired from everyone holding this position."'® The term of social
role was defined by Robert Merton — a well-known American scientist. We find
social role before we even personalize it, it determines behaviour, and we do not
create it on our own as it is the state of fact arising from the inside. Person
identifying with a given role, should comply with defined norms and principles
socially expected. Social role understood in such manner cannot be the subject
of discussion by employee. Approving these norms gives a chance to accept a
person by the society.

However, as Kazimierz Obuchowski says "the worst thing is that normal
people, reasonable and wise when privately act within social roles designed for

. . . 17
themselves, they resign from their own views."

Their wish is to precisely
follow their role. They do not place for critical analysis the validity of realized
assumption, aims and tasks. They do not worry too much about the results of
their doings as the aims of these doings are not their aims, but come from an
outsider, from others.

Base for methodology of own research

The subject of the research was defined as: desired teacher personality in
the opinion of students of the Secondary Technical School in Zdzieszowice. The
objective sought is: define desired teacher personality in the opinion of students
of the Secondary Technical School in Zdzieszowice. The main problem is as
follows: what teacher personality is desired by the students of the Secondary
Technical School in Zdzieszowice? A detailed problem was also formulated:
according to respondents what teacher attitudes influence negative teacher
evaluation? Main hypothesis assumes that — in the opinion of students of the
Secondary Technical School in Zdzieszowice, the desired teacher personality
mainly consists of the following features and attitudes: helpful or supportive,
with a sense of humour, good (emphatic, understanding, fair, friendly), should
praise students and be demanding (taking into account student's capabilities).
Detailed hypothesis was formulated as follows: teacher attitudes that in the
opinion of the respondents have greatest effect on negative evaluation of teacher

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are: bossiness, unfairness in grading and unclear grading system, lack of
communication skills, harshness, too demanding and ill-mannered.

For the purpose of the research the following method was used: diagnostic
survey, technique: survey, tool: questionnaire.

In the research the selection procedure of sample was followed. The scope
of research included: Technical Secondary School in Zdzieszowice, an
integrated part of the School Complex named after Jan Pawet II in
Zdzieszowice. The survey was held on 24™ March, 2014 and included students —
a) grade I: 16-17 years-old, b) grade II: 17-18 years-old, c) grade III: 18-19
years-old, d) grade [V: 19-20 years-old (for the purpose of the research, four age
ranges were applied, corresponding specific school grades).

Total number of the respondents is 55 students: 17 female (31% of total)
and 38 male (69% of total).

It needs to be noted that in this article the title: secondary technical school
was applied interchangeably with the term: secondary school.

Contemporary teacher in the range of own research

Results of own research present required teacher personality in the
opinion of students of the Secondary Technical School in Zdzieszowice. The
analysis of research includes also attitudes that influence negative evaluation of
a teacher (N — in tables — stands for the number of indications of the respondents
regarding a question raised).

Using the questionnaire it was investigated what teacher personality is
desired in the opinion of the students of the Secondary School in Zdzieszowice?

As Table 1 presents, in the opinion of the respondents teacher should be:
with a sense of humour (40%), understanding (25%), fair (20%), demanding
(7%), with great knowledge (6%), self-controlled (2%). Such big discrepancies
in the respondents answers may be the effect of the fact that positive atmosphere
arising from a sense of humour influences better well-being of another person.
While a person with a good well-being is more willing to undertake actions. In
particular in critical moments, moderate sense of humour helps to diffuse
tension. Whereas understanding and fairness influence the sense of security. A
person needs to feel that one understands and is fair towards him. Considering
the above: sense of humour, understanding and fairness are attributes that can
influence relationship between people, perception of the individual. Some
respondents indicated that teacher should be demanding (7%) and have great
knowledge (6%) and be self-controlled (2%). These results do not have to attest
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that teacher does not have to be demanding, possess great knowledge or be self-
controlled. The simple fact that there appeared indications on these features may
provide that teacher should see a student through the prism of such attributes
like understanding and fairness. Meaning to adjust requirements to individual
capabilities of a student and show self-control. Whereas knowledge should be
used in the area of needs arising from a given lesson, and not as a factor to
provide room for ridiculing a student, showing superiority over him.

Another question asked was if when evaluating a teacher, respondents
consider physical appearance and clothing. Results are presented in Table 2.

The results in Table 2 show that more than a half of the respondents
(56%) when assessing a teacher take into account his physical appearance, but
also clothing. 44% of the respondents when evaluating teacher do not consider
his physical appearance or clothing.

Most respondents indicated that physical appearance and clothing have
influence on the assessment of a teacher as he can perceive a person in the
categories of: serious, neat, tidy. Whilst a serious, neat and tidy person builds
bigger confidence than an untidy person.

Next, the respondents were asked what attitude they would like teacher to
represent. Results are presented in Table 3. As many as 56% of the respondents
would like to see teacher to show the following attitude towards students: helps
or supports in difficult situations.

The same number indicated the following attitudes: praises students
(18%) and smiles (18%). Whereas, 6% would like the teacher to be tolerant and
only 2% show the attitude of: using students’ first names. Such great
discrepancy in indication between the attitudes of: helping or supporting in
difficult situations and remaining indications, may arise due to the fact that
students treat teacher as a person one can approach to discuss a problem. This
demonstrates that teacher should possess knowledge allowing him to perform
the post of a teacher (apart from knowledge needed to teach a particular subject).

In the next part of the survey, the respondents were asked about teachers
they value most. Results are presented in Table 4.

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Teachers who in the opinion of respondents are most respected are — as
per Table 4: kind (35%) and cheerful (35%) teacher as well as demanding 13%
(having in mind student’s capabilities, teacher that respects his capabilities).
Remaining indications were as follows: calm (7%), creative (7%), amiable (3%).
Differences shown may arise from the fact that students do not treat school as a
place that offers them sensations, incredible experiences. Therefore, creativity
attitude is not a factor (as per survey results) influencing most students respect
towards a teacher. However, these factors are definitely such attitudes like:
kindness and cheerfulness. 13% of indications confirm that teacher can be
demanding towards students, however, it is important he considered student’s
capabilities and respected these (such image is bound with an attribute of
kindness). The presented results (as presented in Tables 1 and 3) prove once
again that teacher should possess knowledge allowing to take the role of a
teacher. It needs to be noted that the features mentioned above were grouped in
the questionnaire into the following sets of attributes (treated as synonyms): a)
kind (emphatic, fair, understanding, benign, willing to help), b) calm (self-
controlled, gentle, patient, stoical), ¢) cheerful (smiling, joyful, with a sense of
humour, with distance to himself), d) amiable (sympathetic, kind, pleasant,
delicate), e) demanding (considering student's capabilities /teacher that can
respect his capabilities), f) creative (no other possibility was assigned).

Further it was researched which aspect of teacher's work influences most
the positive profile of a teacher. Results are presented in table 5.

As presented in Table 5, the respondents fully agreed that teacher
personality (82%) has largest influence on positive profile of the teacher. The
remaining indications showed respectively: age (9%), education (6%),
professional experience (3%). Such difference in given answers may be due to
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the fact that in the context of longer human partnership a person is not assessed
based on age, professional experience or education held.

In the sixth question of the survey it was investigated what teacher
attitude defines his engagement in work. Results are presented in table 6. As
many as 69% of the respondents indicated that an attitude defining teacher
engagement in work to be a passionate, remaining indications are as follows:
resourceful 18%, precise 11% and merely 2% hard-working. Such a discrepancy
in the results may be the effect of the fact that a passionate is a person who is an
extraordinary lover of his work. Such person carries his duties in an attractive
manner for receiver (people who stay with him on daily basis, have a chance to
observe his engagement in work).

In the further part of the survey it was studied what teacher attitudes
influence negative teacher assessment? Data collected is represented in Tables 7
and 8.

The respondents were asked about an attitude they like least with a
teacher. Results are presented in table Table 7.

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Nearly half of the respondents (48%) like least with a teacher: unjustness
in grading (behaviour and knowledge) and unclear grading system. Moreover, as
many as 20% of the respondents hate most harsh teachers, and 16% the
demanding ones. For the remaining attitudes there is the following number of
indications: inconsistent 9% and forceful 7%. The discrepancies revealed can
arise from individual perception of a given attitude as a more or less negative.
This may prove that teacher assessed by the respondents as very negative will be
a teacher that is not liked (following Table 7, here we can mainly include:
unjustness in grading and unclear grading system, but also harshness and too
high expectations). Whereas a disliked teacher can have problems with
conducting lessons, building own authority, gaining students' trust.

Further, the respondents were asked about an attitude in the consequence
of which they cease respecting teacher. Results are presented in Table 8.

As results from Table 8, more than a half of the respondents (56%)
believe that the attitude that makes it most that a teacher is not respected any
longer is: bossiness. 28% of the respondents stop respecting teacher who lacks
communications skills. Whereas 16% of the respondents disrespect ill-mannered
teachers. The differences revealed may be the result of subjective assessment of
an attitude in categories as more or less negative. This can prove that teacher
who represents features assessed by the respondents as negative, will become a
disliked teacher (following Table 8, these attitudes mainly include: bossiness,
lack of communication skills and ill-manners).

Conclusion

In consequence of the survey carried the main hypothesis made was
confirmed. The main issue of this work has been solved. As the result of the
survey, it was fund that the students of the Secondary Technical School in
Zdzieszowice desire teacher personality mainly comprising of the following
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features and attitudes: helpful or supportive, with a sense of humour, kind
(emphatic, understanding, fair, benign), should praise students and be
demanding (with consideration given to students’ capabilities) — as per the
hypothesis approved.

The detailed hypothesis has also been confirmed (presented in this
article). The detailed issue of this work has been solved (presented in this
article). Following the results of the survey, it was confirmed that teacher
attitudes that in the opinion of the respondents have most negative effect on the
evaluation of teacher are: bossiness (56%), unjustness in grading and unclear
grading system (48%), lack of communication skills (28%), harshness (20%),
too demanding (16%) and ill-mannered (16%). The results revealed may testify
that the above mentioned attitudes in particular influence negative teacher
assessment — in consequence teacher may not be liked or respected.

It was found that the aim of the research raised was fully achieved and
main as well as detailed issues were also solved.

Final conclusions

In consequence of results received based on own research, the following
conclusions serving the pedagogy practice have been formed:

1. Students of the Secondary Technical School desire teacher personality
mainly comprising of following features and attitudes: helpful and supportive,
with a sense of humour, kind (emphatic, understanding, fair, benign), should
praise students and be demanding (including student’s capabilities/teacher that
respects his capabilities)

2. Teachers manifesting such attitudes like bossiness, unfairness in
grading and unclear grading system, lack of communication skills, harshness,
too demanding and with bad manners, can be negatively perceived by students,
and in consequence such teachers may also be disliked or disrespected.

3. Introduction of psychological and pedagogical tests for applicants for
higher education studies to become a teacher. For years and years teachers have
been influencing individuals to a greater or lesser extent forming their
personality. In the future an individual becomes a part of society. If a teacher
does not possess desired personality, and what is worse possesses attitudes
influencing negative assessment of teacher, there is a threat that due to barriers
which appeared (may become a disliked, disrespected teacher) his chance to
fulfil professional functions (e.g. educational, caring, environmental,
channelling students in the scope of attitude and social life) will diminish — these
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may possibly be only restrained to educational function (e.g. how to repair a
machine). Thus, a teacher without desired teacher personality partially may
influence incorrect functioning of an individual in the society, and vice versa:
teacher possessing required personality may influence an individual so that it
again functions properly. Psychological and pedagogical tests would play the
role of initial selection to become a teacher — at the same time, it needs to be
noted that psychological tests are carried in the case of policemen (in this
profession personality, psyche are of great importance).

4. The work of personal coaches with teachers through trainings. Teacher
personal features that decide whether a teacher will be liked among students or
not, but also the ones that allow teacher to gain students’ approval and respect,
need to be strengthened. This strengthening may take place regularly in groups
of 10-15 persons (number of meetings and time intervals are a matter of
discussion).

5.6. Digital school and the development of emotional and social
competence of students — neruopedagogic and social-pedagogic aspects

In the literature the problem of defining the concept of social competence
is highlighted. Researchers of the social sciences by defining social skills, often
emphasize those elements that correspond to their context of taken
considerations. ' However, it is not the only and the main difficulty. The very
specificity of competence can no longer be easily found in the elaboration of a
common position, e.g. specific multidimensionality of social skills, can promote
the concept of different aspects of the competence of the different abilities.

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Exterior and excessive generalization of social skills description leads to
numerous problems, where, for example, the ability to establish relationships
with peers may not include the needs of its dredging, which raises the need to set
a new skill very similar in meaning. Therefore, the subject literature uses
numerous terms to determine, i.e. social skills, social ability and social skills, as
well as many expressions erroneously taken as equivalent to i.e. social
intelligence, emotional intelligence, emotional competence, where E. Zawisza-
Masnyk® even says about a kind of "confusion in understanding and defining".
Due to numerous difficulties in defining social skills it seems to be essential to
clarify and establish relation to the concepts mistakenly treated as identical.

According to A. Matczak, a social competence is 'complex skills ensuring
the effectiveness of the deal in a specific type of social situations, gained by an
individual in the course of social training.’* Social competence, therefore, is still
the capacity resulting from social experiences of a unit, determining its ability to
respond to a specific social situation, taking into account their place, time and
type. According to S. Sliwa, social competence "manifests itself in its ability to
perform tasks in the specified form of social activity or as the ability to perform
specific functions in accordance with the accepted standards." ° The expression
efficiency in largely depends on the prevailing standards in a given social
reality, so the unit socially competent is a unit of their own behaviour
management in accordance with the prevailing social standards.

While the emotional competence according to D. Wosik-Kawala is
'specific skills to deal effectively with information and emotional problems,
which may concern manifestations of emotional intelligence. Skills related to
emotional competence are dynamic, but also interdependent. Their arrangement
and relationships are based on the principle of equality, and they even partially
penetrate each other. Human possession of emotional competence greatly
simplifies the operation of interpersonal relationships and contributes to greater
self-awareness and self-acceptance as a person having an influence on his own
work’. ® Emotional competences are therefore all the skills to understand and to
manifest their own intra-psychic states that determine social behaviour and
understanding and reflect others' emotional states. Emotionally competent unit is

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the one that accepts its own limitations and internal antagonisms and
demonstrates ability to understand other people's emotional states. Powerful
emotional competence translates into efficiency that establishes and maintains
satisfactory interpersonal relationships.

Both social and emotional competence take part in building lasting social
relationships, thus determining the possibility of adaptation unit and it is not
possible to completely separate the components of social functioning. However,
it is possible to distinct certain differentiating elements of social and emotional
competence.

Social competencies in particular relate to a social situation, enabling
effective management of their own and other units participating in the
interaction with behavioural and social attitudes. Whereas emotional
competence skills are evident in identifying and responding to their own and
others' emotional states, having its reflection in a particular social reality.

Presented summary highlights the conceptual relationship of emotional
and social competencies to social and emotional intelligence. It is perfectly
described by D. Goleman who claims that: ‘Our emotional intelligence
determines our potential ability to learn practical skills, which are based on five
components: self-awareness, motivation, managing oneself, empathy and ability
to arrange relationships with others. Our emotional competence shows, how
many of these potential capabilities we were able to turn into a very useful job
skills. An excellent customer service is the result of emotional competence
based on the empathy. So it is with being a trustworthy person, a feature which
is an expression of competence based on the ability to manage oneself (self-
regulation), or control over impulses and emotions. Both good customer service

and being a trustworthy person are the results of competence, which may
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contribute to differentiate themselves at work.”” Social and emotional
intelligence unit is ready to train and manifest competencies and is a creative
potential in the field of development of objectives based on the resources of the
social environment.

Social and Emotional Intelligence

The level of mastery of social and emotional competence is largely
conditioned by the quality of the experience resulting from social training unit.
Social training effectiveness is dependent on the characteristics of the
individual. The personality and temperament, and social and emotional
intelligence. Social and emotional intelligence is a separate potential which can
be developed through the manifestation of behavioral competence and
experience of their effectiveness in social relations.

The potential of the separate development of emotional competence under
the provisions of D. Goleman is much less complex than the social intelligence,
but no less important for the proper functioning of society. From the perspective
of the author of the digitization of the educational environment, in particular,
want to focus their discussion on the potential of the social unit. Social
Intelligence by Daniel Goelamn'a consists of two basic components: awareness
and social skills first element "means a spectrum that extends from immediately
sense the internal state of another person, by understanding her feelings and
thoughts, and understanding of complex social situations. Public awareness is
therefore the ability to understand other people's way of thinking and the

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specific nature of their behavior with respect to their current emotional state. Is
the ability to empathize in the psyche of others at levels behavioral, affective
and cognitive, with the ability to refer to the experience and the current social
situation. Public awareness is not a uniform construct and we can distinguish the
four elements:

"Empathy primary

Tuning

Relevance empathic

Social Cognition™

Empathy is a term variously defined, where the literature is given two
"ways" to understand:

Cognitive — transmitted to the ability to understand others

Affective — transmitted to the ability to empathize emotional states.’

Author for accurate understanding of the definitions of Martin Hoff
recognizes that empathy is treated as an "affective response more in keeping
with someone else than their own situation." The structures of social
intelligence, there are two types of empathy. The first of these — the original
empathy — the ability to understand the elementary emotional state of another
person by means of non-verbal communication and the ability to respond to
them. Empathy original study was confirmed by neurobiologists who identify it
with the mirror neurons enable feeling through observation. "

Tuning is the ability to focus attention on the person's own which we
establish interaction. Please note that the reception is a mechanism for limiting
the environmental stimuli to such a level that the cognitive structures were not
overcharged information from the external environment. "Attention is the
mechanism through which we see only a part of stimuli reaching the sense
organs, recall only part of the information encoded in the memory, run only one
of many possible thought processes and perform only one of many possible
reactions to execute." Caution is therefore not only a psychological mechanism
that improves the processing of information coming to the senses, but also takes
part in the manifestation of attitudes desirable and appropriate to the situational
context. Tuning is a form of active listening. Active listening is a skill disposing
of a negative bias against the person and at the same time accepting the
uniqueness of the caller. The ability to listen is bound expressing feedback

reflecting their own internal states, expressing approval or disapproval of the
position of the caller."

Relevance is empathic disposition to consciously recognize and analyze
the emotions of the caller. It is a conscious knowledge of predisposition allows
the other person's intentions through the analysis of non-verbal communication
concerning its mental states. Relevance empathic predisposition is therefore
possible, allowing accurate and precise determination of emotional states
interlocutor. '

Element of the first component of social intelligence is knowledge of
regularities functioning of individuals in a social environment Aronson. Units of
social cognition, are characterized by a proper knowledge of social norms and
conventions, and adequate attitude towards the existing framework for
conservation. Social cognition is also a certain ability to read the unwritten rules
of social functioning and comply with them."

The second component of social intelligence is social efficiency. It
expresses the ability to sense "of how the other person feels, or understanding
what they thought and what the intentions, does not guarantee successful
interaction." This is so ready to experience the emotions of another person as
their own and understand its intent. The efficiency of social comprises:

»Synchrony

Self-presentation

Impact

Concern”"*

Synchrony is the ability for seamless inter-unconsolidated non-verbal
contact. Is a form of nonverbal communication that enables mutual transfer a
message about the current emotional state of communicating. Emotional
interdependence in the social environment is a process largely unconscious.
Emotional synchrony may be conscious but in a form disrupts communication
difficult. Emotional interdependence is therefore the ability to transfer of
affective unconscious non-verbal communication and the ability to read their
unconscious and response. "’

Self-presentation in the literature also referred to as the ability to
manipulate the impression conveyed is the process of "control by the manner in

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which it is perceived by the environment." The process is based on evaluation
skills own attitudes into account the opinion of observers and adapt their
behavior to the current social situation. Art of self-presentation includes two
main components: the theme expression of the attitudes and tactics used
appropriate to the situation.'®

Influence is the ability to constructive change the behavior of other
individuals. Mastering the skill level recognized by the amount of energy used
to influence a given interaction. The entity that has a well-developed abilities
that has a high awareness of their own attitudes and accompanying emotions and
thoughts. The ability to influence is manifested primarily in social situations in
order to avoid conflict and relationship is correlated with awareness of social
norms, a well-developed empathy and self-control. Units capable of influence
are able to fairly accurately read the caller's emotions, to control and customize
your own feedback about the current social exposure.'’

Caring is a manifestation of a predisposition to pro-social attitudes
resulting from the ability to understand the emotional states of other individuals.
People with this predisposition have a high reactivity with their own
physiological conditions, resulting from the current social situation. Care is
therefore predisposed individuals to respond to the negative emotional states of
other i.e. The suffering, where undeveloped this predisposition revealed the
presence of anti-social behavior. '

Social training

Social training is the whole experience of the functioning of certain types
of social roles and social situations. From the perspective of social pedagogical
training is seen as a whole, educators, and social interactions." It is therefore a
collection of educational and socializing situations in which the entity receives
the possibility of manifestation of potential social and emotional features.

Socialization is the process of a multi-faceted impact per unit of society,
which can not be reasoning as a result of coercion to social norms. K.J. Tilmann
stresses that socialization is a "process of active assimilation of human
environmental conditions. This fundamental human possibility for active,
individual and situational differential behavior towards the environment is in
some tension with the requirements of industry which are aimed at adapting and

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normalize.”*’ Socialization process so closely associated with the activity of the
individual in the absorption behavior using the potential of the social
environment at the same time determining the possibility of social development.
While education is defined as "the process towards a comprehensive human
development and prepare him for life in society. But it should be remembered
that this is a process of conscious, purposeful, planned, based on a certain ideal
of educational.”" The process of education is a deliberate act and intention, and
socialization is the impact of unplanned, devoid of selection, containing the
influence of both favorable and unfavorable. Education and socialization
processes are mutually interpenetrating and supporting the process of social
development unit, where education, skills development from the perspective of
social and emotional effects of the planned creation of a situation allowing their
manifestation. Socialization is the process while creating social situation in a
random manner, enabling the development of emotional and social potentials of
the individual unintentionally.

Digitization and social training

Today digital media is increasingly involved in the process of education
and socialization. Young man treats the Internet — the most important of digital
media as their own peer environment in which it looks, contains, deepens and
maintains collegial relationships. However, in the real world social networking
sites do not act positively on the quality of interpersonal relations, on the
contrary — aggravate the exterior”. Absorption exterior environmental
conditions also revealed in the case of neurobiological processes, i.e. Reading,
which is observed at the level of language. Currently, Web sites in slang youth
are not "read" only "reviewed" and the network as a source of information and is
not a substitute for the library already explored or studied, and only superficially
got to know (i.e. Surfing)®. Quite can say that digital media impair our cognitive
abilities and movement, where, with work on the text are operating or keyboard
shortcuts instead of complex movements (such as when writing) click or move
your finger across the screen. Similar results can be found in social functioning,
where the natural conditions of social exposure of our body and its movements
are also involved in the communication process. Nonverbal communication in

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the network is unnecessary, and some components of social intelligence —
empathic accuracy, synchrony, self-presentation, the impact is limited
conditions to grow and transforms the social competence.

Education and socialization disorder

Changing social functioning also changes the direction of brain
development. Living in an environment dominated by digital technology, a
graduate acquires new skills, where the most frequently mentioned in the
literature is multitasking, the ability to select, increased capacity of visual —
motor skills. Changing the operation also brings a number of negative
consequences for the central nervous system. For prefrontal cortex, online
relationships are not optimal environment, which leaves many consequences
both for teaching and for learning social behaviour. This segment of the brain is
located in the front part and anatomically has numerous connections with the
structures responsible for emotions and impulses, what can explain the strong
relationship of emotional and social intelligence. Taking into account the
evolutionary processes, the development of PFC is associated with increased
adaptability to new environments of human existence, as it is responsible for
self-control, the ability of deferring awards and some of the defence
mechanisms. ** The creation of specific deficits should be mentioned in typical
digital natives in social competence, emotional competence, i.e. cognitive
processes such as attention and self-control. [Jedrzejko, s.190-209]%.

Digitization and social competence

Part of the brain (prefrontal cortex), which activity is related to the social
contacts, is a place from which development depends on the degree of master of
social competence. An extensive network of social contacts provides optimum
development of cortex. Research on apes have shown that individuals in larger
groups have up to 5% more brain mass density than individuals living in small
groups. The increase in mass also depended on the position in the group, where
the individuals performing the functions of leadership were "forced" to make
greater use of the potential of this brain module. The greater amount of stimulus
is conditioned by the social environment, and the degree of its development
translates into an individual's social skills. It is believed that the development of

online social networking is not conducive to the development of PFC. ** The
online environment does not provide the full range of stimuli as real social
situations. Internet network stimulates only part of the areas, which leads to
underdevelopment of not activated areas. This reduces the likelihood of
educational ability to establish and maintain lasting relationships in the real
world.

Digitization and emotional competence

Computer games are now the commonplace, even identified as an element
of contemporary youth culture. The optimistic picture of computer games in the
above mentioned statement is the only optimistic thing. Scientists in Germany
conducted a study with the aim to show the effect of the console games on
school grades. Two groups that received game consoles at different time period
were selected. The second group received the games with a 4-month delay in
comparison to the first group. Then the time that students spend on homework
was examined. For the first group it averaged 18 minutes and for the second
group 32 minutes. The deterioration in the average of grades was observed
among the people with less time spent on homework and the presence of illegal
gaming. %’ So it can be concluded that computer games negatively affect the time
spent on learning and thereby reduce the didactic effectiveness of school, but
stealing time for development is not the only consequence of the use of
multimedia games.

American researchers Brad Bushman and Craig Anderson made a bold
experiment on the impact of violence on empathy contained in games. A group
of 300 selected students was informed that the purpose of the experiment is to
determine the popularity of each game and then the group was divided into two
sub-groups. The first group was allowed to test the game with a high degree of
brutality while the second group tested zero or negligible violence games. After
20 minutes of testing the players were handed out questionnaires and during the
filling (exactly 3 minutes after the start) experimenters in the room adjacent to
the room where the players were, associate the recording of the simulation
argument. The conversation ended with blow and sounds that presented the pain
of the victim. It turned out that panellists of violent games much less decided on
assistance to the injured person and the time needed to make this decision was 5
times greater than among people testing the game without violence. The

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statements of some players evidenced that they did not even register the
argument. Occurring phenomenon is referred to as empathy desencybilisation®®.
In the case of violent computer games, brain becomes resistant to violence and
does not recognize it in real life. Unspecialized ability to empathy in other
people's emotional states directly hinders the development of the ability to
recognize emotional states and intentions of tested people, and thus learn from
their attitudes and behaviour.

6.4. Dynamical models of hydrobiocenoses as a tool for addressing the
issues of life quality and biosafety water consumption

Global climate changes and their extreme manifestations often
accompanied by man-made disasters, sometimes force researchers to put in
doubt the usefulness of the well-known law of B. Commoner: "Nature knows
best" [1, 2]. It is best for whom?! Or for what? ... As Mikhail Ancharov wrote in
his time: "A man is everywhere recognized as a king of nature. But it should be
remembered — recognized by whom?".

Lake Kinneret strikingly illustrates a complicated knot of problems arising
in connection with global climate changes, healthcare, social and economic
issues. The lake is an important source of drinking water for Israel and other
countries in the Middle East [3]. Due to climate warming the evaporation from
the lake surface is increasing. Also a water withdrawal for needs of collective
farms on coastal territories increases. This leads to increase of intake in Kinneret
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of such critical nutrients, as nitrogen and phosphorous, which creates threats for
biosafety of drinking water consumption. We are dealing with such scenarios of
eutrophication, for which mass development of toxic cyanobacteria entering into
the composition of phytoplankton is observed (their extremely toxic forms can
appear as a result of natural mutation as well as in connection with human
activities). Along with just mentioned environmental and healthcare (health and
hygiene) problems the socio-economic challenges arise: accumulation of
biogenic elements in Kinneret may be stopped by limiting the activities of
agricultural enterprises on lake's shores, but this implies commitments to pay
large compensations to farmers and other financial and economic issues. In this
regard determination of a moment, when the degree of lake's eutrophication is
such, that adoption of serious financial and economic measures is inevitable,
becomes the task of great importance. The task requires permanent
environmental monitoring. The circle is closed.

Similar, but not so resonance conditions may arise in smaller basins, in
which farmers throw down the water used for normal performance of livestock
farms. A part of such basins are being used for treatment and final treatment of
these waters, but even waters being treated create a threat for biosafety,
associated with eutrophication. It should be noted that under global climate
changes, when mechanisms of maintenance of dynamic equilibrium
(homeostasis) in water ecosystems (hydrobiocenosis) established in other
climatic conditions no longer work satisfactorily even without anthropogenic
impacts on basins and watercourses, a disturbance of homeostasis and basins
hydrobiocenoses is possible, that may lead to serious issues of biosafety. There
is a striking example of disturbance of hydrobiocenoses' homeostasis observed
now in a protected zone of river Siverskiy Dinets near the biological station of
V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University in Zmiyv district of Kharkiv region
(Ukraine). Lake Beloe and a reach of river Siverskiy Dinets located in this
protected zone have been used exclusively for sport fishing and recreation. A
recreational load of the zone was moderate. Nevertheless in Summer 2013 in the
lake and in the river an extreme manifestation of a disturbance of
hydrobiocenoses' equilibrium was observed. The disturbance took the form of
mass reproduction of tropical plant pistia (water cabbage) (Pistia stratiotes).
Earlier in temperate latitudes this plant occurred only in aquaria and decorative
polls. A few years ago in conditions of abnormally hot Summer there was a
severe outbreak of pistia biomass in Denmark. In rice plantations of the United
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States it arises very serious economic problems as well. In our case in Kharkiv
region pistia not only demonstrated the outbreak of biomass, which solidly
covered a stream canal in length of about ten kilometers, but could pass the
winter and in following 2014 year significant reaches of river of large areas
become covered by a green carpet of this tropical plant from Africa and South
America. In Lake Beloe along with emergence of pistia for past few decades
there has been a bloom in result of mass reproduction of cyanobacteria,
previously observed in rare single cases. It should be noted once more that there
are not direct human impacts on hydrobiocenoses in the mentioned case. The
factors of global climate changes such as increasing the water temperature and
changes in flowage conditions are causes of disturbance of their stability. The
latter factor is extremely significant for lake Beloe, in which dead levels have
been formed. The levels prevent recreational use of the lake by reason of
accumulation of organic substance, which should be removed without a
disturbance of protected conditions, that leads to a set of very complex socio-
economic problems. It should be noted that in this and many similar cases we
are dealing with not only deterioration of conditions of recreational use, but also
threats for biosafety of this type of water use. Those threats may be even more
serious in certain possible cases, when such disturbances of hydrobiocenoses
will occur on sites of, for example, a drinking water supply. Similarly, if such
biosafety issues arise in conditions without almost any anthropogenic impact on
basins and watercourses, moreover they are possible in conditions with such an
impact in connections with significant amount of water is used in livestock
farms. Biosafety threats are reducing, but persist even in those cases, when the
water passes biological treatment.

Some hydrobiologists point out that issues persist even in rather
hypothetical case, when the water becomes distilled after a treatment. The
mixing of such ultrapure water with natural "live" water may also cause
disturbance of hydrobiocenosis with hardly predictable consequences.

From the above we conclude about importance of the task of development
of control and correction methods for hydrobiocenosis states with the aim of
preventing the biosafety threats for different types of water use related to
disturbance of hydrobiocenosis. Such a conclusion is not contrary to recognition
of the above mentioned Commoner's law, formulated in the age, when the very
idea of management of natural ecosystems have been severely compromised by
negative results of implementation of ambitious plans of "transformation of

nature", as well as negative aspects of technical progress.

Meanwhile effective tools for influencing on bioproductional processes in
an aquatic environment are well-known and widely applied in difference areas.
As examples EM-technologies and cultivation of floating higher water plants
can be mentioned (mentioned pistia is cultivating in biological polls for final
treatment of water and feeding animals). Applications of EM-technologies in
small polls are know for a long time, for example, in lagoons with liquid waste
of pig production.

The use of these measures on more extensive waters arise the financial
and economic issues, as the price for water treatment in similar cases is justified
only for disastrous situations, for example, related to an oil spillage. If impact on
bioproductional processes has a form of a chain reaction, the costs can be
significantly reduced, since processing of large amounts of organic impurities
generates large active biomass of organisms-agents for water treatment, which,
in turn, will treat more and more amounts of biocontaminations. For such a
scenario of homeostasis' correction of hydrobiocenoses contaminated by an
organic substance the task of paramount importance is a control of
bioproductional processes. As for above mentioned case with pistia, the loss of
control over plant's bioproductional processes has led to the situation close to
environmental catastrophe, which under other circumstances can provoke a
serious biosafety threat for different types of water consumption. We should
notice, that successful examples of correction measures use are related to
conditions, when direct control of hydrobiocenoses' state and the nature of
bioproductional processes in them does not raise any serious issues and the
control can be implemented in the framework of usual health and hygiene
monitoring of agricultural enterprises. The problems of organization of the
control arise only for vast waters or basisns and watercourses located on vast
territories, especially for hard-to-reach areas (or, as for rivers in Central Europe,
hard-to-reach terrifies due to recent catastrophic floods). For those cases
relatively cheap remote methods, e.g. with the use of digital photography from
boards of light unmanned aer vehicles (UAV), become to play significance role.
Diagnostics of the states of bioproductional processes with the use of such
technologies on the base of spectral parameters' analysis is accessible when
using the models permitting a formalized description of mechanisms and
dynamics of homeostasis for systems of different nature based on relatively
rough and few measurements, maybe, with certain gaps. Currently such models
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can be built with use of a unique class of mathematical models called the
discrete models of dynamical systems (DMDS) developed in V. N. Karazin
Kharkiv National University [3]. Using the DMDS the homeostasis mechanisms
of systems of different nature were formally described and developed several
inventions concerning control methods of hydrobiocenoses and human
organism. Below a brief description of ther DMDS follows with examples of
descriptions with its help of homeostasis' mechanisms of hydrobiocenoses of the
lake before mass development of toxic cyanobacteria in it (according to material
of Armenian lake Sevan, which have passed through all the stages of
eutrophication, which threatens to lake Kinneret) and not for so large basins,
where toxic petroleum zones can be formed. Both the examples are directly
related to biosafety threats of drinking and other important types of water
consumption.

The DMDS models are based on assumption that between components of
a dynamical system the following types of relationships are allowed, widely
used in theoretical biology and ecology: (0,0), (0,%), (0,-), (-, 1), (-,-), (-,-) [5].

Let us to dwell now on results obtained with the use of the DMDS. One of
them has relation to biosafety issues associated with eutrophication of basins of
drinking destination. An example of a set of such problems associated with lake
Kinneret discussed above. There is a precedent of eutrophication similar to the
case of a threat for Kinneret. We mean Lake Sevan (Armenia), which water for
decades starting since 1937 has been using for irrigation and energy purposes. In
result the level of water in the lake has been steadily lowering and accordingly
the content of biogenic elements in the water has been increasing. Since 1962
outbreaks of cyanobacteria biomass, i.e. bloom, have regularly occurred.
Throughout this period the state of Sevan hydrobiocenosis has been observed
and the most complete information is available concerning zooplankton [6],
which is closely associated with phytoplankton in hydrobiocenosis. Above
mentioned cyanobacteria generating bloom belong to phytoplankton.
Disturbance of zooplankton community may indicate a risk of disturbance in
hydrobiocenosis on the hole, which manifestation is massive reproduction of
cyanobacteria. This condition is confirmed by comparing the results of modeling
of the structure of relationships between four main groups of Sevan zooplankton
with use of the DMDS: Rotatoria, Cyclopidae, Cladocera (filtrators),
Diaptomidae for the two periods of anthropogenic eutrophication of the lake.
The first period encompassed 1938-1957, the second 1958-1961, that
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immediately precedes to mass development of cyanobacteria. Comparing the
structures of relationships between the four zooplankton groups for the two
periods we can see that for the first period the relationship of type (+, -) between
Cladocera and Rotatoria, two zooplankon groups most closely and directly
related to phytoplankton, exists. Exactly this relationship is to be considered
supports a dynamic balance [3]. However, for the second period this relationship
disappears. The lost of stability of the two groups against relatively weak
external influences is confirmed by the fact existing in the second period and
missing in the first one, when for the first period only there is a statistically
significant positive correlation between number and biomass of phytoplankton
on the one hand and number of magnetic storms of a certain force in specific
month of specific year on another [3]. Stability of biomass and number is
associated with their dynamics and taking into account environmental and
morphological characteristics of the two zooplankton groups — to specific
changes in their size and weight parameters. The use of the latter systemic effect
makes it possible to develop the for a useful model of Ukraine [9] for
diagnostics method of environmental state of a basins, for which biosafety
threats for water consumption appear related to possibility of mass development
of cyanobacteria. This method can be implemented by developing appropriate
tools without involving skilled professionals on morphology and systematics of
zooplankton species. When on the vast hard-to-reach areas there is a number of
basins instead one large basin, the control on their hydrobiocenosis state may be
carried out by relatively cheap remote sensing with use of light UAV, which
now are usually equipped with technical means of digital photography.
Biosafety threats in such basins arise most often in connection with
accumulation of dead organic substances in them, that creates conditions for
development of dangerous pathogens infectious diseases and micro-organisms
that emit hydrogen sulfide and phenols in water.

The models obtained with using the DMDS demonstrated, that
homeostasis disturbance of hydrobiocenoses provoking biosafety threats, can be
remotely registered through analysis of dynamics of digital photos' optical
parameters related to the content of chlorophyll and other plant pigments in
water. These results makes it possible to develop the patents of a useful model
of Ukraine [10, 11] for methods of remote diagnostics of hydrobiocenoses'
conditions arising above-mentioned biosafety threats.

Returning to the mentioned mathematical apparatus for systems of control
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and correction of hydrobiocenosis states, we can conclude that demonstrated
examples of using the DMDS for describing homeostasis of hydrobiocenoses
show the prospects in such a sense of the new class of mathematical models.
This determines the role of the DMDS as an important tool addressing
environmental, social, economic and financial issues of life quality associated to
biosafety water consumption.

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6.6. Disability in the family

In nowadays of disability is complex concept and the same problem of
disability became a cause accurate empirical research which show many aspects
this matter'. Wanting to define disability, it should be noted that in everyday
language today we can find a pejorative determine people, which have certain
dysfunctions such as: cripple, cripple, lame etc., though they had been removed
from the official language long ago. Disability still is considered a defect of
body or mind. The observed evolution of the terminology is the result bigger
activities for people with disabilities and reevaluate culture. The concepts are
widely used in different modifications, some of them give way to others. On this
process has impact a lot of factors and social phenomena?.

Anna Bujanowska reports that used in pedagogy and psychology term
disability is sometimes considered in two categories. The first is a biological
category — medical, which draws attention on the dysfunction of anatomical and
biological and mental. Second category environmental and social, where the
most important are effects damage and low efficiency in such areas of life as
family, economics, culture, and the relationship with the environment®.

Wiladystaw Dykcik reports, that in the literature pedagogical and
psychological disability is a term multifrequency, biological, educational,
psychological, social and multi-faceted. It manifests in many dimensions of life.
It is relative in relation to the current norms and standards of socio — cultural®.

In the literature we find a lot of definitions of a disabled person. Tadeusz
Majewski believes that ,,disabled person has damage and reduced performance
status, which caused to hinder, restrict or prevent the execution of tasks of life
and proffesional the fulfillment of social roles, taking into account their age, sex,
marital, environmental factors, social and cultural”. Janusz Zablocki has other
sentence. ,,He think, that disability person has long-term or permanently
infraction efficiency and functions (health condition), what causes hindrance,

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limitation or this disability handicaps participation in learning normal school,
gainful employment, participation in social life, culture and other social relation,
(compared with non-disabled people in specific cultural environment)”.
Definition psychological also gives Stanistaw Kowalik. He says, that disability
human was induced damage of body or long-term illness, which can cause
dysfunctionality of the body, mental disability and lower social efficiency. The
definition can cause predisposition to the creation of problematic situations,
which are disagree with human capabilities and posed to him by the
environment (family) requirements’. Another definition, which shows
psychological aspect this topic gives Zbigniew Wozniak. He shows, that
disability is the effect of the disease or injury. It leads to functionaly limitations
or interference daily activities. It has to be effect barriers which disability person
has in your life®.

Tadeusz Gatkowski gives, that British sociologists show three main
elements disability, which we have to distinguish, to avoid ambiguity when
dealing in variety of conditions affecting the situation of persons identified as
disabled:

the organic component, which has a static character refers to the concept
of impairment — analogous to it the concept in medical is disease:

functional component relates to the reduction of the specific function
(dysfunction) and it was called as disability and the concept analogous to it in
medicine can be illness. Equivalent to some impairment in the language used by
clinicians may be disorder and

social component, which may limit, though doesn't necessarily —
performing social roles. The same concept to it may be sickness’.

Disability is divided on primary and secondary or as a result of the disease
and its result. Often, we talk about disability and we forget about these
important elements'®. We focus instead on the effect, which is only part of the
disability, and not on the results — barriers with which a person disability is
begins met. These relationships have begun to extend to the fore in recent
definitions, both in Poland and in the world. The definition shows Wojciech

. Similar approach presents the definition of a disabled person
contained in the Charter of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities adopted by
the Polish Sejm August 1, 1997 the year in which we read that people with
disabilities are those: ,,which their physical, psychological or mental
permanently or temporarily hinders, restricts or prevents everyday life,
education, work and social roles to perform in accordance with the legal norms
and customary”'>. These definitions endorse a version of themselves disabled,
non-governmental organizations gathered in grouped in the National Regional
Assembly of People with Disabilities. The most recent definition, enshrined in
the Act of 27 August 1997 on vocational and social rehabilitation and
employment of persons with disabilities, is: ,,disability are people which
physical, psychological or mental permanently or temporarily imposes, limits or
prevents the fulfillment of social roles, in particular the ability to perform the
work, if granted a certificate of qualification to one of the three degrees of
disability (...); judgment about the total or partial inability to work (...);
judgment about the type and degree of disability of the person below the age of
sixteen years””. Nowadays legal system about disability separated her three
degrees: light, moderate and significant. A slight degree of disability include
disturbed person capable of physical fitness to perform the job, however, it
doesn't require the assistance of another person to perform social roles. To a
moderate degree of disability include people with disturbed physical fitness,
capable to work in the workplace, adapted according to the needs and
opportunities arising from a disability, require in order to perform social roles
partial or temporary assistance of another person in connection with the limited
possibility of independent existence. The last significant degree of disability,
which is considerable, it gives possibility employ also away sheltered workshop
or workshop, where is professional activity'*. In this system, were adopted three
types of criteria whereby we can define for possibility of a person disabled.
These are: biological test showing a violation of physical fitness; social criteria,
in which is presented to the ability to live independently and perform social

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roles and professional criterion, which says about the ability to take up
employment and job'”.

In the streamlining and harmonization of terminology related to disability
plays the most important role the World Health Organization (WHO). For a long
time, there are efforts to create one definition of disability, which will consider
this concept sufficiently broad and could be applied on the world and it will
contain a description of the social context of this phenomenon. International
Classification of Impairments, Disabilities and Handicaps, (ICIDH) was
established in 1980.Disability was defined in this “organisation as any
restriction or lack Resulting from damage, and the ability that perform the duties
in the manner and to the extent considered to be normal for a person”'®. WHO
definition was accused that decreased problems of people with disabilities and
didn't include the social and cultural aspects.

In 2000, the World Health Organization announced a new International
Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health, which takes into account
the change of social attitudes in relation to disability. In the new approach uses
the term ,,disability” to denote ,,a multidimensional phenomenon resulting from
the interaction between people and their physical and social environment”'’.
This disability is understood not so much as a result of injury or health status,
but as a result of barriers, to which person encounters in the environment.
Expression changes in the perception of the phenomenon of disability include
emphasizing its three-dimensionality in the adopted terminology: damage,
disability and handicap. These terms are defined according to the criteria of
interdisciplinary, articulate clearly, that is not enough to be seen only in terms of
disability, physical and biological. Multi-level and multifaceted allow for the
recognition of different areas of functioning of a disabled person. Such an
approach can be seen as a kind of international standard ordering the basic
terminology of special education'®,

According to the researchers, the term disability requires the
determination of the type of disability. Using concepts consisting of two
members, such as a man or a person and an indication of damage to the plane of

with all the rights of the human person and their needs and then draws attention
to a particular type of disability.

To summarize this discussion, we should note that the analysis of papers
on the issues of people with disabilities shows a non-uniform way of defining
the concept. The different definitions developed under the influence of specific
needs and interests of individual disciplines. Contemporary definitions
constructed in the area of education and psychology depart from established
causes of disability, taking into account the impact occurred in an individual
constraints on the whole of her life personal, social and professional. Thereby
interpretation of this definition is close of the world definitions. We should note
that modern legislative definition of a disabled person is consistent with the
concept proposed by the WHO. In contrast, sociological approach strongly
emphasize mainly the social aspect of human functioning.

In view of the fact that disability is an interdisciplinary problem that
requires a multi-dimensional and multi-dimensional interpretations in this
publication follows the definition proposed by the World Health Organization,
which is the most fully recognized the phenomenon analyzed. Reflections on the
concept of disability levels can lead to a number of disciplines. Evidence about
this presented definitions, which interpret the phenomenon of social science
perspectives and legislation Polish and international acts. We should note that
the definitions constructed in recent years in Poland seem to take into account
global trends examining disability. Including definitions of disability issues, not
only as a result of injury or health status, but also as a result of the barriers they
encountered a disabled person in a family environment.

The family is one of the most original groups. Meets the needs of security,
understanding and full acceptance. A family member learns of health behaviors,
including physical disabilities full acceptance of people with these disabilities
are facing. The family is a means of self-healing people who have problems with
mobility. There is also a group of unique character, based on biological and

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natural factors®. Any dysfunction of the health of a family member
automatically activates the mechanism of sympathy and support in this difficult
and new situation, which is the physical disability. At this point, it is considered
appropriate to include a defense mechanism that is rehabilitation, which is to
fulfill the role of education, treatment, and support the daily life of a family
member struggling with physical disabilities.

In the educational prospect rehabilitation can be determined by the
satisfaction of social needs, which define appropriate and adequate to the
procedure, which reduce social disability to a minimum, although there are still
locomotor disability. It seems that this may mainly consist of the so-called.
educational rehabilitation of persons with disabilities®'. People with disabilities
in terms of education will be those individuals who in addition to basic needs
require intensive care and rehabilitation services in the field of education. In the
context of the effects of locomotor disability, it seems advisable to adopt a broad
sense of the concept of disability as a violation of bodily functions and its
performance, which can affect the mental and social functioning human being.

Wincenty Okon interpreted the word ,,rehabilitation” as the impact of
having to adapt to the social life of persons who, under the influence of
congenital or acquired malformations suffer ill health and ability to work.
Rehabilitation by the author based on the interaction between medical specialists
with psychologists and educators®. The main piece of legislation concerning the
rehabilitation of the disabled in Poland is the Act on vocational and social
rehabilitation and employment of people with disabilities from 27 August
19977, the year in which rehabilitation is a set of actions, in particular
organizational, therapeutic, psychological, technical, training, educational and
social aiming to achieve with the active participation of the people, the highest
possible level of functioning, quality of life and social inclusion. Janusz
Nowotny in the wider rehabilitation singled out several departments:

1. Medical rehabilitation (ie healing) — meaning this therapeutic
procedure, which is to restore a disabled person to a normal social life, or to
create the conditions for independent living.

2. Social rehabilitation — aimed at the full inclusion of people with
disabilities in society and includes measures aimed, inter alia, to develop skills

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of proper behavior of a disabled personin various situations — in the family, peer
group, in the workplace, but also to mitigate the social barriers — educational,
economic and architectural.

3. Occupational rehabilitation, which is, in turn, to create the conditions
for the exercise of people with disabilities work. It includes a range of activities
to help people with disabilities to take work. These include the assessment of the
ability of psychophysical, counseling, selection of the optimal employment and
training®*.

Founder of the Polish school rehabilitation, Wiktor Dega, who described
the medical rehabilitation as part of the rehabilitation process, during which
treatment methods are used to maximize the improvement of the body and
prevent the aggravation of an existing defects,” also drew attention to the fact
that rehabilitation is opposed to dehumanization medicine, therefore, ,,the doctor
thinking categories of rehabilitation can’t be limited to the treatment of the sick

life for persons with disabilities a sense of social usefulness and social security

. Wiktor Dega believes that medical rehabilitation must be
closely linked with social and vocational rehabilitation, otherwise the result will
not be a full rehabilitation.

His concept of rehabilitation assigns the following features:

1. universality — covers all medical disciplines, and is available to all who
need it;

2. complexity — is complex, because it takes into account all aspects of
rehabilitation. The medicinal, psychological, social and professional;

3. earliness launch — begins as early as possible, as early as during the
treatment period;

4. continuity — linking medical rehabilitation of social and professional®.

The most important methods of rehabilitation include: physical therapy —
including physiotherapy (movement therapy), physical therapy (treatment by
physical and mechanical), therapeutic massage, sports; occupational therapy —

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streamlining by various deliberate and planned activities manually type,
intellectual; and psychotherapy.

In the pedagogy rehabilitation means: the impact of having to adapt to the
social life of people who, under the influence of congenital or acquired
malformations suffer ill health and ability to work. Rehabilitation is based on the
interaction between medical specialists with psychologists and educators;
sometimes also with companies that employ people with disabilities™.

Significant role in the overall rehabilitation plays a preparation for social
life, a new department within — social rehabilitation. The World Health
Organization defines social rehabilitation, as ,,part of the overall rehabilitation
process, which aims at integration or integration of disabled persons in the social
environment by giving her help in adapting to the needs of the family and the
environment further, while removing economic and social barriers that may

hinder the process of rehabilitation™"

. It implements a disabled person to
complete the integration of social life, by facilitating its adaptation to the
requirements of social life. Creates the full terms of this integration, removing
all barriers: social, economic, legal and architectural. An important part of that
rehabilitation is to prepare the family and the society to live together people with
disabilities. Disabled person feels anxiety, depression, irritability its shows in a
different manner, even in the form of aggression. The family should has skillful
approach to patients to help them adapt to the environment and new life
situations. Communication families with a disabled person should meet her
expectations, help in obtaining answers to nagging questions it. It is important to
explain the doubts regarding the negotiation of disorder. As a factor facilitating
social rehabilitation is considered to social support that create spouses, close
family, friends, colleagues, and a variety of institutions and organizations that
support people with disabilities. The assistance provided by these institutions
helps in eliminating the frustration and reach a higher self-esteem.

The last link in the process of rehabilitation is vocational rehabilitation,
which ,,deals with counseling, education and employment of persons with
disabilities”*

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that will allow the disabled to return to perform the relevant social roles for her,
improve the quality of life and enable further development. However, it requires
both consistent effort of the whole team of people involved in social
rehabilitation and professional, as well as the activity of the disabled person™.
Grazyna Cywinska-Wasilewska also emphasizes the important role of kindness
toward a disabled person who can set her undisclosed abilities and use them to
choose a new profession. “Any person with a disability because often retains a
significant portion of his intellectual and physical potential, and the
rehabilitation process can trigger the right to lost or disturbed efficiency”*.

The economic activity of the disabled person compensates its limitations.
It gives a sense of the needs of others, the ability to self-realization and self-
esteem increases. A person working has much more social contacts, regulated
lifestyle and has larger aspirations in life, which increases its value in the family,
and with it, and the meaning of life. The impossibility of fulfilling as working
person causes disturbances in the global perception of themselves and
determination in addressing the challenges.

The rehabilitation process is complex, multifaceted. The process of
rehabilitation in locomotor disability has all the requirements of the standard
process of rehabilitation, and in this specific case it is also important to use
different forms of physical activity and exercise. This is also confirmed grounds
of merit, based on the importance of physical activity for health, and thus for
shaping and maintaining fitness and human performance. An integral part is the
use of a variety of experiences on the impact of physical activity, especially
different exercises, and various forms of rehabilitation of musculoskeletal
disability. Musculoskeletal rehabilitation is to restore people with disabilities to
the greatest possible physical, mental, social, professional, economic
independence and ensure their inclusion in society.

The author of this publication he works professionally with people with
disabilities locomotor and often answers them a question, if they know what is
the cause of their disability and how to respond to their disability should their
family. Correspond to those interviewed, the most difficult task is to reconcile
with disability and its overcoming. Admission of mobility problems, trying to
hide from his family, despite the fact that the support of each of the family
members are most important. People with physical disabilities believe that the

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reason lies in the aging of the organism. After the hearing, however, the style of
life of people with physical disabilities can’t help noticing the obvious
dependence. A sign of our times is also true that the majority of cases suffering
from musculoskeletal dysfunction is not physically working people and working
in white-collar occupations. Among the predisposing occupations locomotor
disability include: doctors, teachers, computer scientists, lawyers, office
workers. When the cause of the problems is adequately shown people with
musculoskeletal symptoms, patients begin to realize their role in the initiation
of. Only then discovered the painful fact that from now on I belong to a group of
people with reduced mobility. Insight into our disability awakens in us the desire
to change, initiates changes in our mind and body. We begin to change our
hierarchy of values, and a step behind this — a sense of purpose and meaning in
life. The reason is simple — we want to take control over our locomotor
disability. We begin the process of mental and physical rehabilitation. During
rehabilitation of mental, begin gradually and consistently change the structure of
values, taking into account in the first place the health of our body. In our daily
activities we already find the time and desire to exercise, relaxation, sports, the
corresponding positions of the body and break in the performance of
professional duties. Starting physical rehabilitation, we want to achieve
improved health and fitness to return to full social life — family, trying to escape
from dependence on the help of others and especially the family.
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6.7. Correlates of psychological well-being in context of the modern
world

Introduction

The world is changing at a rapid pace. Changing human values and needs.
People want to have more and live better. Fast car and a luxury apartment
become determinants of a good life. Often, due to the fast pace of modern life,
we forget about the values that make us happy and our life valuable.

People from ages have debated on the determinants of a good life. Many
times it was believed that the most important elements of satisfied existence are
values such as love, wisdom and independence. Scientists also believed that the
characteristic of a good life is the presence of pleasure and absence of pain
(Diener, Lucas, Oishi, 2002). The last decades of research have confirmed the
hypothesis that the evaluation of happiness depends most of the one’s
judgments.

Psychological well-being (commonly called happiness) is the main
criterion of mental health. It gives a lot of benefits, such as better ability to cope
with life, lower level of psychopathology, better mental health, and longer life.
Research on happiness is growing in importance, especially in the context of a
dynamically changing world. Psychological well-being is important with respect
to how we function and adapt and with respect to whether our lives are
satisfying and productive. Psychological well-being refers to how people
evaluate their lives.

The article is a review of correlates of subjective well-being. It focuses on
the demographic, and psychological variables. It is an attempt to respond to the
ever-recurring question about the scientific method of building a happy life.

What is psychological well-being?

The concept of happiness is ambiguous. On the one hand, the definitions
of subjective well-being requires the adoption of a universal and common
understanding, on the other hand, it requires a scientific and precise description,
which can be verified.

In most professional literature, that can be found many synonyms for the
subjective well-being, for example, mental well-being, satisfaction with life, or
just the feeling of happiness. This variety of terminology cause disorder and is
the source of the difficulties and limitations. For this reason, it is almost
impossible to offer one clear and comprehensive meaning of happiness
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Theories of psychological well-being mostly based on two ancient
philosophical approaches to evaluating the quality of life: a hedonic tradition
and eudaimonic tradition.

According to the hedonic tradition, happiness depends on experienced
pleasure, positive affects and low negative affects. Man is the only one who can
judge his own life. Depending on the perceived satisfaction with life, man
defines himself as a happy or unhappy (Czapinski, 2005a). According to
representatives of the hedonistic vision of psychological well-being (see. Diener,
Lucas, Oishi, 2002; Veenhoven, 1997), the quality of human life is determined
mainly by the fact that a man likes his own existence.

Ed Diener, a popular issues happiness researcher says “subjective well-
being consists of three interrelated components: life satisfaction, pleasant affect,
and unpleasant affect. Affect refers to pleasant and unpleasant moods and
emotions, whereas life satisfaction refers to a cognitive sense of satisfaction with
life (Diener & Suh, 1997, p. 200).

More than 30 years ago, Shin and Johnson (1978) moved closer to
defining wellbeing by maintaining that it is “a global assessment of a person’s
quality of life according to his own chosen criteria” (p. 478). This kind of view
is still reflected in contemporary literature (Zikmund, 2003; Rees, Goswami, &
Bradshaw 2010; Stratham & Chase, 2010).

In addition to understanding the psychological well-being is important to
define the concept of quality of life. The World Health Organization defined
quality of life as: an individual’s perception of their position in life in the
context of the culture and value systems in which they live and in relation to
their goals, expectations, standards and concerns. It is a broad ranging concept
affected in a complex way by the person’s physical health, psychological state,
personal beliefs, social relationships and their relationship to salient features of
their environment (World Health Organization, 1997).

Eudaimonistic theories say that a man is not always able to tell what is
important and good for him, just as he doesn’t know exactly his needs and
abilities. Therefore, the researchers decided to explore the universal design of a
happy man, and arbitrarily define the good life.

One of the first descriptions of a happy and valuable life offered Maslow
(1954/1990, source: Trzebinska, 2008). He has identified certain phenomena and
mechanisms occurring in individuals fully realizing their potential personal (eg.
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the realism, acceptance, focus on the problem, autonomy, a sense of community
with mankind, continuous new evaluations, respect for others).

Leading representative of Positive Psychology Martin Seligmann (2005),
he in his theories of the good life minimizes the importance of pleasure and
emphasizes that effective and rewarding activities enhance the strengths of
humans and the environment. The researcher emphasizes that authentic
happiness lies in human activity, which mobilizes values such as love, reason,
justice, strength, intellect, spirituality and courage.

The definition of psychological well-being in terms of hedonistic tradition
as opposed to eudaimonistic tradition, it is clear and easy for the
operationalization. Hedonists are not interested in the objectives and human
values but just the fact that a person is satisfied with his life. However, bringing
happiness to the perceived pleasure raises some doubts. Cognitive and emotional
evaluation of one's life based on currently available information. For example,
some people are looking for information about your well-being recalling from
memory the positive aspects of your life, others are more inclined to analyze
adverse events. In another strategy, people to assess their level of happiness
analyze current events and experiences, while others consider the facts of the
past (Diener, Lucas, Oishi, 2002).

Another problem is the fact that the assessment of one’s lives in the short
term is not very stable (impact of the current well-being), and very long term —
lasting (Czapinski, 2004). It is impossible to decide which of these measures is
more important for the assessment of an individual's happiness.

Eudaimonic concept gives a fuller and deeper look into the mechanisms
that control the mental well-being, but its weakness is an attempt to create a
finished project of a happy man, without the participation and evaluation of
individual (Czapinski, 2004).

A good solution to the problem of ambiguous meaning of the concept of
well-being is the integration of the two positions, that is hedonistic and
eudaimonistic tradition. For example, the system and transaction happiness
concept proposed by Kennon Sheldon (2004, source: Trzebinska, 2008). The
researcher proposes that psychological well-being referred to the mental
processes (subjective assessments of their own lives) and human activity
(activities that are undertaken in order to meet the needs of their own and the
environment).
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It should also be said about the Onion Theory of Happiness proposed by
Janusz Czapinski (2004, 1991). The theory is that psychological well-being has
three functionally distinct layers (dimensions). The deepest layer is biologically
determined will to live, the center — a generalized feeling of well-being and top
— ongoing assessment of life satisfaction.

The correctness of the combined approach to well-being is also supported
by concepts Rutt Veenhoven (1997). The researcher says that people use
different strategies to diagnose their own well-being. Some consider hedonic
factors such as mood, emotions, feeling pleasure, while other people consider
eudaimonistic factors: the values, objectives, goals, sense of self and so on.

According to Janusz Czapinski (2004, p. 196), 'it is possible that, despite
the difference in understanding of terms, both hedonistic and eudaimonic
concept of happiness are complementary rather than exclusive aspects of well-
being".

The increasing interest in the issues of quality of life, also development of
civilization and the increased pace of life heightened need to understand what
factors and psychological mechanisms contribute to the optimal human
functioning. The search conditions psychological well-being in the context of
positive psychology focuses on demographic and psychological factors.

Demographic correlates of psychological well-being

Demographic correlates of the first area in which researchers looked for
evidence of mental well-being. The series of studies were conducted on the
correlation of happiness to gender, age, level of education, professional position,
material status, marital status, ethnicity and so on. The conclusions of various
studies indicate that demographic factors are associated with happiness, but
generally quite complicated and weak (see. Argyle, 2004, 1999; Czapinski,
2004, 1998; Diener, Tamir, Scollon, 2005). Studies on the compounds of
demographic factors of mental well-being are primarily correlational and
therefore it is not possible to draw conclusions about the relationship of cause
and effect. It should also be noted that the importance of demographic factors
usually depend on other characteristics of the person (Trzebinska, 2008).

Age

In many surveys on mental well-being, it was found that happiness
increases with age (Bradburn, 1969 source: Argyle, 1999; Diener, Suh, Oishi,
1998). This effect, however, may depend on many other factors. Due to the
differences between generations (cohort effect) older people may have lower
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expectations of life, lower aspirations and the differences between objectives
and achievements are smaller. They have more time to adapt to the conditions of
their lives. With age also increases the religious activity that causes the increase
in happiness (this effect has been proven in many studies, for example.
Veenhoven, 1994, Argyle, 1999; Hills, Argyle, 2001). Relationships between
age and mental welfare decreases when considering factors such as health,
income or education.

Education

There is a correlation between education and well-being (source: Argyle,
1999). Education is closely related to income and occupational position, and as
research shows (see. Veenhoven, 1997) both of which are indicators of well-
being. The impact of education on mental well-being may depend on the
variable — social position. This is especially noticeable in the Third World. The
weakest impact of education on mental well-being is observed on the United
States of America. Polls Veenhoven (1994; Argyle, 1999) suggest that an
important variable may be national wealth. This explains why education has a
greater impact on happiness especially in poor countries.

Social class

Social class has a similar relationship. Additionally, through its impact on
the health and leisure, a prerequisite for higher mental well-being. People with
upper and middle classes prefer active rest, belong to clubs, play sports, enjoy
the holidays, keep more intense social life and have more interests
(Csiksztenmihalyi, Hunter, 2003). Lower class people often watch TV (Argyle,
2004). Veenhoven has reviewed the research on this topic (1994) and showed
that the correlation between happiness and leisure time is about 0.40. Evidence
of the link provided by a number of experiments on the impact of sport on
psychological well-being. Sport is an effective method to improve the mood.
This is because endorphins are released, as well as due to the interaction with
people, experiencing success, sense of efficacy and development (see: Argyle,
1999; Veenhoven 1997; Porczynska, 2006).

Employment

It is known that free time is an important predictor of psychological well-
being, but the results of many studies show a significant infuence of
employment. Unemployed in almost all countries are less happy than employed
(Argyle, 1999; Herry, 2007). It was also found that employment has the effect
on several aspects of psychological well-being: self-esteem, satisfaction,
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satisfaction with financial situation, commitment to action, etc. (Argyle, 1999).
Regular work gives benefits that are important for the mental well-being.
Employment includes the five factors that are important for the welfare. These
are: the structuring of time, the possibility of making contacts, building identity,
social status, purpose and regular activity (Herry, 2007). Unemployed often
have poorer mental and physical health, have low self-esteem, apathy, and
higher rates of depression, suicide and alcoholism. The effects of unemployment
are higher for people who are unemployed for a long time or at times when they
were employed were heavily involved in their profession.

The unemployment situation is very destructive for men, singles,
belonging to low social class, and those who do not receive social support
(Veenhoven, 1997; Argyle, 1999).

Studies show correlations of mental well-being and gender. It turns out
that men and women differ in the level of happiness, but also the structure of
psychological well-being. Generally, women experience more negative and
positive emotions than men (Trzebinska, 2008).

Income

Many studies have dealt with the relationship between income and well-
being. Settlement of the old saying that "money does not bring happiness" has
become one of the most popular research topics. Haring, Stock, and Okun (1984,
source: Argyle, 1999) conducted a meta-analysis of the results of 85 studies and
received a statistically low correlation of 0.17 between income and mental
wellbeing. Psychological well-being strongly correlated with variables such as
income satisfaction, a sense of subjective assessment of poverty and living
standards. Research conducted by Veenhoven (1994) show a significant
correlation between income and happiness, for example, in the United States, the
correlation is 0.40, and in poorer countries like Tanzania, even 0.68. Researchers
have also reached a high correlation when comparing average incomes and
welfare of the entire nation.

Researchers became interested in the possible impact of income
throughout the country on psychological well-being. The upturn in the United
States did not lead to any changes in the perceived happiness. In contrast, the
deterioration of income in Belgium in the late 70s and 80s was associated with a
significant decline in mental well-being of inhabitants (Argyle, 1999). The
wealth of the country affects the level of psychological well-being of citizens,
but only up to a certain level. After exceeding a certain limit, the relationship
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between abundance and happiness fades. This theory explains the relatively poor
correlation of income and well-being in the United States. This is because the
majority of US citizens is above the average standard of living.

Another source of information about the effect of income on happiness are
the people who won the lottery. It is stated that a win can often lead to
disturbances than raise happiness. After a period of initial euphoria, the people
who win the lottery are experiencing serious existential crisis — exacerbated by
their social and professional lives, weakened sense of acceptance and identity.
This can lead to the clearly negative consequences (Argyle, 1999).

Scientists explain the small impact of income on well-being referring to
the thesis that the relative value of income may be more important than its face
value. The proof of this relation are studies based on "Michigan model".
According to the assumptions of the theory, mental well-being is a function of
the difference between goals and achievements. This difference is the result of
comparisons of one’s life with the life of "ordinary people" and one’s life in the
past (source: Argyle, 1999).

Also, a comparison between genders play an important role in the
evaluation of satisfaction with income. Women are more satisfied with their
small earnings at the time when they make a comparison of their earnings to the
earnings of other women. However, in situations when women compare their
income with income from work of a man who does exactly the same duties —
they are no longer happy with their lower wages (Jackson, 1989, for: Argyle,
1999).

Marriage

According to research one of the strongest correlates of happiness seems
to be a marriage (Argyle, 1999). Married people or living together are happier
and healthier physically and mentally than those who have never entered into
marriage or are widowed, divorced or living in marital separation (Argyle, 1999;
Trzebinska, 2008; Diener, Tamir, Scollon, 2005). The correlation between
happiness and marriage affects both sexes and concerns of different countries
and cultures.

The question is whether the marriage has a positive effect on happiness, or
rather happy people frequently come into close interpersonal relationships. The
relationship between marriage and mental well-being seems to be bilateral. On
the one hand, happy people are friendly, open, trusting, and therefore may be
more attractive as candidates for the partners, on the other hand, the marriage

gives a lot of benefits, which means that after the wedding, people become
happier (Mayers, 1999).

Studies also show that people living in marriage are the happiest of all the
other people living in close relationships, such as cohabitation (Veenhoven,
1994). Although marriage is one of the biggest sources of conflict, it brings
rewards and increase the sense of identity and self-esteem (Argyle, 1999;
Trzebinska, 2008). Satisfaction with marriage is an important predictor of
psychological well-being.

Marriage has a positive effect on mental health as well as physical. Brown
and Harris (source: Argyle, 1999) demonstrated that depression is more frequent
in women who did not receive support from a partner. Those women who
receive psychological help from their husbands, less frequently suffer from
depression. Marriage is beneficial to health, mainly because it is a bilateral
arrangement. Spouses care about each other, but also eat better, drink and smoke
less, they are more likely to use medical advice (Kennedy, Kieclot-Glaser and
Glaser, 1990, source: Argyle, 1999). Another factor contributing to mental
health is to have an empathic listener. Women generally have better ability of
empathic listening.

Death of a spouse is regarded as one of the most stressful situations in
people's lives. Serious illness of a spouse is more painful and stressful for men
than women. Males in this situation are experiencing more negative physical
symptoms. Widowed is generally a major source of mental disorders. More than
42% of women suffering from depression are widows, 10% are married. Studies
also show that divorce and separation have a big impact on heart disease (effect
of "broken heart") (cit. After: Lynch, 1977), and the mortality rate and the
abandonment by a partner is more severe for women.

Some studies suggest that women derive from marriage more reasons to
be happy than men (Trzebifska, 2008). Mayers (1999) gives the inverse
relationship. He argues that men derive more benefit from marriage, especially
in the context of women household duties. For men can also be seen that the
marriage has a greater impact on their health.

Marriage of persons belonging to the middle class are more successful
than those belonging to the highest and the lowest class. Similarly, in the case of
young and romantic couples (called a passionate love). Their relationship is
characterized by a greater intensification of positive emotions and pleasure.
However, young people in the event of death of a spouse suffering more than
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older ones. Religious couples and those who spend their free time together in an
attractive and interesting way — longer remain together (Argyle, 1999).

Having children is an important source of satisfaction. But having
children does not guarantee a happy marriage. Studies show that the relationship
between happiness and children is negative and variable — it depends on the
phase of family life. For example, the phase of the "honeymoon" (first months or
years) and the period of the empty slot (when the children leave home) are the
happiest time for spouses. Children under 5 years of age and teenagers worst
impact on satisfaction with marital relationships (source: Argyle, 1999).

Diener (1984) estimated that 15% of well-being depends on demographic
factors. However, research on compounds with happiness demographic variables
are mostly correlational nature. It is therefore impossible to draw conclusions
about the cause and effect (Trzebinska, 2008). Despite the widespread belief that
demographic factors are predictable and easy to measure and understand more
and more knowledge and research results suggest that it is a very complex
phenomenon.

Psychological Correlates of Psychological Well-Being

Psychological traits are considered as one of the most important
determinants of psychological well-being (Czapinski, 2005b). They demonstrate
the stability of happiness over time. There are personality traits such as
neuroticism, extraversion, conscientiousness, emotional stability, self-esteem,
activity, sense of agency and others.

Locus of control

Personality traits strongly correlate with happiness are the locus of
control, self-efficacy and sense of responsibility. Lack of self-efficacy is treated
as one of the axial symptoms of depression (Czapinski, 1985). Perceptions of
control over events is associated with better coping with the difficulties in life. It
affects the higher mental well-being. However, the study on a large national
sample of Americans found that people who have a moderate level of locus of
control, they deal with stress better than those with high and low levels. People
having a strong belief in a personal impact on the majority of events are likely to
blame themselves for all the failures and unpleasantness (Czapinski, 2005b).

The results of research show that IQ is not essential for the psychological
well-being. Campbell, Converse, and Rodgers (source: Argyle, 1999) found a
correlation of 0.13 between happiness and 1Q. These are some, but not high
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correlations. However, this relationship could be due to the impact of social
class, activity, interests or education, etc. Veenhoven (1997) argues that the
intellect is not conducive to happiness. Many scientists have tried to prove that a
person with a high IQ is more happy than this one with lower because his life is
fuller and more valuable. Unfortunately, they were unable to find a clear
confirmation. These hypotheses also would not be consistent with the definition
of well-being. After all, everyone has the right to be considered a happy man. It
depends only on the assessment of the man.

Social competence

Happiness is associated with a the cooperativity, leadership skills and
interpersonal communication skills (Argyle and Lu, 1990). Social competence
have a huge impact on the mental well-being, mainly because these determine
successful interpersonal relationships.

Argyle and Lu (1990) also found that extroverts are happier than
introverts (mainly thanks to the skills of assertive behavior). Other studies
partially support this hypothesis. Most scientists puts more emphasis on variable
such as neuroticism. It is strongly correlated with happiness, in such a way that
the greater neuroticism, the lower psychological well-being (Hotard, McFatter,
McWhirter and Stegall, 1989). Diener, Lucas, Oishi, (2002) contradicts the idea
that introverts and extroverts differ feeling of happiness. Scientists discover the
personalities of people unhappy traces of psychopathology or neuroticism. As
negative correlates of happiness also indicates anxiety, fear and concern about
psychosomatic symptoms. Subjectively estimated health of the subject also
appears as an important predictor of subjective well-being (for Costa, McCrae,
1980).

Emotionality

The researchers did not give conclusive evidence for the existence of
happiness and emotional interdependence (Veenhoven, 1984, for: Czapinski,
2005b). In a study of American college students did not show any relationship
between happiness and emotionality, whereas among American and British
intellectuals found a negative correlation: the lower level of emotionality, the
higher welfare (after Czapinski, 2005b).

Motivation

Researchers also point to a strong relationship between motivation and
psychological well-being (Czapinski, 2004; Trzebinska, 2008). According to
some concepts, happiness depends on the degree of satisfaction of needs,
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especially those most basic and biological (food, sleep, safety, sensory
stimulation, and others). Their implementation is fundamental indicator of
quality of life (Trzebinska, 2008).

Teoria self-determination autorstwa Dieci and Ryan (2008) has shown
that autonomous motivation predicts persistence and adherence and 1is
advantageous for effective performance, especially on complex or heuristic tasks
that involve deep information processing or creativity. Autonomous motivation
is also reliably related to psychological health. Autonomous and controlled
motivation has related to education, parenting, work, health care, sport, and
close relationships.

Affiliation and empathy

More complex incentive mechanisms relevant to the mental well-being is
the need for affiliation, which is one of the basic human psychological needs.
Affiliation describes a person's need to feel a sense of or expires and belonging
within a social group. Affiliation is a positive, sometimes intimate, personal
relationship. Affiliation can include concern over establishing, maintaining, or
restoring a positive affective relationship with another person or persons (Izard
and Ackerman, 2005).

Other dispositions are: empathy (emotional communication with another
person) and interest (the tendency to explore the surroundings and the search for
new stimuli) (Izard and Ackerman, 2005). As shown by recent studies (Smart et
al., 2005), the experience of curiosity, which is undoubtedly the inclination of
interest, is an important factor that reduces suffering from serious diseases of
civilization.

Positive affect

Another important aspect of the psychological determinants of happiness
is the role of positive affect. A large number of studies have shown that
moderate positive emotions, caused by daily, small events conducive to
cognitive processes and social behavior. Good mood has a beneficial effect on
memory, decision making and problem solving, and provides artistic and
creative thinking. It is also known that positive affect promotes interpersonal
relations, empathy, social responsibility and generosity (Isen, 2002). It is also a
component of many adaptive mechanisms, such as resistance to the difficulties
of life and personal development. Positive emotions are responsible for the
physiological phenomena that occur in the human body. They are beneficial to
the health of somatic (Trzebinska, 2008).
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Self-esteem

One of the strongest correlates of happiness is self-esteem. In psychology,
self-esteem reflects a person's overall emotional evaluation of his or her own
worth. It is a judgment of oneself as well as an attitude toward the self. Self-
esteem is associated so strongly with measures of psychological well-being,
many researchers considered it to be one of the most important ingredients of
life satisfaction (see. Schulz, 2005; Rosenberg, 1985; Czapinski, 2005b,
Baumeister, 2003; Trzebinska, 2008). The way in which people evaluate
themselves affects how they perceive and interpret the world and how they
behave. Positive self-esteem is considered to be part of a healthy mental
functioning.

Conclusion

Reflections on the relationship between well-being and the different
variables is still unresolved. Scientists have not determined the set of correlates
that are clear, unambiguous and universal for everyone.

The issue of mental well-being interested scientists for long years. Since
the beginning of the world, people have wondered what makes them feel happy.
They were looking for factors that can improve their quality of life. The
development of civilization has meant that certain needs and values passed
away, others remained unchanged. A long time ago to meet the basic necessities
of life was the most important for happiness. Today, people live richly and
comfortably. Material values are no longer that important. Despite this, people
invariably tend to have money. However, research continues to prove that
money does not bring happiness.

It can be concluded that for long years, invariably, happiness depends on
values such as good relationships. Modern life, which is a fast, stressful and
crowded, it takes people a lot of time and a place that should be devoted to
family and friends, and it can reduce the psychological well-being.
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
